And
non-residential property own-
ers would get only a small
decrease in tax rates.

Then citizens and elected
officials spoke. Ruidoso Coun-
cilor Robert Donaldson said

“the actual tax rate decrease

due to yield control would be
more like 15 percent. He said
he represented Ruidoso prop-
erty owners who provide
about 75 percent of county
property tax revenues. He
advocated cooperative agree-
ments between the county and
municipalities to improve
quality of life and "take care
of the kids. So we won’t have
to build more jails,” he said.

Carrizozo Town Trustee
Ruth Armstrong was con-
cerned large land owners
would be the only ones to
benefit from a mill reduction.

specific gang. "T've dealt with
hard coré gangs' in Albuquer-
que,” he said.
