When you use some sour dough
aiways add a little more warm
water, sugar and flour 4o the
mixture; {o keep the sour douph
continuing., (Do not ever put in
the refrigerator).

These biscujts, with plenty of
beans, cooked with a big slab
of home cured bacon ¢r a skillet
of Irish stew cocked on & camp-
fire, topped off with stewed
home dried pedches or honey
and butter was all one needed 4
Leep him happy.
