As Ruidoso property owners eyeball
their tax statements from the Lincoln
County Treasurer, reaction has ranged
from “no surprise” to completely flab-
bergasted.

The actual fact is: this year’s ad

. valorem property tax bite is substantially

under the figure projected in September of
1974, prior to the overwhelming vote (289

for, 156 against) to approve the $5 million
General Obligation bond issue to finance
the 1,100 million water storage dam and
the sytem to transport water throughout
the village.

Thisyear's Eignres are:

— The munieipal tax increased from the
$15.63 per $1,000 assessed valuation in 1975
t0 $25.02, per $1,000, in 1976.

- The increase to vnllage taxpayers
stands at $9.39 per $1,000,

Assessed valuation, baged on one-third the market value, for property in
Lincoln County is up $6.7 million over the 1975 figure.

Based on mill levies for each district, total tax billings amount to $2,429,680.90
for 1976, These tax dollars are distributed monthly among the general county,

assessed valuation to $17.88 per $1,000,

— The tax increase in the school district
is $5.10 per $1,000,

— The total tax hike, due to the G.O.
bond and school bond issues, amounts to
$14.49 per $1,000 of assessed valuation.

Taxpayers have been registering
complaints with Ruidoso village manager
Jim Hine, loudly accusing the village
trustees of mlsrepresentlng the cost of

- financing the G.0. bond issue, irl terms of a

healthy tax increase.

The facts on the projected tax increase,
based on each $1,000 of assessed valuation,
as presented to the voters at the time of the
G.0. bond election Oct, 9, 1974 (which were

The sale of Series A, $1,000,000 and
Series B, $2,000,000 are reﬂeoted in the
current tax statement

According to the projections, taxpayers
were advised to anticipate a tax increase
of $12.26 for-the Series A and B bond issues.

The actual increase, as reflected in this
year’s tax statement, is $9.39 per $1,000

projection

assessed valuation due to the G.O. bond

issues,

The increase in the school taxes is $5.10
per $1,000 assessed valuation.

The tax jump for both increases is$14.49
per $1,000.

The project ‘jump in property taxes for
Ruidoso, for all three series of bonds, was

pegged at $19.93 per $1,000.

Based on this year's $9,39 hike, even the
projected $6.67 bite that will appear next
on tax statements, would be $16.06, total,
compared to the estimhated cost pegged at
$19.93. -

The good news is that the last tax boost,
estimated at $6.67, will be less than an-
ticipated, due to the continuing increase in
assessed valuation in the municipality of
Ruidoso. , )

And the best news of all is that the final
tax bite on the G.0. bond issue will be
considerably under the cost that the
village trustees used when pointing out the
need for the new dam and distribution

The more
remote rural counties in the Western
region showed a somewhat lower rate of
population growth.

Why the current population turnaround?
Kirby suggests, among several causes,
population. growtha associated with
resocls, sécond homes and retirement
activitles. This Ia most common In
Southern New Mexico, Western Arkzona,
the Slerra Nevads foothills, and the
western slopes of the Rncky Momntains in
Colorado, -

There were elgnlﬂeant population in-
creases in. the counties of ‘the Western

region having lacge proportjons of Navajo

Indians. In New Mexico, McKinley and

San Juan Counties showed the largest

natural population increase — the number
of births over the number of deaths.

Tn-migration — people moving from
outside the state to live in the Land of
Enchantment — resulted in 48 percent of
New Mexico's population increase.

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Gov. said: “Government at all
levels was very rapidly between
1965 and 1974. I feel very eonﬂdem: that our
recrganization plan is very unigue in that
we can slgw governraent down and we can
bave savings immediately.”

He added: “After a 12-month transition
period you would see government smaller
and, more important, the growth pattern

would slow down." II the legislature ap-
proves the plan and it is implemented in
fiscal 1977-78, Apodaca said, a reductionin
state employes woukd result probahbly at
the top level.

fie cited three objectives of state
governmenl. reorganization: More ef-

ficiency, more responsive government and
economic savings. Apodaca said: “For too
long we have let state government just
flounder along since 1912 piecemeal.”
Apodlaca legislative liaison Nick Franklin
said a study of New Maxlca government
showed ‘‘a massive, unruly structure.”

Franklin said 385 governmental entitles
were identifled In the study. Among them
were 178 boards. Twenty-four hoards
would be transtormed imto policy advisory
commitiees. Gov. Apodaca said their
functions would very. They would be
advisory, quasi-judicial or exert limited
policy effect on agency duties.

The administretion Is also shaping a
“Sunget Law.” This would require a state
agency to justify its existence or be
abolished. Apodaca sald: *We think public
input is very necessary in state gove-
mment. We pruvidad for It where we
believe it 1is necessary.'” The
raurganlzatlon plan preserves 24 state
Yeensing and examining boards but places
them ln a central clearing house. The ldea
has merit hut ithasheen attempted inNew
Mexico for at least 12 years without suc-

Highway commissioners wounld serve at
the govearnor’s pleasure. Commissioners
ran be removed now only in State me
Court proceedings. The five highway
cormunissionera would be appointed &t
large with consideration given to
geographic representation, Com-
missioners are named now in highway
districts specifled by law. Franklin said
the Highway Department revision would
pinpoint respansibility in the governor who
is elected by voters.

The reorganization plan faces 2 hattle in
the legislature, It Is & great deal for
lawmakers te consider in one session.
Boards and agencies that would be wiped
out or decelerated will undoubtedly fight
for preservatlon. Besldes, eliminating 63
hoards removes many appbintments
future governors could use to please their
friends.

But the Apodaca plan charts a map
toward more efficlency in government.
Franklin said 20 states have reorganized
their state governments since 1965, Others

are tackling the job. Be said the New -

Mexico plan allows poliey options and
parallels federal government.

The Apcdaca adrninistration would step
on many toes in the name of logic and
eorder. Wisely, Apodaca will send the
sweeping program bo the leglslature in 18
bllls. Each of the proposed new de-
partments will be in a separate bill o that
the whole program will not fall if the
legislature rejects An umbrella bill
will define terms of the cabinel system and
span the broad spectrum. The governor
fingered ancother top adventage of his
propusal. He sald: “We have been very
careful in the development of this whole
reorganization plan to leave constitutional
respensibilities alone.” The plan could be
adopted without changing the constitution,
The new legislature may accept many of
the ideas. .
