‘percent salary hike for certified teachers
highlighted Ruidoso School Board actlon
when it sat in special session Wednesday,

In addition to the salary hike for cer-
tified instructors, three other categories of
schoo]l employees will see raises. They
include a 17 percent hike for noncertified
instructors, a 13.6 percent increase for
prineipals and a 14,6 percent boost for the
superinterdent.

The board also approved an inerement
schedule for sponsors and instructors of
extracurricuiar activities including
athletic sponsors and eoaches,
cheerleader -sponsors, journalism club
sponsor, etc.

Gifted children program this summei:'

A summer enrichment program for
falented and gifted students in grades five
through elght will be held in six one-week
sessions at the University of New Mexico,
June 11 to July 27.

Sponsored by the UNM special education
department, the program will include an
overview of the arts, a study of the origins
of Southwestern culture and individual
research into family roots. Field trips,
athletic and cultural events are also
planned.

Dr, Gary Adamson, chairperson of the
special education department and director
of the program, said principals of public
schiools throughout the state are invited to
nominate students for the program. The
nomination deadline is April 30.

Some of the criteria for eligibility in—
clude: scores of achievement levels two
grades above actual grade placementin at
least one subject; & score of 130 or higher

~on a standardized intelligence test;
eévidence of potential for superior per-

formance in one or more areas; a high
level of creativity in at least one area, or
other special tdlents.

“Nominations shotuld originate in the
child's school,” Adamson said, ‘“‘and

ron co-"‘ ’f‘ronr

‘When Youv Want Warmth

nomination forms should be completed
cooperatively by the principal, a teacher
and a parent.” He said nomination forms
have been sent to all public school
districts.

Tuition per student for each one-week

session is $166. “That includes room,
meals, materials, recreation and health
services,” Adamson said. *A number of
economically disadvantaged children of
high potential might benefit from this
experience through scholarships,” he
added. “*We are soliciting donations from
persons interested in helping us provide
such scholarships.*

Gail Beam, president of the Associatioa
for Gifted Students, said, "“The students’
need for a rapid pace, a stimulating
classroom setting, daily recreation and
qtnet times will all find a place in each
diy's schedule. Students will have the
opportiinity to work and play with a
variety of responsible adults such as
students from the UNM honors program,
University professors and teachers from
the Albuquerque public school systen.”

NEW LIQUOR LAW NEEDED

Brown-bagging your dinner wine or beer
is thriving right here in New Mexico,
despite the abundance of package stores
and Jounges. If you want a sturdy chianti
with your lasagne or a frothy beer with
your bratwurst, you’ll have to sneak it to
your table.

Why? Because your friendly corner
Italian restaurant or hofbrau haus could ll
afford to shell out $100,000 to buy a liquor
license when it opened years ago. And it
can afford twice that or more now even
less. Only large, well-heeled restaurant
operators can afford to pay such rates for
the right to sell drinks.

Although the law itself sets forth the
limits on licenses, thereby driving the
prices of those in existence up
outrageously, it seems to a non-legal eye to
be discriminatory against smail business
men and women and a restraint of free
trade. However, we don’t question the law,

‘we just question why that is the law.

A number of Albuguerque citizens and
restaurant owners are questioning it too,
and have formed the Coalition of Civilized
Ligtor Laws. THe group's purpose s to get
a beer and wine license law passed by the

. 1079 Legislature. It is heing put together by

Naom{ Walsh, author of an annual guide to
eating places in the state.

“Our goal is simple,” she says. “We
shall redress current llquor laws which
don’t serve our own citizens according to
their expressed desires, and which are
definitely inhospitable to our visttors.

“After a good beer and wine bill is
passed, there won't be any need for diners
to sneak thelr soft-alcoho] beverage into
their favorite restaurants, at the risk of the
owner'sarrest.

Our out-of-state guests will no longer be
disappointed and shocked at the abysmal
state of our liquor laws. They can enthance
their meals with appropriate beverages in
a civilized, hospitable and sane way.

“This can only help New Mexico's
economy and our image 'as an equal-

opportunity state and a good place to

visit.”

It is a change long overdue and we hope
it is made by the 1979 Legislature. —
