Plans for the installation of the long
awaited plowable markers on State Road
(SR) 37 through the village and traffic

signals at two locations in the village are

continuing, according to officials with the
State Highway Department.

According to Charles Armijo, road
design section of the department, the
raised plowable markers, intended to
separate opposing lanes of traffic should
be installed on SR-37 by October 14.

He said the contractor, Dallas, Texas
based Pavement Specialists, has until that
date to make sure the markers are in,
before it becomes financially penalized by
the highway department.

Contractor Gardner-Zenke, El Paso,
Texas is awaiting delivery of the com-
ponents for the traffic control devices
before the firm begins installation, High-
way Department District Construction
Engineer Cecil Gilbert said.

He said the firm, under the terms of a
state contract, will have 90 days after
reception of the materials to install the
stop lights before late penalties are
assessed. i

He said he expects delivery of the
materials within the month.

“It shouldn’t be too much longer before
they're in,’”” he added, ‘‘it shouldn't take

- anywhere near 90 days.”

The traffic signals are slated for in-

stallation at the intersection of Cedar

Creek Road and Sudderth Drive (at the
mouth of Paradise Canyon), and on
Sudderth Drive where it joins SR 37,
across from the Big-T Drive In.

The bid was awarded to Gardner-Zenke
on June 16. '

The raised plowable markers are to be
installed starting north of the First Baptist
Church on Mechem and extending south
and east for the remainder of SR 37 to its
junction with Highway 70.

The markers will be spaced about 80 feet
apart and are designed to rise above the
pavement surface. Each end of the marker
is beveled to deflect a snow plow.
However, highway department officials

‘warn the markers can be uprooted by a

plow striking the devices from the side.

Pavement Specialists’ bid of $36,492,30
was low out of three bids submitted by
contracting firms from New Mexico and
Texas.

The project will receive 100 percent
federal funding under a federal traffic
safety program,

Officials said the raised plowable
markers are being installed on an ex-
perimental basis. They added that if they
don’t work, a special epoxy based paint
may be applied as a center line for SR-37 in
Ruidoso.

SANTA FE — Are the companies of the
energy resource and mineral industry in
New Mexico paying as much in taxes as
they should to help take care of problems
caused by their activities?

Strip mining, boom towns, roads and

transmission lines, uranium mill tailings
— all these and more are the results of the
energy search being cdrried on by the
giants of the energy industry in various
quarters of the state. .

in some places, the results have in-
cluded plentiful jobs and instant
prosperity for some. And the tax income to
the state treasury has increased rapidly in
recent years, both as a result of the
specific ‘“‘severance’” tax on minerals
“severed’ from the earth and the more
general economic spin-offs.

But are the industrial firms being taxed
at a level high enough to compensate for
the fact the resources will be depleted in 20
or 30 years?

To this question, some critics say that no
level of taxation would produce income
sufficient to compensate for the damage to
New Mexico's land, water and air.

That's an answer few legislators would
give, however, and it is these 112 elected
officials who decide on such isstues. Among
the state lawmakers, the answers would
more likely be divided between those who
think the tax rate is okay where it is and

those who think it ought fo go up

somewhat.

That’s why, while most voters who are
interested enough to check out any of the
races are watching King-Skeen and
Domenici-Anaya, energy company of-
ficials and other capitol lobbyists are
watching places like Legislative District
No. 70 in San Miguel County, District 8 in
McKinley and Valencia counties, and
Districls 14, 17 and 29 in Bernalillo County.

These are districts within the 70-
member State House of Representatives

which might preduce the next chairman of
the House Taxation and Revenue Com-
mittee.
