Officials of New Mexico State University
(NMSU) oppose the proposed Sierra
Blanca Regional Airport, stating its
construction would negate experiments
underway on Fort Stanton Experimental
Ranch.

The experiment perhaps most affected
is the grazing rotation study, a system of
pastures on the mesa grasslands.

“The airport would go through the
middle of the area required for the ex-
periment,” Dr. Arnold Nelson, head of the
department of animal and range science,
NMSU college of agriculture, said
Thursday.

‘“The airport would run east/west and
the pastures generally are perpendicular
(north and south). The center of the air-
port would take all the mesa grassland and
leave only the north and south slopes
within the pastures.”

The grazing roétation study is being

~conducted to determine fnore - efficient
methods of using forage.

“‘Instead of grazing year long on one big
pasture, you simply divide the pasture, as
in our case, into four,"” he said. '"The entire
group of cattle grazes in one fourth of the
area at a time until most of the forage is
consumed. Then you move them to another
area.”’

The rotation pastures are compared to

other control pastures, which are not

rotated.

NMSU is operating the experimental
station under a cooperative .agreement
and memorandum of understanding with
the Bureau of Land Management (BLM)
which administers the land.

The Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA) has applied on behalf of the Slerra
Blanca Airport Commiasion (SBAC) for
3,043 acres from Fort Stanton mesa.

Controversy has arisen because SBAC

claims 588 acres (new estirnates show 278

acres) . are needed for initial
development of the jet capable ajrport, but
NMSU claims the acréage is in the heart of
their experiments with grazing rotation.

NMSU officials sald not only the grazing
experlments but other studies as well will
be affected.

‘“We have several other studies in the
area such as vegetative transects where
we study the amount, count and kind of
vegetation affected by grazing systems,”
Nelson said. ‘
