legal sction against anyone dumplng trash
on private property rather than hauling it
to the village dump, according to zoning
enforcement officer Emory Hatcher,

“"We are going to press charges against

anyone we catch, and they will face a fine

ug to $300 plus a possible jail sentence,” he
added.

Hatcher said household refuse, trees and
construction materials are being dumped

on several pieces of private land in the

village limits. “They're also dumping In

ditches, ravines and arroyes,” Hatcher

said.

The Ruldoso area’s tree populations are
continuing tosuffer with Insect Infestation,
according to timber specialist Mike
Funston.

Funston, & United States Forest Service
employee, sald Friday that insects which
are causing major problems in this area
are the spruce bud -worm, the Tussock
moth and the Ips beetle, which are at-
tacking trées already weakened by
drought conditions throughout the forest
and by man-caused damsge in residential
areas, especially at new bullding sites.

In the case of the Ips bectle, the tree’s
own abllity to resist infestation has been
reduced by the adverse conditions, Fun-
ston sald. “Normally, 8 vigorous tree can
resist by pushing the beetles out of the
bark area,’” with a flow of sap. But the
trees are unable to do this when vigor has
been reduced by ‘“‘drought, fire, damage
caused by heavy equipment,” and other
factors, he said.

Uncollected and untreated slash--old
dead limbs—provides a prime en-
vironment for the breeding and feeding of
these beetles, which then spread to live
trees and feed by boring info the bark and
attacking the inner layer of the tree. This
kﬂ{:’i theétree by Interfering with the flow of
nutrients.

In the national forest, workers attempt
fo conirol the pest by natural means,
inleuding the scattering of slash, which
eliminates moat breeding. Local residents
whose property has sccumulated such
slash can take similar measires by
collecting the slashin a pile and covering it

Funston said heat builds up tunder the
plastic, effectively “baking"” the beetles to
death. After a period of slx months or =0,
the slash may be removed {rom the plastic
cover and used without fear of further
infestation, he sald.

Infestation by the Ips beetle can also be
detected by removing a section of bark.
The beetles bore trails in the Inner Iayer
and frequently the egg galleries may also
be seen below the hark. Beetle excrement,
known as frass, has a sawdust-like ap-
pearance, and it also may be found in
Infested trees, '

Recognizing the attack of the Tussock
moth {s somewhat simpler. The moth
primarily attacks Douglas fir and spruce,
generally causing defollation *“from the
top down,” Funston sald. Examples
evident in the Ruldoso area include trees
along Highway 37 and next Lo the Eastern
star Hall.

The insect attacks may also be detected
by the following clues, listed in & forest
service publication: Iarge numbers of
caterpillers crawling on needles, cocoons
and egg masses, silken “lents” in tree
tops, needles stripped from trees and
small clustars of defoliated trees.

Newly hatched Tussock moths are gray
or brown and measure only about one-
eighth inch in length, Mature caterpillars
are marked with four distinctive reddish-
brown tufts of halr along their backs.

Behind the tufts is & bright spot, usually
red or yellow, and the caterpillar has two
ghack head tufts which are similar to

Dona Ana county.

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“Topo’ maps avdzable

Tenmore regional maps depicting about
§0,000 square kilometers (20,000 square
miles) of New Mexico have been published
by the United States Geological Survey
(USGS), the nation's principal civilian
mapping agency, as part of a new series of
intermediate-scale topographic maps.

The 10 new maps.use metric units of
measurement (meters and kilometers) for
contour line intervals, elevations and
distances, and were published at a scale of
1:100,000 (1 centimeter represents 1
kllometer, or 1 inch represents 1.6 miles).

John D, McLaurin, chlef of the Survey's
Rocky Mountain Mapping Center in
Denver, Colorado, said the new series fills
a need for maps In an intermediate scale
between the conventlonal 1:24,000 scale
and the metric 1:25,000 scale maps
published by the USGS, and the 1:250,000
scale map series of the USGS.

The scale and metric contours of the new
maps are part of a long range plan by the
Survey to gradually convert Iits
topographic, geo'loél , water resources
and other programs-to the metric system
g'lcresponse to the 19?5 Metric Conversion

t. .

“The 10 new ‘metric maps are the

Alamogordo, Belen, Crow Flats, Fort
Sumner, Magdalena, Roswell, Salt Creek,
San Mateo Mountains, Socorro, and Truth
or Consequences quadrangles. Each map
depicts about 5,000 square kilometers

(1,950 square miles) of New Mexico.

The USGS earlier published 11 other
metric maps of the Abiquiu, Acomo
Pueblo, Albugquerque, Chaco Canyon,
Chaco Mesa, Clovis, Grants, Jal, Los
Alamos, Tatum and The Caprock
quadrangles in New Mexico.

Although contour intervals and
elevations on the metric maps are shown
In meters, the bar scales (those segmented
lines in map marging used to measure
distances on mape) show feet and miles as
well as meters and kilometers. Also, the
New Mexico plane coordinate grid is
:hown by border ticks at intervals of 25,000

eet

The new maps include other new
elements, such as the use of feature
deparation rather than the traditional
color separation of mapped information.
In feature separation, the infermation
elements of the maps, such as roads and
water features, are subdlvided into
clazses, and separate master drawings are
prepared for each map feature
classlfication. This enables people who
want to prepare maps to meet thelr special
needs to purchase coples of reproducibles
contalnlng only those map elements
regym uired for their custom mapping.

Intermediate scale maps are useful t;uols
for federal agencies that classify and lease
public lands and inventory natural
resources. The new series also is expected
to be used in land and resource planning
and regional studies by state and local
governments, as well as by private in-
dustry and the public in general.

Each of the new maps covers an area
extending one degree longitude (east-
west) and a half degree, or 30 minutes,
latitude (north-south). The 10 maps and
the areas they cover are:

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Help Wanted: New Mexico State

‘University’s (NMSU) Department . of

Fishery and Wildlife Sciences is looking
for bass anglers to help with bass research
at Elephant Butte Reservoir.

Funded by the New Mexico Department
of Game and Fish, pay ranges from §1 to
$25 per tagged bass,

Paul R, Turner, NMSU fishery sclentist
explained how bass anglers can help with
this research. *When an angler catches a

- fish tagged with a small yellow iden-

tification Plate. he records -the fish's
length, wéight, date and location of cat-
ch,” Turner said,

The angler then mails the tag and in-
formation to the address stamped on the
tag. In return, he will receive a $1 to $25
reward based on a randomized schedule.

The bass study holds more reward for
the anglers than money, according to
Turner. “This information may help them
eventually catch more and larger bass,”
he sald. The study is designed to determine
stocking and spawning success,
reproductive cycles, young-of-the-year
survival, food habits, population numbers,
age structures and growth and harvest

* rates,

“Last year more than 500 bass were
tagged at Elephant Butte, Of those, more
than 100 have been caught and their tags

T ei?utotgs’" pf-fni’:lr?l by using

agg done y us
electroﬂah!ng. The electric current ap-
plled to the water does not harm the f.lah
but slmply stuns them long enotigh to be
caught and tagged, Turner sald.

About 39 percent of the bass tagging last
year was done on largemouth bass caught
at bass club tournaments, “Tournament
anglers have taken a great interest In our
tagging program and know how to

properly handle and measure the bass,”

Turner said.

Most largemouth basa caught during
tournaments are welghed, measured, and
tagged. Also, a scale sample is removed to
determine age and growth rate. The baas
Isthen released so it can be caught agaln.

By doing this, bass club members
provided wvaluable Information without
depleting the number of bass in the lake,
“Several bass anglers kept thorough

records on all bass they caught last year, s

including data on sex and food habity.

These catch records are extrememly

helpful to us,” Turner gaid,
Now into its second year, the bass study

" has shown encouraging results, ‘'In 1979,

we found that largemouth bass in Elephant
Butte were not being over-harvested and
so there is no immediate need for a

- minimum size limit on these bass,” he

said,

Turner attributes the increased abun-
dance of game fish (especially white bass)
to the lake's high water level during the
past year and a half. He said that as the
1ake's area increases, the fish have more
room (o grow.

Also, shoreline ‘fishing holes” disap-
pear when the high water changes the
lake's characteristics. **This makes some
species of fish harder to find,” he said.

The first-year survival rate also was -
good for largemouth bass in the last two
years. Comparisons between the number
of stocked largemouth bass and the
number of bass spawned naturally in the
lake were made last year, Turner said
they were able to spot the stocked bass
because they had been marked with
fluorescent pigments when they were
stocked. :

Because of the apawning success, good
over-winter survival of young bass in
recent years and the excellent spawning
conditions this year, the stocking rate for
largemouth bass was reduced for
Elephant Butte Reservoir in 1880,

However, the New Mexico Department
of Game and Fish did stock substential
numbers of smallmouth bass and striped
bass this year.

In addition, the high water level this
year should result in excellent spawning
and survival conditlons for most other fish
specles. Turner sid the bass study will be
continued so the relative effect of different
water levels on the flsh population In
Elephant Butte Reservoir can be
evaluated.
