For the second year in a row, Edward

Barker, a potter from Wellington, Kansas,

' was named “Best of Show” artist at the
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iy Ruidoso Art Festival, a three day event

which closed Sunday evening.

Barker, who shared top honors last year
with his wife Donna Dudley Barker, a
sculptor, earned the award this year for
his stoneware poltery which has appeared
in Ruldozo the last three years.

Barker said this year's show was “‘about
the same quality” as previous years, but

sales in his booth were down from 1970, He .

sald this is one of the few shows he does
“this time of year” and tagged it ‘“‘one of
the best art shows...for a small show,”
adding “I probably wouldn'tdoa show thls

time of year If | didn't come to Ruidoso.”

The Barkers' sole income I3 what they
take at shows, which number about 18 a
year. Thelr work is accepted in shows as
far south as Arkansas and in Houston and
Dallas, Texas, Kansas City, Missouri, and
other western areas.

I have no
complaints about the publicity—traffic has
been good. I can see it getting better every
year,” Barker sald. :

Asfar asthe treatment of exhibitors, she
added, “There's no group nicer to the
artists,” and praised the “general
graciousness” of the publi¢ arid organizers
who arranged get togethers for them.

Alamitos Feature waved his nose in
front on the last jump and out pointed
heavily favored Streakin Six in Sunday's
12th running of the World’s Championship
Quarter Horse Classic at Ruldoso Downs.

Alamitos Feature went off ag a 8-1 shot
in the 440 yard struggle which packed a
gross purse of $146,004, It was the richest
edition in the history of the Classic. First
place was worth $73,047,

Streakin Six, a brightly shining star in
the 1979 two-year-old ranks, continued to
be dogged by misfortune, With the Classic
victory barely slipping out of his hands,
the colt continues looking for his firat
stakes triumph of 1880,

Third place in the Classic went to Chicka
Charger Bar, a 41 pick. The distance

They thought the festival had a good
repregentative “mix"” of art and craft
work, but felt the prices were just “a little
higher than we expected." Desplte that
one drawback, they agreed the festival
was “really good,” Including the edible
goodies provided at the concession stand.

Locals Don and Linda Swalander and
family called the festival “great,” and
agréed the quality was greater thanin past
years. They purchased a scratchboard
picture, an enamiel pin, rubber stamps and
a decorative mirrow.

“A lot of times, we'll have better shows
financially, but the people are not as
friendly,” she added.

That sentiment was echoed by Fred and
Rose Knapp, puppet makers, who also sald
the organizers try ‘‘very hard,” to make
things comfortable for the artists. They,
too, were appreclative of the coffees and
parties which were sponsored by local
business people.

“The activities fo bring the craftspeople
together,” was also mentioned by John
Boland, who crafts jewelry from nails,
“The organlzers provided a real warm and
friendly atmosphere for the craftspeople,”
he added.

Alamitos Feature was ridden by Jerry
Burgess out of the No. 10 post. The
unaltered five-year-old son of Alamites
Bar is owned by David St. Clair of Wichita
Falls, Texas. The winning time of 22
seconds flat on a fast track — but under
gloomy skies and lightly falling rain —
established a seasonal record by a slim
two one-hundredths of a second.

The Classic victory, the biggest in
Alamitos Feature's career, marked quite
a turnabout in his fortunes, Earlier this
year, he unsuccessfully tried $26,000
claiming company at Los Alamitos on the
West Coat. Two summers ago, he won at
Ruldeso with a $20,000 price on his head.

Alamitos Feature came out of the
Classic with a three race win streak and
1980 earnings of $84,680,

The Classic was something of a see-saw
struggle with Streakin Six breaking tardily
and winding up in third place in the early
going. After about 100 yards, the three-
year-old colt tried to come on, but could
barely find elbow room. For a while, his
cause looked like & hopeless one,

As Streakin Six was taking his lumps,
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My Old Gal Nancy — a 19-1 lopgshot —

took up a threatening position at the front -

of the pacek. Alamitos Feature wa3 on the
far outside, about a half length out of it but
firing on all burners.

In the final 50 yards, Streakin Six
squeezed through a sliver of daylight and
forcefully bullied his way in front, For a
few strides near the wire, be appeared to
have the lead. But the calt’s chances went
up in smoke as Alamitos Feature soared in
front on the last jump.

The winning margin was about two to
three inches.

In fact, it was aimaost 20 years ago
that the non-refiilable beverage containers
began ta find their way o store shalves,
Even zo, only about five percetit of all soft
drinks and 50 pereent of all beer was being
sold then In the “new” non.reflilable
conlainers.

Oh, but how tUmes have changed. Now,
more than B percent of all beer and about
70 percenl of ]! soft drinks consumed in
the United Stales ls sold In throwaways,
Furthermore, the Depariment of Come
merce has estimated over 90 billion thro-
waway cany and hottles will be used in this
cozntry this year, and five biflion of these
will be littered.

In 1975, the Envircimental Protection
Agency estimated beer and soft drink
conlalners comprized 20-30 percent of all
litter by piece count. So, you can see that

Rangeland burn held at Carlsbad

About 2,000 acres of pinon-juniper-desert
shrub rangeland, heavily infeated with
lechugllla, aotol, and one-seed juniper was
recently control-burned on the Guedalupe
District of the Lincoln Natlonal Forest,
near Carlabed.

Gradual increases In avallability and
production of forage from palatable grass
and wildlife specles, and Improved surface
water Inflitration, are expected ns a result
of the burn,

After waltlng two years for Ideal
weather conditions, District fire and range
perzannel spent four days burning the
acresge located south-soulheast of the

Sitting Bult Falls Reereation Area. Much .

of the rangeland for burning was
B0 Infested with shrubby juniper and

lechugilla, a spiny desert succulent, that it
was lmpassable to livestock and wildiife,

District Ranger Tom Davls explalned
that a succeasful burn would be removal of
a minlmum of 70 per cent of the un-
desirable vegetation. Following the fire,
Davis gald the efficlency of the burn “was
better than we had ever expected” with
estimates of up te 90 per cent kill on the
lechugilla,

Eliminatlon of junlper, lechugilla, and
other undesirable shrubs on the 2,000 acres
wilk hopefully more faverable grass
specles to become established, Desirable
browse specles for wildlife will become
henlthier amxl more surface water will
become available to the grass and browse
planis. Davis sald norrproductive plants
use more watar for the amount of forage

produced than do more productive species
of grass and browse, Recent raing in the
area since the fire should give some in-
dication of the effectiveness of Improving
health of grass and browse plants,

Donald E. Cunico, Range and Wildllfe
Staff Officer on the Lincoln, sald studies
were initinted befare the fire to monitor
changes in forage production of the more
favored grass and hrowse specles, and will
continue for several years.
