Ruidoso road woes aired

Ruidoso's heavy traffic situation will be
evaluated and discussed as the result of a
special District II Highway meeting
Friday at the Lincoln County Courthouse
in Carrizozo.

The meeting consisted of a board of
district and state highway officials while
audience members included State Senstor
Charlie Lee, State Representative John
Bighee and Lincoln County Manager
Truman A. “Bill” Billingsley.

The intent of the meeting was to inform
residents of Lincoln County (which lies in
District II) of all current road construction
and maintenance projects in the county.

However, during a projects report from
Joe Ruiz, District IT construction engineer,
no mention was made of constructing an
alternate route to bypass Ruidoso's main
business district. \

“I was under thd impression that this
was in the planning,” Bigbee said.

*'There is nothing in our planning as of
today; at least, not at the district-level,”
said Worth Smelser, District II highway
engineer. .

Lincoln County Commissioner John
Hightower said he had heard that the high-
way department required a 150 foot right-
of-way on the proposed alternate route and
that was causing a stumbling block.

“There is a critical traffic situation in
Ruidoso. Something must be done
regardless if it’s in the five-year plan or
not,” Bighee said.

“We're way above our heads and we
need the highway department’s help. We
need to look at Ruidoso as a whole and see
what we can do,” said Frank Potter,
Ruidosp's assistant village manager.

“‘We need to look real quick, then,” said
A. W. Gonzales, chief of the Planning
Bureau in Santa Fe. He suggested ex-
pediency so Ruidoso may acquire funds

through either a cooperative plan or by

using a cost-share plan with the state

government. In such a situation, Ruidoso
would need fo supply 26 percent of the
funding while the state supplies the
remaining 75 percent.

One suggestion was that Lincoln County
take over the maintenance of Fort Stanton
Road (Highway 214) in exchange for the
state developing Gavilan Canyon Road as
the alternate route through Ruidoso.

A meeting was set up for November 4 at
10 a.m., at Ruidoso Village Hall to discuss
Ruidoso’s highway sitouation. Represen-
tatives from both the state and district will
be on hand for the meeting. One project
they plan to undertake is an update of a
traffic study conducted in Ruidoso in 1976
to show thesqficreased traffic flow.

D. Douglas Ditto, District I main-
tenance engineer, reported on projects
planned for the county for the 1981-82 fiscal
year. He estimated the state will spend
$573,432 on 419 tiles of road, utiliztng 17
permanent full time ermnployees, on routine
maintenance in Lincoln County, These
activities include hand patching,
reshaping shoulders, spot sealing, right-of-
way, mowing, litter pickup, snow plowing
and sanding and slating.

In Gonzales' report, he explained the
Planning Bureau in Santa Fe must use a
process of priorities in allocating Funds for
recad projects and maintenance. The
process is divided into four categories. The
first is condition of the road; then the use
of the road, based on average daily traffic;
third, safety of the road, according to
accident rate per miles; and finally a
category including such things as motor

vehicle regulations, unemployment rates

and service to major centers.

“We put this informaticn into a formula
and run it on a computer,’” Gonzales said,
However, he emphasized that this is a
guide they use in preparing a program and
can be flexible.

In breaking down highway funding,
Gonzales said the state tries to fund at
least one construction program a year in
each district, so each district gets some of
the money. )

Several programs are available to
counties, cities and villages in obtaining
funds for road work. However, Gonzales
said there are already 278 projects waiting
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to be funded and the department is still in
the process of preparing a program.
*'They won’t all fit,”” he said. That is where
the priority system is used.

Friday's meeting, the first of its kind, is
tentatively set to be an annual event, as an
information source to the public so they
may find out what road projects are taking
place in the county. .

Christian School enrollment 63

The Ruidoso Christian School, in its first
semester of existence, boasts an
enrollment of 63, has its own school board
and is developing plans for expansion.

The school, based at the First Baptist
Church in Ruidoso Downs, serves grades
kindergarten through high school, ac-
cording to Jerry Mauldin, school ad-
ministrator and associate pastor of the
church.

Currently, classes are divided into
kindergarten, taught by Shaula Cull; first
threugh third grades under Joan Huse and
fourth through sixth grades by Nadyne
Gartmer. The high school programs are
under the instruction of Tim Wadley, Jana
Woolley, Paul Tapp and Mauldin.

“People from the community come in
and teach some special classes, such as
CPR,"” Mauldin said. Although some of the
classes are combined, each class has its
own breakdown level.

““They are still teacher-centered

classrooms,” Mauldin said.

*This school is three years in the
making,”” Mauldin said. With an
enrollment of 63 and plans for five more
students to transfer into the system,
Mauldin said the school board has voted to

not aceept any more students until the

second semester.

“We just don’t have the room right
now,” Mauldin said. Currently classes
meet in various rooms within the church
complex. “We are going to build a two
room portable classroom building and an
additional room by January,” Mauldin
said.

Although the ‘school is not accredited
with the state, Mauldin said he personally
has contacted colleges and verified that a
student graduating from the Christian
School would be admitted by following the
same testing and admissions procedures
any entering freshman uhdergoes.

“QOur schools part of the ministry of the

church,’* Mauldin said. “It's another
branch, just as is Sunday School or Bible
study.” :

The program of study at the Christian
School includes basic mathematics,
history and English. Wednesday afternoon
is devoted to chapel service and an
assemnbly is scheduled@ Monday mornings
to get the week started.

For the high school, most of Wednesday
afternoon is time open for physical
education. Softball, swimming and skiing
are just some of the activities planned for
the students. ‘‘None of them are forced to
take part in this, however,” Mauldin said.

Although the school doesn’t have an
extensive sports program, such as football
and basketball, those activities are ali
included in future plans according to
Mauldin.

COMPARABLE WORTH

A federal study shows that on the

average women in the labor force are
‘earning 40 percent Jess than men.
Inasmuch as the same disparity has
existed for the last 20 years, this suggests
that women are not making much progress
in their demand for equal pay for equal
work.
But the study conducted for the Equal
Employment Opportunity Commigsion
(EEOC) =alzo points out that sex
discrimination by employers is not the
only reason for the disparity. The law now
requires that men and women doing the
game job be paid the same wages, but antl-
discrimination laws have not dealt with
the fact that jobs in fields dominated by
women traditionally pay less than jobs in
fields dominated by men.

It is patently unfair to pay a meale
stenographer more than an aqually gkilled
female stenographer simply because of his
sex. But is #t discriminetory to pay
stenographers less than, say, construction
workers? Stenographers may argue that it
is, but the EEOQOC study points out that no
one has come up with an acceptable for-
mula to determine the ‘‘compsarable
warth” of work performed by persens in
jobs which are not alike.

The equal rights movement is en-
couraging women to chooge careers in
fields traditionally dominated by men, and
they have the law on thelr slde in opening
doors to employment and promotion op-
‘portunities that once might have been
‘closed. This nibbles away at disparities in
the incomes of women and men, but a
dramatic change in the wage statistics
may have to wait a resolution of the
problem of celculsting ‘comparable
waorth.” — News-Bulletin, Belen

THE FALL HARVEST has been collected in this field in the Ruidoso area.

Irrigated acreage in New-Mexlco in-
creased 5.5 percent in the last five years
according to a report showing the sources
of water used for irrigation. The report
algo details the kinds of crops grown on the
state’s irrigated and dry cropland

In 1980, groundwaler was used to
irrigata about 60 percent of total irrigated
acreage. Surface water was nsed to
irrigate 28 percent, with both goundwater
and surface water used to Irrigate the
remaining 12 percent.

The report is 8 cooperative efforl of
several state and federal egencles In-
cluding New Mexico State University, Noew
Mexico State Englneer Office, United
States Department of Agricuiture and New
Mextco Department of Agriculture.

Between 1975 and 1960, irrigated acreage
increased from 1,348,089 to 1,436,120, The
gix-year trend shows the largest incrense

occuring from 1975 to 1877, with acreage

‘dropping sharply in 1978 and rebounding in

1979 and 1980, according to Dr. Robert
Lansford, the agricultural economist
heading the study. :

“The changes mainly resulted from
adjustments in federal farm programs and
changes in the national economy,” said
Lansford.

Most counties increased acreage over
the gix years. Those with the greatest
increases were SanJuan, Roosevelt, Santa
Fe, and Unlon counties,

The inerease in San Juan County can be
attributed to the development of the
100,000-acre Navajo Irrigation Project.
During 1976, the project brought the Eirst
8,200 acres under hrrigation. Since then,
the project has irrigated 29,200 acres
more. Most of the acrey were former
rangeland,

Counties showing the greatest decrease
in total acres irrigated were Colfax, Eddy,
Harding, Hildago, Luna, Quay nad
Valencia.

Although New Mexico's newest county,
Cibola, did not offlcinlly exist in 1830, the
area was included in the survey. It
recorded 3,610 lrrigated acres.

Cn o six-year average, Irrigated crops
that accounted for the largest share of
cropped acreage were alfnlfa at 265,100
ecres, sorghum for grain, 137,700 acres,
corn, 112400 acres and upland cotton,
109,900 acres.

Crops Increasing 5,000 or more acres
during that perisd were alfalfa, corn,
whest, barley, other small grains, upland
coltén, chile, orchards and vineyands,
These cropa accounted for 102,600 acres
more in 1980 than in 1975,

Crops that decreased more than 5,000
acres were aorghnm, Pima cotton and
other field erops. These Recounted for
81,850 neres less in 1980 then 1875,

During that same period, total dryland
acreage in the state decreased from
1,119,550 acres to 1,092,950 acres, or two
parcent.

The decresse was due mainly to ex-
pansfon In irrigated acreage in Curry and
Union countes. “In these connties,™ said
Lansford, ‘*wells are being drilled on dry
farmland and, if successful, are used to
irrigate the acreage.”

In Raosevelt County, some grazing lands
were. plowed and seeded for dry-crop
production in fthe 1877 to 1980 period,
primarily for sorghwm and wheat. Thase
two crops accounted for about 91 percent
of the crops produced on dryland in 19880,
Hay crops, pasture and other amall grains
accounted for 9 perceni in 1973 but
decrensed to five percent by 1580,

Q. 1Is it trus that it’s easier to finance a
mabile home than in the past?

A. Yes. Manufactured housing, as it Is
referred to now, has becomea more ke a
conventional home than a wvehicle, It is
becomning more attractive to first-time
buyers, and financial institutions are more
willing to flnance it as a conventional
home,

In addition, the Federal National
Mortgege Association has reversed its
policy and will buy mortgages on
manufactured housing, However, laws ina
few states may still prevent manufactured
housing from being treated 2s cor-
ventional housing for loan purposes.

Property tax bills
to reflect lower rate

Pro rty tax bills which will be due
Novemberﬁ 1981, will reflect both the rate

reduction authorlzed by the 1981.

legislature and the mandated separation
of property Into residential and
nonreaidential categories, according to
Fred Munlz, secretary of the Taxation and
Revenus Deparhnent

"“The most notable change is the
reductipn in the achool tax rate,” Munie
said. "Itdrupped!rumﬂ%‘émlllstd half a
mill for residentinl property. This tran-
glates ipto a cut of $84.25 for every $10,000
of - taxable value.” The rate for
nonrealdential property dropped from
8.926 mills to four mills, which will result
in a tax bilt $48,25 Jower for every $16,000 of
taxahble vaiue.

County assessars will deterrnine how
““properties are to be classitied and Indicate
the classification on tha tax bill
Residential property will include houses,
apartments and mohile homes used for
human habltation. Vacant lots, regardless
of location, will be classilied as
nonresidential property.

Because of the greater tax rellef offered
to ownera of residential property, Muniz
advised taxpayers to check ithe

classffication assigned to their property.
Those who disagree with the assigned
classification have until December &, 1981,
to flle. protests with thelr county
treasurers.

County treasurers will accept
statements of a property’s classitication
from protesters and, on the basis of that

-affidavit, will izsue adivsted tax bills. The

adjystment 18 subject te review by the
county assessor and, and If taxpayer and
assessor still disagree, Lo final review by
the County Valuation Protests Board, This
procedure is new for 1981 and ia applicable
only for this year.

In 1982 taxpayers will he msplmslhla for
reporting the classification of their
property to the county assessor. Property
not reported as residential will be
presurned to be nonresidential and will be
taxed at the higher rate.

Classification documents will be mailed
in Jannary of 1932 (i some cases aspart of .
the notice of value), Taxpayers will have
until February 28, 1902, to file this
document for residential properties. Once
a classification document is filed, (t will
not be necessary to report classification in
subsequent tax years.

Interest-free loans still

available to vanpool groups

The state Highway Department stlll has
$100,000 available to assist vanpoo! groups
wanting to purchase commuter vans,

‘aceording to Jullan Roybal of the agency’s

planning bureau. The money is the
remalnder of a $200,000 grant announced in
Febroary.

Federal guidelines for the program
allow qualified nan-profit commuter
groups to bhorrow 02 percent of vehicle
actjuisltion costs. The moeney comes from
the state’s Federal Aid Primary funds and
provide a source of interest-free loans far
van purchase.

More than 40 vans have been hased
by commuter groups throughout the state

since the Highway Commisslon frst ear-
marked funds for the program in 1877,
Royhal said.

Congidering the rising price of motor
fuel, vanpooling has becoms an atiractive
lranspuratiun alternativa. The Highway
Pepartment has the money available and

wants to asgist local groups in starting or

expanding a vanpool program, he zaid.

MDBI airlines overbook fiights to avoid
empty seats created by passengers who
don’t show up. As a result, when
everybody with reservatlona shows up,

there aren't going to he enmugh mts 1o go

aromnd,
iMaturally, in this situation, one or more

paasengers won't get to go on that flight.

“The process g called being bumped.

~The Civil Aeronautics Board (CAB) has
changed the rules to encourage people who
aren't in 4 hurry to give up ieir seats
‘voluntarily in exchange for money antd &
later flight.

Passengers who are bumped against
their will are, with only a few exceptions,
.entitlted to compensation, according to
Jackie Martin, Extension family finance
speciallst for New Mexice Stat.e Univer-
sity.

Rules now refuire airlines to seek out
people wha are willing to give up their
seats- for some compensation before
bumping anyane involuntarily.

CAB rules don't say how much the
airline has to pay a persan who volunteers
tc give up their seat, so airlines will
negotiate with passengérs to find a
mutually agreeable price.

Airlines also give their employees
guidelines for passenger ments, and
the employees will usually sulect the
volunteer who offera to sell back their
ticket for the lowest price.

Defote volinteering to be bumped from
a flight, there are some guestions that
should be answered, Martin said,

First, what'a the next flight where the
airline can confirm a seat? The alternate
flight might be acceptable to the person
who i3 willing to be bumped; however, if
the airling offers a waiting list reservatlon
or standby on another flight that's alveady
bocked [full, the volunteer could Eind
hirngelf stranded,

The velunteer should also find out §f the
airline offers other amenitles puch as free
meals, hotel rooms, telegrams or
telephone calls, and cab fate. If not, the
passenger who agrees to be bumped might
find themselves spending any money they
are paid for food or lodging while they wait
for another flight.

Airlines are uired to pive any

passenger who is bumpasd against his will &
written statemerit explaining how the
airline decided who gets on an oversold
flight and whe doesn’t.
. Pasgengers who don’t get to fly are
almost always entitled 1o on-the-spot
payment, called denfed boarding com-
pensation. The amount depends on the
price of the passenger’a original ticket and
the tength of the delay.

The alrline must pay anyoune bumped
involuntarily the amount of the fare to
their destination, with a $37.50 mmlmum
and a $200 maximum,

In addition, the person who has been
tumped gets to keap their original ticket.
They can use I¢ on another flight or turn it
in for a refund

If the airline can't arrange another ﬂlght
that will reach the bumped paszenger’s
destination within two hours of the original
flight (faur hours on international [lights)
the tion amount i doubled.

The denied hoarding cmnpmatlan is
payment of the poassenger’'s in-
convenience, Like all rules, however,
there are some exceptions.

To qualify for compensation, the
passenger haa to have confirmed reser-
vations @nd must meet the alrline’s
deadlines for buying the ticket and
boarding the nirplane.

Muat airlineg require passengers to boy
tickets a cerfain amount of thme before &
flight leaves, and be In the assigned
boarding area 10 minutes (sometimes
more} before the scheduled departure.
Passengers who don't meet these
deadlines, even with conflrmed reser-
vations, may lose thelr repservation and
their right to compansation.

And there's one situatlon where the
bumped passenger can’t win, If the airline
substiutes a smaller airplane for the one
originally scheduled on a fight, the alrline
doesn't have to pay people who are
bumped a8 a result.

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“Cosmos"’ explores Mars

On a2 space journey of half a billion kilometers, “Cosmos”
will travel to Mars by way of telescopes, scrence fiction, and
automalted spacecraft on Tuesday, October 27 on PBS. (Check
local listings for time in your area.)

“Blues for 3 Red Planet,” the fifth of the thirteen “Cosmos”
episodes, will restage the moment when human spacecratft first
landed on Mars, whose reddish surface, polar ice caps, and
seasonally-changing surface features have fascinated astron-
omers and have insptred speculation atout life on Mars for
more than a century.

"Mars is a world of wonders,” says “Cosmos" host Dr. Carl
Sagan, the distinguished Cornell University astronomer and
Pulitzer Prize winning author. "In our time, we have sifted the
sands of Mars, we have established a presence there, we have
fulfilled a century of dreams.”

“Blues for a Red Planet” begins with a thrilling recreation of
the opening scenes from H.G. Wells' War of the Worlds, written
in 1897, the story of a Martian invasion on an unsuspecting
Earth. Wells' novel had been inspired by the observations of
Mars made by Percival Lowell, a wealthy Bostonian who built
his own observatory near Flagstaff, Arizona, to study the red
planet and the civilization he thought existed upon it.

In Lowell’s observatory, Dr. Sagan recounts Lowell's belief
that he cauld see a globe-girdling network of Martian "canals,”
which Lowel! thought tha Martians had built to carry water from
the polar caps to the equatorial regions. Lowell thought the Mar-
tian civiization was an ancient, dying one; "Cosmos” recrestes
the ruined cities of Mars which Lowell imagined.

Dr. Sagan ieads viewers on a breathtaking fly-by of the
Mars thal modern telescopes and spacecrafl have revealed—a
cold, red world, with 2 pink sky made of carbon dioxide, where
planet-wide dust storms blow at more than 300 kilometers per
hour, with volcanoes higher than Mount Everest and a rift valley
twenty times farger than the Grand Canyon, where sinuous
channels seem to have been made by running water, despite
that fact that no liquid waler can exist on Mars today.,

"Cosmios” recreates the historic Viking spacecraft landing
on Mars. Dr. Sagan shaws a vehicte for future exploration that is
capabie of traveling over the surface to examine the likeliest
sites for life. Viking found no canals on Mars, no artifacts nor in-
