-States does, students are told. South Africa
jmposes a 10-year prison term, and in
Eulgaria and E] Salvador, offenders have
been executed! .

Students also see movies and participate
in what Streeter called “simulation
games.”” In these games, students play the
roles of judges and juries in DWI cases.

““They come up with some pretty good
ideas,” said Sireeter, He noted that the
students generally judge the intaglnary of-
fenders harshly.

Among measures suggested by students
to combat the problem of drunk drivers,
Streater listed greater responsibility on
the part of establishments which serve li-
quor; stricter enforcement of the Jaws

- against DWI; and restitution to the victims

of accidents caused by drinking drivers.
The DWI school program includes.infor-
mation on the effects of aleohol on the
body. This is partly to let students know
how much they can drink over what period
of time without their bleod alcohal eontent
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oing over .10 percent—-the level at wlnch
y are legally drunk. -
According .to Rlordan, ‘studles have
shown that about half of the pergons who
attend DWI school have a serious drinking

problem. Thus the school gets inte the 1

areas of alcoholism and aleohdl as an ad- -
dictive drug.

ComFIRE contempla ting
fire awareness program

Several ideas for crealing i'ire danger
awareness in the area were discussed at
Thursday's Committee for the Improve-
ment of Ruidoso’s Enviromment (Coln-
TIRE) meeling: -

Village Fire Prevention Officer, Ollie
Cuddy, was on hand to offer some sugges-
tions. Currently, Cuddy Is working on ac-
quiring books for the schools to aid in
teaching students about fire salety. Each
book creates a complete curriculum with
lesson plans for the classes. Four different
books supply the informalion for grades
kindergarten through eighth. .

Steve Makowski, fire manigement of-
ficer wilh the United States Forest Service
approved of the projecl. “We push lhe
Smokey Bear J)rograrn but after the third
or fourth grade, you're just spinning your
wheels.™”

Cuddy also suggested a fire packet of in-
formation regarding hazards, safety and
ways to aveid fires, be put togelher and
made available at the Chamber of Com-
merce and with realtors or abstract of-
fices, for visitors and for those people buy-
ing or building homes in the area,

Herb Brunell, ComFIRE chairman,
pointed oul the cost of the project could be
expensive, especially if the material has to

be translaled into Spanish. 1 like the idea
of direct contacl through the abstract of-
fice, though,” Brunell said,

l"uddy ihen reported that 100 signs the ci-
ty has ordered to be placed on village
dumpsters will be ready 1o be put up
sometime this week. The signs, 12 x 24 in-
ches, are white with red lettering, which
warns people dumping trash not to dump
live coals or building malerials.

1981 would have been duller year

- Those field mice infeeted with bubonic
plague that threatened President Reagan
on his California ranch and the stranded
shark that pot roped by Vice President
Bush on a Maine beach were not the only
wild ereatures that made enws in 1981,

An assortment of animals that Noah
would be proud of crept into headlines
around the world by causing trouble for
sorme humans, helping others, and by just
struggling fo survive--sometimes unsuc-
cessfully—in a world dominated by
humans, the National Wildlife Federation
{(NFW) found in its annual survey of
animal antics during the past year.

Maedflies on the West Coast, gypsy moths
in the Bast, a duck with an arrow through
her breast, a baboon that turned in a false
fire alarm, and & deadly snake that pulled
duty as a night watchman were among
non-human newsmakers.

Donna the Duck was the victim, and then
heroine, of one of the most bizarre wildlife
stories. The tiny mallard became a na-
tional celebrity when she appeared at a
Las Vegas, Nevada, eountry club with an
arrow through her bréast. After two weeks
of trying, veterinarians finally caught her,
removed the arrow, and released her. At
last report Donna was continuing her
charmed life on a pond in the middle of the
club's golf course, -

Nipper, a ferret, made news—and fer-
reted out some news—by lending a hand,
or paw, to the British Broadcasting Cor-
poration. The tiny weasel-like creature
pulled TV cables through a twisted
underground duct connecting Buckingham

Palace to commentators outside and thus-

enabled BBC to broadcast to the the éntitre
planet a part of the cornmotion surounding
the wedding of Prince-Charles and Lady
Diana,

Not all animals were so helpful, the
NWF survey found. Alexis, a baboon,
brought six fire trucks racing to the scena
when she grabbed the lever on a fire alarm
box next to her quarters in a Baltimore
research lab, Trouble is, there was no fire.
Jonathan, a horse in Del Mar, California,
turned in twe false alarms before his
owner stopped the horging around by fenc-
ing off an alarm box. _

All kinds of critters tangled with elec-
tricity. An owl knocked out a system
in Klamath Falls, Oregon, when it landed
on a hot line with a snake in its beak.

His
customer turned out to be a federal agent
who had videotaped the ‘'spakescamn’’
transaction, Other reptiles illegalty traded

Urnithologist Jared
Diamond first heard a birdcall that seund-
ed like “‘someone shoveling gravel.” then
spied a bird thal more than a dozen expedi-
tions had failed to find since the lurn of the
century—a yellow-fronted gardener
bowerbird, .

Courting a female perched nearby. the

Crop systems should be planned far
enough ahead to get the greatest henelits
from \crop rotation. Match agricultural
enterprises with land characteristies and
capabilities for the highest net earnings
from the land while maintaining the best
conservation practices. '

Howaever, all plans should be kept flexi-
ble so the farmer or rancher can take ad-
vantage of price changes that affect his
operation, Libbin said.

Effective labor management is another
item Lhat should be high on a priority list,
Labor requirements should be analyzed
months ahead, where possible, and work
should be scheduled so the mast labor-
intensive work on different enterprises
doesn't fall at the same time.

Labor saving equipment should be
bought whenever it is economically sound.

Fire prevention precautions needed in mobile homes

Extra precautions to guard against fires .
are needed by people who live in mobile
homes, About 25,000 mobile home fires
take place each year and they chuse about
500 deaths, 1,000 injuries and $100 million
in property lgss,

Fire related deaths in mobile homes oc-
cur at twice the rate of fire-deaths in tradi-
tional houses, according to JoAmn Less,
Extensioh housing speclalist for New Mex-
ico State-University,

Victims in mobile home fires are more
likely to.be Lrapped by the fire than vic-
tims in . other house fires, and young
children from one to four years old aceount
[or morg than one-fourth of the deaths in
mobije home fires, Lass sald.

The usual precautions against home
fires apply Lo mobile homes, but there aré
some exira ‘precautions thalsmay save
lives in the event of a fire.

Il a mobile home does not have smoke
and fire detectors, now requiredin all new
mobile homes, buy at least two and install
them according to the manufacturer's in-
slructions. Test detectors at least once a
rthonth, <

QUESTION—I have followed your col-
umn for several years and have noted that!
- you still use a recurve bow for hunting,
rather than the newer compound bow, 1
remember you saying the basic reason
was because the recurve looked more like
a bow should than did the compound. 1also
remember you indicating recently that
.your resistance to the compound was
weakening. :
I was wondering if you had given in to
the change yet, and if so, how you like the
change? Roy T., Oregon

ANSWER—Yes, I have yeilded, But my
old recurve is still on the rack, ready togo.
This is the first year I have hunted with &
compound bow. I'm favorably impressed
with some of its attributes, and somewhat
critical of other leatures.

The compound bow has some jmportant

_ factors that make it worthwhile. A person
‘can pull and hold a pdhfpound bow at full
draw considerably ‘éasier than an equal
draw weight recurve bow, This means a
bow of more power (heavier welght)
can be used, which results in flatter arrow
flight and increased accuracy. These vir-
tues are very important to the
bowhunter.

There are also some features that are

~ legs than desirable. First, the compounds

‘are not prefty, They will niever be &y
aesthetic as the sleek recurves. But more
important, they are bulky and heavy.
Much more go than the recurves. This
means they are more difficult to carry and
handle after you get on a stand. This is my
biggest chjection. And I'm always a little
afraid of being found in the field someday,
hopelessly tangled in the endless maze of
bowstring.

I will admit, though, the compounds
have enough good qualities to keep me go-
ing afield with them. But I will not soon
part ;rith the old recurve that has served
go well, .
