Classical conditioning is involvert
with obedience work, such as silling,
kneoling, fetching, ele., where a certain
aclion is associated with a command, The
Schutzhund methoed is a German
philesophy of dog behavior that is used for
sport overseas, according (o Miller.

He said thal obedience work cannol he
placed on the same level as allack work.
With abedicnee training, he pointed out, a
tlog goes through n cerlain pfogram, and if
u dog does not meet the expectalions of a
irainer employing (hese olher melhods,
then (hal dog may be scrapped from the
program.

**Thal's not so in our work. We study an
amimal's behavior and instinets, and we
work wilh the motivation behind a cerlain
behavior thal we want to bring out and
then reinforce it,"” sald Miller.

. He added that every one of the dogs he
irains is trained differenlly. “*We don't
have a set program, Qur dogs are cuslom
allared 1o fit the exacl situation,™ he said.
An aggressive dog may go lhrough (he
‘training period quickly, but a shy dog can
stil] be worked on and turned into a good
attack dog, Miller noted.

Miller explained That in the Tirst phase of
Iraining, & dog's crilical zone, alerl 2one
and reaction zones are estahlished. A dog
is conditioned lo respondd aggressively (o
cerfain actions of a polentiat opponent.
Miller said that in (his fiest phase, {he
behavior that is developed is “appelitive,”™
which means thal the dog wants lo behave
in an aggressive manner snontensity and
desire are naturally develaped.

The second phase further increases the
intensity and cdesire o perform ihe
behavior. Miller noted. The dog is also
taught how to fight and win a fight, he sand,

In phase three, Miller said, the dog will
learn the liner peints of combat with
human opponents. The dog will learn to
use ils enormous speerd ddvantage, how o
defend itself from an opponent’s alfensive
weapon, to allack on command as well as
oh provocalion and to defordd an area
assigned {o it, said Mifler.

Miller staled that a dog is technically
classified as finished with training aller
phase three, but thal phase four makes a
dog more reliable. This Jasi phase is
designed lo flirther the generalization. but
gt the same {ime. to teach the animal 1o
discriminate and apply the appropriaie
responses {0 lhe appropriate stimuli.

Miller said lhat in each phase, there are
various levels which fteach the dogs
spocifie getions, He snid thal most dogs go
through six levels and thal levels above
ihat are extensions of past lraining, bul
with more complicated aclivities, such as
tracking, building searches, drug work
and jumping through windows,

lrained, we'll train it," said Milier, adding

that he evaluales dogs for [ree. Training is

usually started aftor the dog has matured,
anywhere from a year to 18 months,

The
result of his efforts was the 1902 Reclama-
tion Act, which provided homes and oppor-
tunities for farming for millions of
Americans.

But reclamation projecis became more
than just an opportunity for small larmers
to irrigate-their crops. In the 17 western
states where they exist, water stored in
these areas provided flood protection,
recreational benefits and power genera-
tion for families in nearby communities
who have never set foat on a farm, For the
states and local communities, it was a
source of income and constant
reassurance that our nation would be pro-
vided with a supply of food the year round
at a reasonable cost 1o the consumer. The
cost of these reclamation projects was a
small price to pay considering the benefits
received from them.

But even the best of laws need some
reform over the years, and this law is no
exception, espectally aflter 80 years of ex-
istence, The easy questlon regarding farm
slze and residency, which were readily

. answered in 1902, no longer work loday.

Having expressed these hopeful

thoughts, one must acknowledge that the
Equal Hights Amendment is in very
serious trouble. Even a favorable higher
court ruling would leave the situation as
outlined in the first paragraph above. If is

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What we must do is examine the inient of
the law, and make sure that the statutes
enforcing its inlent apply to today's
realities and not yeslerday's reguiations.
The 160-acre limitation is one area that
needs to be reformed in the Act. Originally
written into law to encourage the small
farmer to irrigate and raise crops, il has
now, in many ¢ases, been Lhe major reason
why a family farm goes broke. Reclama-
tion farmers such as those in New Mexico
may need more acreage to produce the in-
come that will allow our family farms to
slay in business. Since by law a family can
irrigate no more than 160 acres (a spouse
can also own 160 acres thus bringing totals
in their case to 320 acres) from the

Farmers, not only in New Mexico, but
throughout the West, can go about their
business of doing what they do besl—farm-
ing. The criteria set should be one that
takes into consideration not just some ar-
bitrary number of acres, bul real needs
based on such-measurable ilems as soil
characteristics, crop adaptability, cosls of
crop production and Jenglh of growing
season.

One example of where this has worked
very well is at Elephant Bulte, the largest
reclamation projeet in the slate. This pro-
ject, which had more than paid back its
obligation to the federal government for
construction, was granted an exemplion
by the Sccrelary of the Inlerior in 1879
from lhe outdated law, The family [arms
there could stay in business, oblain more
irrigated acreage, and preserve thelr only
fivelihood. It was a good example of how
reforming the law lo fit in with medern
realities could fulfili the inlent of the law. 1
will work to ensure thal whatever reforms
are made in the 1902 law will not affect
what has already been proved as a good
solution to their local problems.

Despite this successful example, we in
Congrass realize that specia) exemptions
are not enough to correct this widespread

problem. Reform legislation introduced in.

the House is now being marked up for
presentation lo the floor for a vote and the
Senate bill, which 1 cosponsored, should
also be marked up in the not too distant
future. The Reclamalion Reform Act
should come before the floors of both
houses of Congress in the next few monlhs
and I am hopeful that a bill addressing this
problemn will be passed this year.

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Investigate escrow before _s‘ign'ing mortgage

Whenever a loan is made, there's always
the risk the money will not be repaid. In
supplying a morigage, banks, savings and
loans, and other financial institutions pro-
tect themselves by requiring escrow.

If you're applying for a mortgage, says
the New Mexico Society of Certified Public
Accountants, inguire about eserow lunds
before signing an agreement. Be sure you
know what the escrow fund is for, when
deposits are due, if they earn interest and
when the account is debited.

"By definifion, egcrow 18 a” déeumenl or
fund held by a third party and delivered
" upon completion of an agreement. If you
have an escrow account for a mortgage,
the money is probably set aside to pay pro-
perty taxes. That fund assures the lender
that taxes will be paid if you go broke or
declare bankrupicy. It insures the bank
against losing both the loan fund and the
collatera! to repiace them,

Not all banks and savings and loans pay
interest on escrow, So Certified Public Ac-
countants (CPAs) advise checking your
state banking commission (aboul loeal
regulations) and individual banks and sav-
ings and loans before you open an escrow

. account. If there is a state law requiring
! interest payments to depositors, see where
the highest rates are available.
If there isn't & law, check if your money
cap earn interest anyway. In Louisiana,
for instance, most morigage lenders don't
pay interest. In Indiana, however, some
“financial institutions de, even though it
isn't required,
In states, such as New York, where in-
terest payments are required, the rates
may be 28 low as two or three percent,

allhough In California they may hit five”

percent. In other states mortgage lenders
are required to malch passhook rates.
Regulations might differ for savings banks
~-and commercial banks.
* The difference can be important, CPAs

note, depending on when-the escrow ac-

count is debited and eredited. The amount
of money, of course, correlates to the laxes
you pay. Buta larger difference is whether
- you pay all your taxes through the bank,
your account being credited and debited
periodically; or if the bank holds one Lax
- payment until your mortgage is paid off.

Utility costs can be kept in line

Have your monthly bills for gas, elec-
tricity, water, oil and telephone services
been elimbing at a rale faster than you've
budgeted for? From 1976 o 1981 those
¢osis on a national avgrage rose 79 per-
cent. Nonetheless, thera are steps you can
lake to help you cope with those increases,
says the New Mexico Society of Certified
Public Accountants. With proper planning,
yoi: can manage your monthly utility bills
just as you manage other household ex-
penses,

—What rate do you pay for utilities?

Utilittes have 2 set rale for certain
amount of usage, but ratas are nol always
the same. For example, phone rates are
high during daytime, and lower at night.
Electricity costs, if air conditioning is in-
vl?hred. rise sharply during summer mon-
ths,

—What is eslimated billing?

Estimated billing stabilizes your mon-
thly gas and electric payments by averag-
ing bills over an entire year. This helps you
sidestep seasonal highs. However, don't
vonfuse this with estimates made when the
meter reader can't pain access o your
meter. Those estimates might be based on
recent usage which could be higher than

...your current use, Remember, if a utility -

finds # necessary to estimate your
more than three consecutive times. you
might be subject to a penalty fee of as
much as $25.

—What! other {ees shiould you check?

1 you pay a fat telephone service fee,
find out what portion of it covers rental of
equipment. If you buy your own phone, you
might save money in the long run, but it's
wise to check first. In New York, for in-
stance, the manthly “service and equip-
ment” fee includes rental of the access
line, inside wiring, and telephone, In its un-
timed service plan (not including tax), the
company charges $5.94 for rental of the ex-
change access line, $1.63 for the inside wir-
ing, and $1.77 for the phone, So, owning
your oWwn phone wouid save you only $1.77
a month, .
