The minimum monthly charge fo
metered service is unchanged in the new
ordinance, The fixed monthly charge for
unmetered service has been increased
from $4 to $10 for two-inch lines; from $8 to
$15 for four-inch lines; from $15 to $20 for
six-inch lines; and from $23 to $25 for eight-
inch lines. ’

The proposed new residential commodi-
ty charges are as follows (with the present
charge in parentheses):
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+$1.75 per 1,000 gallons for monthly water
usage in excess of 4,000 gallons but less
than and including 10,000 gallons (un-
changed). '

$2.25 per 1,000 gallons for monthly usage
from 10,000 to 15,000 gallons ($2.00).

$2.50 per 1,000 gallons for monthly usage
from 15,000 to 20,000 gallons ($2.25).

*$3.00 per 1,000 gallons for monthly usage
from 20,000 to 25,000 gallons ($2.25).

*$3.50 per 1,000 gallons for monthly usage
from 25,000 to 35,000 ($2.25).

*$4.00 per 1,000 gallons for monthly usage
from 35,000 gallons and up ¢$2.25).

Thus, under the new rate schedule,
heavy users will pay more for water on an
ascending scale up to 35,000 gallons per
month—the amount at which the rate
levels off at $4.00 per 1,000 gallons.

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Yankee Win takes Rainbow

YANKEE WIN escaped some serious
bumping, dug in fiercely on a sloppy track
and grimly raced to a nose victory in Sun-
day’s 19th edition of the Rainbow Quarter
Horse Futurity at Ruidoso Downs.

The middle jewel in the famed Triple
Crown for two-year-olds offered a gross
purse of $728,085 (a Rainbow record), of
which $617,514 was split up among the 10
finalists.

Yankee Win collected riches totaling
$253,079, which pumped her career money
line up to $342,310. The daughter of Windy
Ryon out of the thoroughbred, Yankee
Doll, is owned by Dr. Jerry Rheudasil, a
veterinarian from Lewisville, Texas.

Yankee Win came out of the Rainbow
with a near spotless record of eight wins
from nine starts. She’s trained by C.
Dwayne Gilbreath and ridden by Bruce
Pilkenton.

Launched from the number nine post,
Yankee Win came out flying, and was
almost involved in the bumping which af-
fected Bartendress and Miss Azure Te
Bug.

About halfway down the sloppy course,
Bartendress began to drift toward the out-
side, and nudged Miss Azure Te Bug. A few
strides later, Bartendress appeared to
slip, and crashed into Miss Azure Te Bug.
The latter was jolted so severely she drop-
ped out of the race, but may have bumped
Yankee Win a few times while absorbing
some of those blows from Bartendress.

Yankee Win continued resolutely on
course to take a tenuous lead near the
wire. At that point, a wave of horses was
looming up at the finish — the most promi-
nent being Bartendress. As the field
pounded under the wire, it was Yankee
Win holding off Bartendress by a nose. Mr.
Master Bug, a 2-1 shot, came in third, a
neck behind Bartendress.

But only a few seconds after the field
crossed the finish, the stewards called an
inquiry — and the feeling was prevalent
that at least one of the horses would be dis-
qualified. When track announcer Bob
Dudich announced the verdict — disquali-
fying Bartendress from second and plac-
ing her last — a loud groan went up from
the crowd.

But there was no question as to Barten-

dress’ fault in the matter when the TV
monitors showed the head-on replay, with
announcer Dudich calling the infraction in
a blow-by-blow analysis.
This moved Mr. Master Bug (who'd
finished third) into second place, and
escalated Shaken Not Stirred (the top
qualifier and the people's choice at 7-5)
from fourth to third.

Mr. Master Bug, part of a strong three-
horse entry trained by Jack Brooks for

Marvin L. Barnes of Ada, Oklahoma, earn-
ed $115,693. The son of Master Hand was
ridden by Jacky Martin.

Shaken Not Stirred, owned and trained
by Nerrel Bruney of Dennis, Texas, earned
$59,292 for third.

For Bartendress, the reshuffled order of
finish meant a last-place purse of $24,584 —
instead of the $115,693 she might have
earned had she finished second without
bothering another horse.

Bartendress was placed last since the
horse she bothered, Miss Azure Te Bug
(part of the Barnes entry), ended uplast in
the 10-head field.

Yankee Wia was timed in 20.22 seconds,
not too far off Shaken Not Stirred’s top
qualifying time of 20.09 seconds. Heavy
rains had fallen on the track for nearly 45
minutes prior to the first race.

The mutuel payoffs: Yankee Win —
$16.20, $5.80, $3; Mr. Master Bug — $3.20,
$2.40; Shaken Not Stirred — $2.60.

Here's a quick look at the official order
of finish, with purse-money earned: Ist —
Yankee Win, $253,079; 2nd — Mr. Master
Bug, $115,693; 3rd — Shaken Not Stirred,
$59,292; 4th — No Tell Motel, $31,092; 5th —
Speedy Hemp, $28,200; 6th — Glo Billy
Sims, $27,477, 7th — Miss Squaw Hand,
$26,754; 8th — Fayre Game, $26,031; 9th —
Miss Azure Te Bug, $25,307; 10th —
Bartendress, $24,584.

In the post-race interview, the winning
trainer, D. Dwayne Gilbreath, had these
views:

“She trained just super coming up to the
race. We thought she'd like the sloppy
footing. She won a futurity in Texas (on
March 28 at Trinity Meadows in Weather-
ford, Texas), so we knew she could handle
it.

“She broke all right. She never breaks
real sharp, but then it looked like the seven
(Bartendress) got into her a little. It's the
biggest win I've had in 15 years as a
trainer,” said Gilbreath, who’s nickhame
is Sleepy.”

Gilbreath said Yankee Win never re-
quires extra work. ‘“We just tried to keep
her from getting hurt,” he kidded.

He added that Yankee Win, assuming
she comes back with no injuries from the
Rainbow, will compete in the All-
American first-round elimination trials at
Ruidoso Downs on August 11-13.

‘‘After that, we’re both going to take a
long rest,” he laughed.

Jockey Bruce Pilkenton, who flew here
from California to ride Yankee Win, said
she likes to run in the gooey going.

‘‘About 100 yards from the end, she was
second just a half-length behind,” said
Pilkenton, who has ridden Yankee Win in
seven of her nine career outings. ‘‘She's as
good as any horse here, she just had some
bad luck in the Kansas (when she en-

Council to consider planned unit development

The Ruidoso council will consider an or-
dinance Tuesday night that will allow pro-
perty owners more flexibility in the layout
of a development. : ,

The proposal allows for design of Plann-
:d Unit Developments (PUDs) on lot sizes
vith a minimum of two acres for residen-
. ial or commercial uses, and five acres for

" ndustrial uses.

A PUD is defined as ‘‘development of
and under unified control, planned and
cheduled to be developed as a whole,” ac-
ording to the ordinance draft. In more
letail, the proposal reads a PUD *“‘shall be
or integrated projects, planned as a
/hole, and including but not limited to
wellings and related facilities, traveler
ervices, commercial centers, industrial
arks and urban renewal projects.”

The ordinance also says the PUD pro-
edure “eéncourages innovative design in
rchitecture and site planning’’ by pro-
iding variety in lot sizes, housing types,
scation of open spaces, land use densities
ad circulation systems, )

S N .

A PUD could be located in any village
planning district, whether it be a district
for single-family dwellings, condominium
or apartment district, trailer or mobile
home district, or commercial or industrial
districts. , |

The theory of a PUD is to allow property
owners to incorporate housing, recreation
and business within a single development.
That concept presently is allowed under
subdivision regulations, if zoning is ap-
proved and applicable permits are obtain-
ed

In terms of permitting multiple use in an
area, a PUD does not allow developers to
evade zoning designations, village at-
torney Lee Huckstep points out. Any
aspect of a PUD that is nonconforming

~ with the zoning designation for the site

must be submitted for rezoning approval,
he said.

- For instance, if a developer submits a
proposal for a PUD on a 30-acre site that is
zoned for single family dwellings, and the
plan ‘calls for single family houses, con-
dominiums and commercial enterprises
within the development, those aspects that
do not fall under the single family designa-

tion would have to be rezoned, Huckstep
said.

The flexibility a PUD allows developers
in the variety of ways structures could be
located on property, as encouraged by the
ordinance, is the most beneficial aspect of
PUDs, Planning and Zoning Commission
(P&Z) member Tom Kelham said.

Under current subdivision regulations, if
a plan conforms to requirements for zon-
ing designations, lot sizes, setbacks, struc-
ture types and sizes, utilities, street widths
and street grades, P&Z has limited discre-
tion in denying the plan. :

But when a PUD comes before the com-
mission, Kelham said, P&Z will have more
options at its disposal in scrutinizing the

- development.

“A PUD allows the city to exercise a
much higher degree of control then now
exists,” Kelham said. ‘“The zoning com-
mission would have more control also; we
would be able to require restrictions to en-
sure a PUD is a good addition to the city.”

“They (PUDs) are both necessary and
desirable (in Ruidoso),” he added. “They
wiil make future growth more orderly.”

Kelham explained l’fiowthe varieties of.
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design possible in a PUD differ from
restrictions placed on standard subdivi-
sions. -

" Under. subdivision regulations for a
single family residential district,
minimum lot size for houses is 10,000
square feet. Also, the required clearance

around each structure is 20 feet in the front .

and back yards, and 10 feet on the sides of
the structure.

But under a PUD in a single family
residential district, Kelham pointed out,
P&Z could allow houses to be “‘clustered”
in one area on a site, to allow for better
utilization of open space.-

“In a PUD we could allow for cluster
zoning,” Kelham said. “There could be

zero lot line clearances to leave open -

larger areas. Standard houses are always
surrounded by their own green space, but
the PUD allows you to group differently.
You could have only one foot clearance ifi
onthe spot, but a large mass of clear area in
others.”

Huckstep said that section of the draft
was added because the stipulations proved
to be successfui in Santa Fe. That city's
PUD ordinance served as a pattern for the
proposed Ruidoso ordinance.

Other clauses also were added to ensure
that PUDs result in attractive
developments. The draft reads that ar-
chitecture and landscape design should be
unified with adjoining properties; the cir-
culation system should separate
pedestrian and vehicular areas; and com-
mon use areas, walks, parking areas and
other common facilities should be preserv-
ed by deed restrictions, covenants or
homeowners’ associations.

P&Z chairman John Schuller sees this
“continued maintenance' clause as one of
the most important aspects of the draft.

*“It's important that the future
maintenance of a PUD has to be establish-
ed,”” Schuller said. '*A planned unit

development clearly will be an advantage -

for some type of developments.”
‘Schuller pointed out that the entire
master plan of a PUD must be submitted
to P&Z for consideration. The plan must
include dimensions and arrangements of
buildings and their uses, off-street parking

The results of lab tests performed on
samples of Rio Ruidoso water, taken from
near the Biscuit Hill wastewater treat-
ment plant two days after dead fish were
discovered in the river, are inconclusive
regarding the cause of the fish kill.

David Tague, manager. of the En-
vironmental and Improvement Division
{EID) surveillance and standards section
in Santa Fe, said the lab results showed
levels of chemicals that could be toxic to
small fish, But since the samples were
taken days after the kill, he said results do
not substantiate the plant was the cause
for the incident,.

On June 12, up to 1,000 brown trout were
killed in a one-mile stretch of the river
downstream from the sewage plant
discharge pipe, the state Game and Fish
Department estimated. - '

It was believed the ‘trout were killed
after double the normal amount of chlorine

- was accidently mixed in with the effluent

‘being discharged from the plant. John

" Ramos, plant supervisor, said the mistake

occurred the first week the plant was in
operation because the automatic chlorina-
tion system wasn't compiete, which meant
the process had to be manually operated,

Jim Edwards of the Ruidoso EID office
and Randy Isler of Game and Fish
monitored the river on June 14 and 186,

Bob Patterson, Game and Fish
spokesman in Santa Fe, said that based on
Isler's observations, the total fish loss
could have been over 1,000. Patterson said
Thursday the department has not decided
on the cost to replace the fish.

Edwards said the level of residual
chlorine near the discharge pipe on June 14
was 5 milligrams per liter, which com-
pared to an upstream level of .02
milligrams. He said the level was high,

Lab testing inconclusive on wastewater pl

and could have affe.c'téd trout. But, he add-

ed, the reading was not above the stan-
dards for the plant,

He noted that other factors that result
when effluent combines with stream water
could have caused the incident. - _

On June 16, Edwards said a sample of
the effluent yielded a level of ammonia
nitrogen of 11,9 milligrams per liter. Am-
monia nitrogen is a byproduct of the treat-
ment process. o

When dissolved in water, Tague said, the
ammonia nitrogen releases gaseous and
solvent compounds of ammonia. The
gaseous form can be toxic to fish.

In addition, the amount of gaseous am-
monia increases in proportion to a high pH
measure of alkalinity in the water. Tague
said the Rio Ruidoso pH is normally high

" in alkalinity, because of limy soils in the

river's watershed, .
The pH readings on June 14 and 16 show-
ed levels between eight and nine—which

an(ﬁsh kill

‘meant the alkalinity was high, Tague said.

Tague said he doesn’t know what the pH
and gaseous ammonia readings were on
the day of the fish kill, but that the 11.9
measure of the June 16 effluent was not
high for a sewage treatment plant. Most
treatment plants discharge levels between
20 and 30 milligrams per liter, he added.

“The (June) fourteenth and sixteenth
results show the plant was working well,"”
Tague said, “The (gaseous) ammonia
level is no fault of the plant, it just seems
that this river is high in pH."”

As far as the reasons for the fish kill,
Tague said gaseous ammonia or the

chiorine residual could have caused it, but - -

the data taken after the kill does not target
the plant as the sole cause of the incident.
‘"The bottom line is, the plant appears to
be doing all it’s designed to do,” he noted.
**This plant will probably achieve a higher
quality effluent than other secondary.
(treatment) plants in the state.”

THERE ARE LIMITS

Freedom of expression does have its
limits, and one of them is child por-
nography Sosays the U, S. Supreme Court
in a unanimous decision that even the most
ardent champions of civil libertles should
be embarrassed to criticize.

The court noted the alarming increase in
the exploitation of children by por-
nographers and found that the problem is
serious enough to warrant an exeption to
its otherwise liberal approach to traffic in
obscene materials.

The new ruling upholds laws in New
York and 19 other states that flatly forbid
the distribution of pronographic materials
depicting sexual acts involving children,
These laws ban child pornography without
requiring the often-difficult legal process
of establishing that the materials meet a
legal test of obscenity.

The elfect of the decision is to define a
new limilt on rights secured by the First
Amendment. There are few areas of ex-
pression that lie outside the bounds of con-
stitutional protection, but like the famous
dictum that free speech does not give
anyone the right to shout 'fire’ in a crowd-
ed theater, they need to be recognized.

The obscenity laws have given pro
norgraphers and their customers con-
siderable leeway in indulging tastes that
violate accepted standards of decency, but
no society claiming to have moral values
can condone the use of children in por-
nography. The Supreme Court, to its
credit, has finally drawn the line. —Valen-
cia News-Bulletin

demonstrators, neither has it been very at-
tentive, not outwargly, at any rate, to their
pleas for change.

This could be seen In reactions to the
stunning display, in New York City, of
popular concern about the threat of
nuclear war. Defense Secretary Caspar
Weinberger promptly suggeeted in a

television interview that this impassioned
petitioning would have no great impact on
official policy with regard to nuclear
arms. The implication, intended or not,
was that policy-makers would be minimal-
ly influenced.

Well, maybe. But if this is so, one must
ask why it is s0. For while public policy
cannot be sensibly based on how many
people hit the streets in favor of this or that
course, surely an outpouring of 700,000 or

so in New York, plus many thousands of
others elsewhere in the country, merits
keen attention. Those thrust into power hy
our electoral system cannot rightly ignore
or minimize such an expression of con-
cern.

The message of the demonstrators is not

complex. Neither is it, as one often hears,

naively simplistic. Multitudes are saying
humanity must call a halt to the madness
that threatens its very existence. World

leaders have a profound obligation to heed
this plea and act on it. The agpropriate ac-
tion is to stop building nuc

and start reducing them, meanwhile re--
nouncing all recourse to nuclear weapons

Take the atmosphere of a
1940s detective melodrama
featuring a hardbolled cop and
set it in the future. The plot ig
still the good guys vs. the bad
guys, but the futuristic twist is

derous robots.

The premiss Is a good idea.
Crime stories are a tried-and-
true source for plots, and set-
ting the film in the future gives
the special effects people a
chance to totally create and
contro! an atmosphere 80
important for such films.

Nice Idea. Bad film. ‘‘Blade
Runner” succeeds in the spe-
cial effecls department, but
the filmmakers haven't realized
that the best special effect Ia
still a good story, something
this film woelully lacks.

A "blade runner’’ is some-
one hired to hunt and extermi-
nate replicants -- human-like
robots who have been
outlawed. Harrison Ford is the
futurigtic bounty hunter enlist-
ed for the task, and he plays
the roles like a 21st century
Sam Spade. He's a cynical,
sardonic loner with a8 congiant
growth of stubble on his face

Then - there’s the woman,

played by Sean Young. She
may or may not be a replicant,
but she iooks as though ghe
could have co-starred in the
"Maltese Falcon.”

But the atmosphere is the
film's real star — a smoky,
gteamy Los Angeles of 2019
where the wealthy have gone
to a condo in the sky and the
seedy have inherited the earth.

Runner” has no substance in
terms of audience-grabbing
appeal.
