Paxton noted that in 1982, P&Z im­
plemented a requirement that all applica­
tions for zoning considerations be supplied
to the administrative staff at least 15 days
prior to each month's meeting.

He said the provision allows P&Z more
time to review applications. Once the in­
formation is submitted, a two-member site
review committee inspects properties to
come under consideration for zoning or
platting changes.

Despite a "no more spending" policy adopted
by the local school system due to the state's poor
financial condition, students in the Ruidoso School
System are being offered a variety of programs
never before available Thanks to the federal
government, a little over $15,000. has been
allocated to the Ruidoso schools for a flOe arts pro­
gram this year.

The Chapter II federal block grant was awarded
to the local schools last fall by the state Depart­
ment of Education based on a proposal for spen­
ding the money which was submitted by the
8Uperintendent's office.

According to Katherine Finley, who is coor­
dinating the program for the local schools,
Ruidoso has the only totally federally funded fine
arts program. She noted that the state has asked
permission to pilot test the local program; they
will evaluate It and use the project as a model for
establishing similar programs in other New Mex­
ico school districts.

The purpose of the project Ruidoso proposed is
to uexpose students of the Ruidoso School System
to the fine arts," Finley explained. Despite the ob­
vious limitations of a $15,000 budget, the program
will offer students exposure to drama, music,
public speaking, creative writing, drawing and
painting, storytelling and dance. Finle~, said her
objective as coordinator is to ensure just em­
phasis is given to each area at each grade level."

Plans are also being made for publication of a
literary magazine at the end of the school year,
with selections of poetry and art work students
have turned in.

Middle school principal Texie Cole is coor­
dinating efforts to expose students to drawing,
painting and related areas through the fine arts
program. Plans in this area center around the
creation of an in-school art gallery to display
prints from local and other New Mexico artists.

And March being Youth Art Month, Karen Gray
has arranged for some of the middle school and
high school students' own works to be displayed at
20/20 Gallery that month. Gray said the gallery
has offered to donate the wall space for that pro­
ject. She feels it is important for the public to see
what the students are doing during the school
year, and that this will be a good opportunity to
make that possible.

Federal grant promotes fine arts inRuidoso schools

Despite a "no more spending" policy adopted
by the local school system due to the state's poor
financial condition. students in the Ruidoso School
System are being offered a variety of programs
never before available Thanks to the federal
government, a little over 515,000 has been
allocated to the Ruidoso schools for a fine arts pro­
gram this year.

The Chapter II federal block grant was awarded
to the local schools last fall by the state Depart­
ment of Education based on a proposal for sPen­
ding the money which was submitted by the
superintendent's office,

According to Katherine Finley, who is coor­
dinating the program for the local schools,
Ruidoso has the only totally federally funded fine
arts program. She noted that the state has asked
permission to pilot test the local program; they
will evaluate it and use the project as a model for
establishing similar programs in other New Mex­
ico school districts,

The purpose of the project Ruidoso proposed is
to "expose students of the Ruidoso School System
to the fine arts," Finley explained. Despite the ob­
viouslimitations of a $15,000 budget, the program
will offer students exposure to drama, music,
public speaking, creative writing, drawing and
painting, storytelling and dance. Finley said her
objective as coordinator is to ensure "just em­
phasis is given to each area at each grade leveL"

An advisory council has been set up to help
Finley reach that goal. Members include Ole four
school principals-Donnie Weems, Mike Gladden,
Texie Cole and Tom Hansen ~ a teacher from each
8chooJ-8ue Vinsant, Nan Wierwille, Shannon
Brown, Danny Flores and Karen Gray; the two
educational diagnosticians-Sandy Gladden and
Karen Tillman; two parents-Judy Tyson and

Jean Fry. a community leader - Donna Wlllard,
and administrative member Sid Miller

Students interested in drama have already
found the opportunity to get involvffi, thanks to
the volunteerism of Peggy Wilson. Finley said the
Chapter II program will support the drama group
Wilson is working wlth and may help defray somE'
of the costs for its recent trip to Albuquerque to
participate in the high school theater festivnl
Wilson 1S also planning a major theater produc­
tion in April-the musical, "Cinderella "

Chapter II also provided tickets for 46 students
to attend a performance of the Madrigal at the (nn
of tl1e Mountain Gods in December

In addition, both drama and music students wHl
benefit from a new spotlight and microphone
cords to be purchased from the $15,000 fine arts
budget. And about 30 drama and musle students
will attend a production of "Fiddler on the Roof"
in Portales February 20.

Music activities being sponsored by the Chapter
II program are being coordinated by high school
band and choral instructor Danny Flores. He
plans to host an area honor band in February with
selected students from six other bands in New
Mexico.

The band members wHl participate in an aU-day
clinic conducted by two band professionals from
the University of New Mexico, and will present a
concert at the high school gymnasium that even­
ing. Local middle school and.high school studenLc;
will have the opportunity to.participate in this ac­
tivity.

Elementary school students and teachers will
benefit from a clinic·to be held by an elementary
education spedalist from Eastern New Mexico
University <ENMU) February 21. He will work
with elementary students and also hold an in­
service workshop for teachers in offering music in
their classes. Flores said that Larry Sherwood
wilJ also be working on musk with White Moun-

lain Elementary School dassE's for ahout two
hours a week.

Flores reported.. that Ruidoso studf'nl~ are
presently not exposed to music in school unttl they
reach fifth grade This program will offer them' 'a
little more exposure to music at an early age·'

''I'm excited about that," Flores remarked
High school choir students will also get to par

ticipate in a clinic-this one to be conducted by ~n
ENMU voice professor next month. Students WIll
sit through critiques on their performances before
traveling to Las Cruces for competition in March

Two music professors from New Mexico State
University (NMSU) also will be working with
Ruidoso school students. The free chamber music
concerts co-sponsored by NMSU and the Ruidoso
Chamber of Commerce are being promoted as
pvents for students to attend

Some of the Chapter II funds will be spent sup­
plementing a planned trip to Dallas and Fort
Worth. Texas, by students in the humanities, Art
II and music theory classes at the high school. The
trip will include visits to a number of museums
and exhibits, including the EI Greco exhibit at the
Dallas Museum of Fine Arts, as well as atten­
dance at a performance of the Dallas Symphony
and possibly the Fat Stock Rodeo Show in Fort
Worth.

The federal block grant has also made possible
the organization of a speech club, giving students
the opportunity to get involved in debate,
dra rna tic interprelalion, extemporaneous speech
and oral interpretation Sandy Gladden is coor·
dinating activities in these area"S" and will coach
the debate teams along with Katherine Finley.

Gladden said students already plan to compete
in debate contests leading to national debate com­
petition and in several speech festivals in the spr­
ing, Some students are preparing for cOlT~petitlon
in the American Legion and other oratorlcal con-
tests.

Gladden noted that this program has "really
helped fill a void we had in the curriculum in high
school and has enabled some students to be involv­
ed In some constructive, productive activities
thev couldn't otherwise have been."

C'reative wrlting will be emphasized a bit more
in all grade levels in the Ruidoso Schools through
the Chapter II program, according to high school
art instructor Karen Gray, who is coordinating
this area of the project.

Gray said she hopes a .creative writing class can
be added to the curriculum at some time in the
future. For now all teachers are being encouraeed
to spend some extra time with their students
teaching creative writing.

Plans are also being made for pUblication of a
literary magazine at the end of the school year,
with selections of poetry and art work students
have turned in.

Middle school principal Texie Cole is coor­
dinating efforts to expose students to drawing,
painting and related areas through the fine arts
program. Plans in this area center around the
crea tion of an in-school art gallery to display
prints from local and other New Mexico artists.

And March being Youth Art Month, Karen Gray
has arranged for some of the middle school and
high school students' own works to be displayed at
20/20 Gallery that month. Gray said the gallery
has offered to donate the wall space for that pro­
ject. She feels it is important for the public to see
what the students are doing during the school
year, and that this will be a good opportunity to
make that possible.

Storytelling is also considered a fine arts pro­
gram, And activities in this area are being coor­
dinated by White Mountain Elementary School
principal Mike Gladden, Before Christmas,
students in Gladden's school were privileged to be
audience members for middle school students

from Shannon Brown's class who read stones the,,'
had wri tten. .

In May, students in aU the elem~ntary school~

will get to hear professional storyteller Joe Hay~

of Santa Fe entertain.
Mike Gladden related that the Chapter It fun

ding is "providing some fine arts activities tha t
are not readily accessible here in Ruidoso"

••Some of the things we have been tryi ng to do
through the years," he added, "but with Chapter
II money it's making it more possible"

One additional program that has been made
possible by the federal grant is dance. A dance
class will meet one night a week for 18 weeks for
interested high school students, The class will be
taught by Glen Barrow and Karen Gray and can
be taken for one-half credit.

The class will cover all styles of Western dance,
Gray reported, including the Cotton-Eyed Joe and
the Two-Step; plus ballroom dances such as the
waltz and cha-cha; and a few disco and rock
dances.

To encourage participation in the various fine
arts programs being offered, about 20 tickets to
the Fort Worth Symphony will be awarded to
students for outstanding performance in different
project areas, F~ey reported.

Besides serving to expose. students in the
Ruidoso schools to the fine arts, the Chapter 11
federal block grant "serves as a catalyst for
teachers and administrators to work together,"
Finley pointed out. It also should help tie the
schools closer to the community~ as "one of the
goals or the project is to interlace programs at
schoo) into and with community efforts," the coor­
dinator added.

Whatever its cumulative effects, the $15,000
grant is certainly an added bonus for the Ruidoso
School System this year,

De-VII Bill Adams. training coordinator
for thf' Lmcoln County Ambulance Ser­
vIce. was selected as chairman of the
Emergency Medical Services Instructors'
Council. Region III, at their first meeting
10 Albuquerque Thursday, January 6.

Adams. who is also director of the Sierra
Blanca Ski Patrol. received his Emergen­
cy Medical Technician <EMT) certifica­
tion in I!l72, one of the first years of the pro­
gram He has been teaching EMT courses
since 1973.

The instructors" counciLconststs or in­
structors of EMT courses around the slate.
Its purpose. according to Adams, is to pro­
vide the instructors. especially those from
",ral regions. the opportunity "to review
and comment on policy. quality assurance
and curriculum," of the Emergency
Medical Services Academy In Albuquer­
que.

The Emergency Medical Services
Academy is a branch of Ihe University of
New Mexico School of Medicine, which Is
responsible for Instruction of medical per­
sonnel from EMTs through. paramedics.
The academy is also responsible for the
teaching and instruction of EMT Instruc­
tors.

Adams said the instructors' council is an

effort by the academy to create an
6ulreach prqgram ror the EMT communi­
ty throuvJlgut the slale.

"Quitt' frankly. the Academy can't
reach a lot of people," said Adams. The
Academy is based in Albuquerque and
teaches only two-week intenSive courses
during the day. Many people are not free to
take lime away from school or work to at­
tend those courses.

Many throughout the state take night
courses from people like Adams and are
SUbject to different limitations and re­
quirements, said Adams. The instructors'
council is an clfor! to make these dif­
ferences known to the Academy.

EMTs are primarily ambulance drivers
who are usually the first qualified medical
personnel to arrive on the scene of an acci­
dent. Their job, expll!ined Adams, Is to
assess the patient's condition, stabilize
hIm and get him to a hospital as soon aa
posaible.

There are many others in Lincoln county
who are EMTs. All mOOlbers of the Sierra
Blanca Ski Patrol are trained EMTs.
There are EMTs on the White Mountain
Seareh and Rescue Team and 10IlS1 police
and fire departments, and others who live
and work In remote areas.

The EMT program was initiated in 1972
by Dunlop and AssOlliates ror the United
States Department of Transportatllln. The

idea behind the program was to have
, "trained emergency medical people out

where the accillents occur," said Adams..
In a primarily rnrol slate like New Mex­

Ico, Adams said, it is especially important
to have a widely distributed network of
EMTs who can reach and attend to an acci­
dent victim qulckly wben a hospital can be
hours away.

Adams said that before the program
began, there was usually only one driver
with each ambulance. He was maybe
trained in elementary first aid and carried
no attendant with him. The driver "sll!m­
med the patient into the back of \be am·
bulance" and drove to tbe hospital.

Ambulances today are equipped with a
minimum of a driver and attendant, both
trained EMTs, who assess and stabilize
the patient before placing him in the am­
bulance.

Today, there are approximately 60
EMTs In Lincoln County, estimates
Adams.

"We've got EMTs everywhere you oon
imagine," he said. "We're saving a hell of
a lot of lives With the program." .

Most of the EMTs have been taught by
Adams, althoogh he gives credit to Dr.
David Itouleau, wholiegan the EM1' train·
ing program In LinCQln County. ,

"We were way ahead of the region," he
said.

Before coming to Lincoln County,
Adams was leaching two to three EMT r
courses a semester at Alamogordo and ..
Las Cruces for New MexlCQ Slate Univer.
sily. He had been skiing at Sierra Blanca
on weekends for a number of years as part
of the National Ski PaltOl. It was ski paltOl
that originally got him into the medical
field.

He moved to Capitan In 1976 and began
leaching EMT courses with Rouleau In
19'17. Rouleau had to cul back on his
leaeblng to devote more time to his
medical practice, and eventually Adams
became the training corrdinator for Lin.
coIn County Ambulances. He describes it
as having no specific date, jUst
"something that happened."

Lincoln County operates ambull!nces In
Capitan, Corona, Carrizozo, Alto and "Iln. '.
do. Ruidoso operates Its own ambulance
servIce.
