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Assault on spruce budworm schedul

If you happen to be on the
Mescalero Apache Reservation or in
the southern part of the Sacramento
Mountains early one day next week,
and you see four planes bearing down
on you just above tree level, don't be

surprised.

It will not be Russian stealth
bombers heading on a bombing mis-
sion to Holloman Air Force Base. It
will be a West Texas private contrac-
tor flying bombing missions on the
western spruce budworin for the
federal government.

Beginning Saturday, May 19, two
teams consisting of eight airplanes
and four helicopters will begin spray-
ing two different insecticides on ap-
proximately 180,000 acres in the
Sacramento Mountains.

For about two weeks the teams will
drop the insecticides Sevin and
Bacillus thuringlenms (BT) on ap-

from dawn until mid-morning.

The spraying is intended to fight a
growing outbresk of the budworm,
which increased more than 180 fold
between 1981 and 1983.

The budworm attacks new growth

and cones of the white fir, Douglas fir,

Engelmann spruce and blue spruce. -

In extreme cases, such as occurred
recently in the Carson and Santa Fe
national forests, the budworm can
completely destroy a forest for
timber production. The 30 to 40 per-
cent mortality and 100 percent top kill
that occurred in those forests also
severely damaged the aesthetic ap-
rance of the forest.

Bill Telfer, project entomologist for
the U.S. Forest Service, won’t predict
how bad the infestation could become
in the Sacramento Mountains. He
does say this year’s hot, dry spring
and large cone production on the
Douglas fir provide excellent condi-
tions for the proliferation of the pest.

The Forest Service first detected
defoliation of 600 acres by the bud-
worm in 1981. That increased to 6,000
acres in 1982 and 109,000 acres in 1983.
The Forest Service decided to spray
the insects late in 1983.

The spraying teams will leave
Alamogordo at dawn each morning,
and spray the forest until eight to 12
mile per hour winds or temperatures
higher than 70° Fahrenheit stop them.
Telfer said the spraying usually will
stop about 9:30 a.m.

Trained aerial observers in two
helicopters will station themselves at
the ends of the spray section. Using
aerial photomosaics of the forest, the
observers will guide the pilots of four
planes flying in formation 50 feet
above tree level. They will tell the
pilots when and where to drop the in-
secticides.

A mature spruce budworm feeds on the new growth and

cones of a conifer tree. The pest has infected over 100,000
acres of the Mescalero Apache Reservation and Lincoln Na-
tional Forest. Insecticides wiil be sprayed on the forests for
two weeks beginning Saturday, May 19.

“You will definitely notice them

coming,”” said Teifer of the spraying
teams. :
Ruidoso Municipal Airport

manager Tim Morris described the
planes as single-engine turbine-
powered propeller planes with about
a 490-foot wing span and 20- to 30-foot
length.

Telfer generally described the
spray area as including higher
altitudes from Apache Summit south
to the Sacramento Lookout and Scott
Able Canyon,

The exact spray area has not yet
been determined and will depend
upon resulls of tree sampling being
done now. Telfer said close to 100,000
acres of forest, mostly in the northern
part of the Sacramento Mounlains,
have been excluded from the spray

area. Among the reasons for exclu-
sion are isolation of the infected tree
stand and lack of economic value of
the timber.

The worst outbreaks have centered
around Cloudcroft. The Ruidoso area
will not be sprayed, said Telfer,
However, the planes will drop insec-
ticide on the Mescalero Apache
Reservation down to the border in the
Upper Canyon, said Telfer.

The chemical insecticide Sevin will
generally be sprayed in unpopulated
areas and away from surface water,
said Telfer. One-half pound of insec-
ticide will be mixed with a gallon of
diesel fuel for each acre of forest
sprayed.

Telfer descrlbed Sevin as a
relatively broad insecticide that kills

County approves $3.5 million budget

A marathon seven-and-a-hailf hour
meeting and budget hearing of the
Lincoln County Board of Commis-
sioners concluded with the commis-
sioners passing a preliminary budget
very similar to the proposed budget
prepared by county manager Suzanne
Cox

The county plans to bring in
$3.003.688 1n revenues for the 1984-85
fiscal year That sum, together with
the $1.953,270 cash balance currently
held by the county, will give the coun-
ty $4,956,958 The expenditures for the
next year's budget total $3.559,715.

According to Cox, the difference in
the expenditures and revenues is
largely due to the five months of
operating funds the county must keep
in reserve by law.

The few changes the comrmis-
sioners made in the budget included
funding the White Mountain Search
and Rescue with £3,750. The commis-
sioners cul two law enforcement posi-
tions requested by Sheriff Tom
Sullivan

According to Cox, the positions
were one investigator and one jailer.
In addition, one proposéd Road
Department blade operator position
was cut from the budget

Other cuts in the budget included a
complete cut of the Ruidoso Am-
bulance Service county funds by the
commissioners According to Cox,

Sharon Horton resigns Capitan

The Capitan village council Monday
accepled the resignation of trustee
Sharon Horton, and conducted its first
budget hearing for fiscal 1984-85.

Horton gave no explanation for her
resignation in a letter to the council.
Tuesday she said she would rather not
comment on the reasons, and called
them simply ‘‘personal reasons.”

Mayor David Cummins will have to
recommend a trustee to fill Horton’s
spot. His recommendation will be
subject to approval by the remaining
council members.

The counci]l proposed an overall
budget of $449,70¢ for 1984-85, only
slightly larger than the 1983-84 budget
of $443,168. Expected revenues were
figured at $370,482. Village clerk
Virginia Spall said year-end cash
balances and certificates of deposit
should cover the projected revenue
shortfall.

General fund expenditures were
proposed at $229,177. Major changes
in the budget included increases in
tort liability and public safety
salaries for an additional police of-
ficer. The budget cuts the village's
costs in the Motor Vehicle Division
department by cutting business hours
from 40 hours per week to 12.

Water and sewer expenditures were
planned at $167,518, with projected
revenues of $155,685. Solid waste
revenues will be $38,100, with expen-
ditures of $29,800.

The general fund will receive $6,000
in revenue sharing funds, and $8,700
will go to the water and sewer depart-
ment.

The final budget hearing will be
Monday, June 11, The council also
will have to decide that day if it wants
to arder a referendum on increasing
the municipal gross receipts tax.

Concil member Kelly Beavers said
the state Legislature this year

because the county maintains an am-
bulance in Alto that covers the area
formerly covered by the Ruidoso am-
bulance, and because the county pro-
vides in-kind services to the Ruidoso
service, the $16800 is no longer
justified.

—Heard a report from Quinn Mar-
tin, special assistant to the District
Attorney. Martin said he would like to
quell rumors regarding his role in the

authorized municipalities to raise
gross receipts tax by as much as
threequarters of one percent. The
voters could approve an increase of
up to one-half percent to be used
strictly for infrastructure such as
sewer, roads and water.

In the laboratory, Sevin has an ef-
ficacy period of two weeks, said
Telfer. He predicts it will be much
shorter in the field.

“‘Exposure will be absolutely
minimal,” assured Telfer, who said
people get more exposure to the insec-
ticide when dusting their pets for
fleas. Visitors to the forest the day

- after the spraying should not even

notice the insecticide or diesel, said
Telfer.
‘The forests will not be closed during

the spraying period, but signs will be

posted notifying people. of spraying
times. Telfer said it would be up to in-
dividual discretion whether to be in
the forest when the insecticides were
being sprayed.

The second insecticide, BT, is a
microbial insecticide. It will be
sprayed over approximately 50,000
acres of populated land and surface
water. BT is a host-specific pathogen
which attacks only lepidopterous in-
sects (generally butterflies and
moths). The budworm must eat the
insecticide to be killed.

BT is an operational insecticide, but
it has some difficulties due to quick
breakdown and application in a water
solution, said Telfer. Since it is ap-
plied in a water solution, a rainstorm
soon after application could wash it
off the trees before it was effective,

While giving a tour of infected
areas, Telfer noted that the damage
done by the budworm was barely visi-
ble yet, It ustally takes four to five
years before the outbreak becom%
very noticeable, said Telfer.

“The strategy is to treat it before

the damage is done,”’ said Telfer,

Entomologist Bill Telfer finds
a small spruce budworm in
the buds of a white fir.

Servicés were held in Roswell May
fourteen for Fermin Montes, one of
the most beloved men in the history of

Lincoln County and a natmnally_

known educator.

He and his family have long been
fond friends of the Storm family; and
I was especially anxious to see his
nephew, Monroy, because this youth
has a great gift for telling things, and
also has made a study of the history of
his family. He had given me some
valuable pointers on the occasion of
the services of others of his people.

So just at twilight I pulled down in-
to his native home at Glencoe among
the apple trees; and who should come
running out of the house but Monroy
and his two children, Felisa and
Vicente.

“Daniel,” said Monroy, ‘1 have
been looking for you. I went up to the
crossing, but the water was too high. 1
was going to get up before daylight
and wait there thinking surely Damel
will be coming out some time."

“1 wanted to know what you think
of this,"’ continued Monroy, holding
up two typewritten pages.

“What I think of this'’ is that itis a
masterpiece— a beautifully-worded
tribute from a loving heart.

The term*‘Don"" is placed in front
of the first name of a man who has
gained, through the years, a place in
his community of respect and venera-
tion bordering on reverence. For a
woman the term is ‘"Dona"’.

ATY UNCLE, DONFERMIN

This is a short account about my
beloved Uncle, Don Fermin Montes.
He was a very venerable and
respected man. I use the term '‘Don”
following the tradition handed down
‘by the people of Spanish descent.

Don Fermin was the oldest of four
children born to Juan Montes and
Lupita Sanchez Montes. His maternal
grandfather, Antonio Sanchez, and
maternal grandmother, Angelita San-
chez, both members of Pioneer
Spanish settlers, came to the Hondo
valley in the early 1850's from Tome,
a small settlement south of Belen.
New Mexico. Telesfora Mirabal, his
maternal grandmother, was of
pioneer stock from the Mesilla
Valley; and for years she dedicated

her medical skills to the people along

the Ruidoso River. She is still
remembered as a ‘Curandera® who

performed cures at a time when

medical doctors were not available,
Alejo Montes, who was to become. .
Fermin's -grandfather, came from
Northern Mexico, and to this day is.

fondly remembered for his humorous :

stories and good nature,
Fermin was especially énchanting
when he took a while to tell stories -

- that were a part of his childhood, or

one of the countless “cuentos’’ tald to
him by the **Viejitos™ (the very elder-
ly). From his ""Papa Alejo’ he in-
herited this ability to entertain, and
from his ‘“Mama Anjelita”, (who was
blind for most of her:life), a love of
life; and from his “Papa Antonio” the
courage to search new frontiers; and

~ from his ‘“Mama Telesfora’’, his com-

passion for people,

His father, Juan Montes, instilled
into Fermin at an early age a dedica-
tion to bard work and discipline.
Along with this, his Mother was able
to cultivate his love for knowledge,
and inspire a Christian spirit in him.

At an early age Fermin developed
a love for school. This love carried
him through a Jong and successful
career that spanned nearly half a ten-
tury, all in the service of education.
Throughout his association with the
Hondo School he attempted to set high
standards for those around him. The
academics were better than average;
the sports at Hondo were com-
petitive; and the successful creation
of a Fiesta brought high praise from
many and served as a cultural ex-
perience and a means of preserving
the traditional heritage of the home of
his ancestors. R

To many he was affectionately
known as ‘“F.S.”, to others as Mr.
Montes, and to a fortunate few as

“Compadre.”” Among his close '

friends and family he had many God-
children. All of these shared in the
special feeling and priviledge of call-
ing him *‘Padrino’” {God -Father). To
sixteen of us he was *“Tio Fermin"
{Uncle Fermin).

His final accomplishment among
many was to author a book which he
called a tribute of love for the hun-
dreds of students who participated in
the Fiesta, and for everyone who had
a part in the history of our schooi.

He will be missed at the Winner’s
Circle at Ruidoso Downs, where he
shared so many victories with his
brother, Johnny, and other members
of the family. Although he will be
missed, we will treasure the time he
had to spare with us.

Except for a few places in which
there are hot local races, generally at
the legislative level, nobody much
seems to care. Though New Mexicans
are sometimes seen as the most
political of people, this year they
seem to suffer from a temporary glut
of the whole process.

" It’s not just boredom which bothers
em.

What’s happening seems more ac-
tive than that. It seems to be a
turning-away, a literal revulsion,
from much that has to do with politics
in any way.

A Jongtime lobbyist, whiling away
the time till another legislative ses- -
sion begins, recently put forward the
theory that people today get too much
information about the political pro-
cess. That, as he sees it, is what ac-
counts for the lack of leadership in to-
day's polities; it’s not that there are
not many willing to lead, but that a
too-educated public is simply not will-
ing to follow.

Years ago, his theory states, the
leadership wasn’t a bit better or
worse than potential leadership fo-
day. -But in those days nobody knew
the men at the top so well.

Nowadays-we know them all, right.
down to the smallest detail (like how
many times Gary Hart and his wife:
have been separated). About the only
contribution all that knowledge
makes, as this guy sees it, is to make
us reluctant to follow any of them. -

In contrast to the voting for the
primary election (which, if you failed
to note the fact, is on June 5, two
weeks from next Tuesday), the turn-
out in November is likely to be the
largest the state has ever had.

Registrations, after all, keep in-
creasing steadily, and that means
more people are eligible to vote,

It is in years when there are
presidential elections that those
eligibles suddenly decide to turn their
potential votes into active ones.

Why, even Republicans bother to
go to the polls in those year.

In Albuquerque four years ago, we
had some precincts where people who
were in line when the polls officially
close did not get to cast their ballots
till 11:30 p.m..

That led to studies about adopting
new voting machines of one kind or
another, which are still going on, We
will be doing further experimenting
with such machinery in both June and
November of this year.

But it doesn't much matter how
fast or slow the machinery is if the
vbters are lined up at that sign-in
table, where we have all the elaborate
liturgical furctions— looking your
name up in the register, and signing
your autograph twice in a space that
is too small for any but the shortest of
names. :

Until we have streamlined some of
that process as well, lines will form,
voters will wait and wait, and some
will give up and go home in frustra-
tion.

There was a day when advertising
agencles in New Mexico counted on
election years as the ones in which
they showed their biggest profits.
That was because they could then,
without increased operating costs,
add a few political accounts on top of
their regular business and get a little
fat in the process.

That sure isn’t true this year-— or
at least not so far. Spending in
statewide races, where the bucks are,

is at less than 40 percent of the:

average for this deep into an election
year. '

Historic preservation lives in Lincoln

Historic places and buildings are
the center of national attention this

week, as America celebrates Na--

tional Historic “Preservation Week
May 13-19, = - =
- The celebration is happening on a
tocal level in nearby Lincoin, where
both the Lincoln County Historical
Trust and New Mexico State
Monuments groups are participating.
Work on the Trust museum, several
Trust properties and the state proper-
ties is continuing in Lineoln.
"“Preservation is a continual
thing,”” said Jack Rigney, a New Mex-
ico State Monuments ranger in Lin-
coln., Rigney outlined the work the
state plans for some of the state-
owned historical Lincoln structures.
~ Rigney said a majgr renovation of
the old courthouse is planned to begin
this fall. The courthouse will rgceive
extensive work both inside and out-
side the building. Plastering of out-
side walls, a new roof for the building
and some interjor work will be done.
According to Rigney, the stairway
leading to the famous balcony used by
Billy the Kid in his final escape will be
rebuiit. Rigney estimated the project
will last about six months, and said
the building will be closed throughout
the renovation. The museum displays
will be moved to the Tunstall building
for viewing by the public during the
work.
**We're trying to get back as close
to the original floor plan as possible,”
Rigney said.

He added that a complete ar-
chaeological study will accompany
the renovation.

In addition to the courthouse pro-
Ject, the state is also planning plumb-
ing, heating and electrical systems

work on the Wortley Hotel, according
to Rigney.

The Trust also is in the midst of
renovation work. According to Dug-
gan Brown, exhibit installer for the

- Trust, the museum is undergoing a

display remodeling. He said the work
"will be completed for a formal open-

ing scheduled for Saturday, May 26.
Brown said the Trust is constantly in-
volved in preservation and renovation
projects in Lincoln.

''We're doing everything we can to
encourage people to see that we are a
historical area,'’ he said. In addition
to the museum, the Trust administers

the Luna House, Montoya Store, Dr.
Woods Home, Annex and Gallegos
House,

Formal guided tours of Lincoln are
available by calling the Wortley Hotel
at 653-4381. Visitors can also take a
self-guided tour of the area at any
time,

’Because of changes in the telephone industry,’” John Van Tussenbroek said, ‘‘rates are
expected to increase. But Customers who have Usage Pricing can control their bills and may
not feel the impact of increased rates as much.”’

Under the Usage Pricing Plan approved by the New Mexico Corporation Commission,
residential customers may choose from four aptions, business customers from three.

The options are designed for low, moderate, or heavy users of the telephone, with
customers choosing the plan that is economically most advantageous.

“Under the old Flat Rate Concept,”’ John Van Tussenbroek said, “customers paid one mon-
thly price for being hooked up to the network and for using the telephone. Under Usage
Pricing, customers pay a low monthly fee for access to the local network (not to be confus-
ed with the $2.00 intra-state long-distance access charges recently inaugurated), then
pay a usage chorge which varies depending on how much or how little the 1elephone is us-
ed.

“*All telephone companies are going to this method,’’ John Van Tussenbroek said, explain-
ing it as a fairer way of charging. *“If a person uses the phone very little, it doesn’t seem
right that they should pay the same as someone who uses it constantly; and it is those who
use the phone constontly who cause the telephone componies to increase their plant
capacities——more lines, more equipment, more people to maintain that equipment.’” He
referred to Usage Pricirig as a *’Cost Causer—Cost Payer’’concept.

He went on to state that studies nationwide in areas where Usage Pricing has been in ef-
fect, 60% of all customers, residence and business, end up either poylng the same or less
than they would otherwise pay.
