that may be optimistic." Heckman
said funding for a project the size of
the airport (roughly $20 million)
normally wQuld take about 18 mon­
ths to accomplish.

This project has a head start, he
explained, because the five-volume
Sierra Blanca Airport Master Plan
completed in the late 19708 address­
ed the matter of funding.

Conunltments for federal and
state funding for the airport have
been made already, Heckman
noted. Also, the new airport oc­
cupies a high position on priority
schedules of different agencies
because of the poor safety record of
the present Ruidoso airport.

"We don't have to. go out and con­
vince anybody of what we're trying
to do," said Heckman. "That's
already been done."

He said airport advocates know
where to go and who to see about
funding-"and those people are ex­
pecting us." He cautioned that
despite those advantages, funding
would not be an easy matter.

Once the money is found, a pro­
cess of advertising for bids; accep­
ting bids; modifying specifications
to match funds available; starting
up and building will take 18 months
or so.

The time required from now,
then, is 39 months.

And that's the fastest we could
do it," said Heckman. He said time
possibly could be shaved in some
areas, but would doubtless have to
be added in others.

.. And that's asswning no delays."
said Heckman. He stressed that the
le~islation proposal came about
through the efforts of high-level of­
ficials, and expressed concern that
delays could occur at a local level if
an airport "bandwagon" developed
and people tried to hitch onto it.

Track boss

The New Mexico State University Board of Regents announced Fri­
day their support in principal of the agreement to :nake possible the
transfer of use of 1,667 acres atop Fort Stanton mesa from the univer­
sity to the Sierra Blanca Airport Commission (SBAC) for use as an
airport.

New Mexico State University (NMSU) President James Halligan
said the regents agreed to the measure of support during a meeting
Friday.

The agreement to transfer use of the land was announced May 3 by
U. S. senators Pete Domenici and Jeff Bingaman'and U. S. Represen­
tative Joe Skeen. The agreement provides for $2.2 million in compen­
satory federal funds to the university in exchange for transfer of the
land to the airport commission. Legislation to make the agreement
law will be introduced soon, the congressmen promised.

The land is to be used for location of a new airport to replace the
Ruidoso Municipal Airport. The Ruidoso airport has been called one
of the most' dangerous airports in the country due to its record of 17
aircraft crash related deaths in the past 20 years.

NMSU has protested the location of an airport on the mesa, claim­
ing range research projects would be disrupted through construction
of an airport. The university uses the land through an agreement with
the Bureau of Land Management (BLM). Under the proposed agree­
ment, the land would be transferred from BLM to the airport
collllIlission.

Halligan thanked Domenlci, Bingaman and Skeen for their efforts
to reach the compromise agreement. Halligan also thanked Gover­
nor Toney Anaya and his staff for their involvement in the airport
situation.

"It's been a long and arduous process," Halligan conunented.
"Difficult issue-men of goodwill on both sides. "

Sierra Blanca Airport Corrunis­
sion chairman Fred Heckman of
Ruidoso acknowledges that the
recently announced transfer agree­
ment on the preferred nirport site is
an important step.

He pointed out that a new
regional airport to serve Ruidoso
still has a long way to go, however,
and indicated that celebrating now
would be premature. He calculated
that a new airport is more than
three years away at the earliest.

Heckman commented on the an­
nouncement by the New Mexico
Congressional delegation that
legislation would be introduced to
transfer airport Site B on Fort Stan­
ton Mesa to the airport commis­
sion, with compensation to the
site's present tenant, New Mexico
State University (NMSU).

"We are pleased with that pro-­
posed legislation, as it might cut a
few months off the time process,"
said Heckman. An effort to ac­
complish the transfer ad­
ministratively from the federal
Bureau of Land Management to the
Federal Aviation Administration
has been under way for some time.

The environmental impact state­
ment (EIS t required for an ad­
ministrative transfer is scheduled
for completion at the end of 1985.
Transfer of the site through an act
of Congres.<, could allow for a less
thorough EIS, acknowledged
Department of Interior solicitor
Jim Marquez, who has been involv­
ed closely with the airport issue.

"I would see it (the EIS) as being
diminished in scope, yes, .. said
Marquez. He pointed out that the
proposed legislation first must pass
Congress and be signed by PresI­
dent Reagan. however.

The legislation will be in two
parts. \vlth the first approving the
land transfer and the second
a uthorizing the funding to compen­
sate the uni versity. Marquez noted
