Inside the Capitol

SANTA FE—We New Mezxicans
have done ourselves wrong—and
our chickens are now coming home
to roost.

Don’t be misled; that isn't the
prologue to another of this corner’s
patented roastings of Toney Anaya.
Instead, it's an attempt to say we
citizens ought to keep a much
tighter rein on what state govern-
ment is up to, in governor’s office
and Legislature alike.

After all, it is the combined ac-
tions of those two groups that atlow-
ed our state to slide gradually into
the fiscal mess in which we find
ourselves. The exact dimensions of
that mess, as you may have notic-
ed, have not even yet been ascer-

tained. At first, we were told the

state stood to go into the hole
something like $60 rnillion in this
fiscal year, but a “position paper”
put out by Governor Anaya's office
earlier this week speaks of $82
million as being the possible total.
That’s a 38 percent jump, as you
can see, in just the few weeks we
have been contemplating this
pozs'.?ibility. Who knows where it will
eénd?

Maybe what we should do here is
take another look at how we got
ourselves into this unpleasant situa-
tion—or, to be more accurate, how
those who run our government got
us irito it. '

Back in 1975, it was okay to have
15 percent of the annual recurring
incomne generated by a combination
of severance taxes and royalty
paymenis. But over the years, we
let other sources of revenue lag un-
fil now almost a quarter of our
dependence is on these same
sources, That happens at a time
when demand for services is in-
creasing (see, for example, the hie
and cry for expensive “school
reform”) and the severance taxes
and royalty payments are rapidly
shrinking.

ununiformed watchman, guard
patrolman, or other person to pro-
tect persons or property or to pre-
vent the theft, unlawful taking, loss,
embezzlement, misappropriation
or concealment of any goods,
wares, merchandise, money,
bonds, stocks, notes, documents,
papers or property of any kind; or
perform the service of such wat-
chman, guard, patrolman or other
person for any of said purposes.”

61-27-9 Article €. “A person
licensed as a private patrol
operator only, may not make any
investigation or investigations ex-
cept those that are of incidental to
the theft, loss, embezzlement,
misappropriation or econcealment
of any property or any other thing
enumerated in this section which he
has been hired or engaged to pro-
tect, guard or watch.” :
