Feds plan to offer $6.5 million toward airport construction

Contract administrator Fred
Heckman told the Sierra Blanca
Airport Commission (SBAC)
Thursday that the Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) is sending
by bus an offer of ant for
$6,598,620. With the local share of
$733,180, to be paid Erom state
funds, that offer will bring the total
available to $7,331,800, said
Heckman.” :

“With this amount of money we
will have Phase 1 constructed,”
said Heckman. ‘*We will be able to
immediately advertise for bids,”’ he
added.

Heckman said the FAA will at-
tempt to make the amount higher.
He added with the $6.5 million
federal grant, the monies derived
from future di sition of the
Ruidoso Municipal Airport will be

allocated to Phase 2 of the Sierra
Blanca Regional Airport (SBRA)
construction.

‘““We don’t lose Phase 1,"” remark-
ed Heckman. He said Ruidosc’s in-
vestment of funds derived from the
retirement and disposition of the
municipal facilities has been
delayed by a negative referendum
petition, causing some to fear the
SBRA project could suffer a similar
delay.

Heckman explained in a
telephone conversation early Mon-
day that the offer of grant doesn't
ensure that all the funds will be
available. He said the FAA
transmitted the offer to be ready
for signatures on the last day of its
fiscal year, September 30.

He said SBAC has asked for
$7,331,800, and the FAA is gathering
all available funds to try to allocate
that amount.

While confirming his statement

of Thursday, -Heckman said early
today (Monday) that a federal
aljlocation won’t be definite until
midnight September 30.

Heckman said final work on FAA
funding for this fiscal year will be
announced on September 30, adding
that commission chairman Ken
Nosker and vice-chairman Tim
Morris have both been authorized
to sign any last-minute grants.

Morris said he'll be in the Dallas-
Fort Worth area on that day, tour-
ing the Dallas Fort Worth Airport
and meeting with FAA regional
officials.

Heckman noted the SBAC will be
prepared to accept any funds the
FAA identifies at year-end by hav-
ing a commissioner in Lincoln
County and one at regional
headquarters.

Morris reminded the commission
that a contest to design a logo for
the regional facility will end on

Sepfember 25.

Commissioner ‘Benny Coker of
Capitan said his village trustees
named Tom Hilburn to act as judge,
and Nosker said the county ap-
pointed Jackie Spencer.

Heckman said the Mescalero
Apache Tribe, not represented at
the SBAC meeting, was conducting
a tribal council on Thursday and
would act on the commission’s re-
quest for $100 in prize money and a
judge for the contest. Heckman
said $1,000 in back payment due the
SBAC would also be discussed at
the council.

In other regular business Thurs-
day the cornmission:

—Heard Morris report the
Village of Ruidoso passed a new
resolution accepting the joint
powers agreement with other
governing bodies that make up
SBAC.

—Agreed to a suggestion by

SBAC minutes be placed in a
special file and microfiched rather
than recorded after hearing of a
recording fee.

—Heard a report on funding from
Heckman.

—Agreed to possible changes in
the joint powers agreement sug-
gested by a legal advisor in the
FAA after hearing SBAC attorney
Steve Sanders explain that the FAA
lawyer said SBAC can apply for
grants but has no power to accept
grants.

“‘We are dedicated to cooperate
with them (FAA),”’ said Nosker.
“If they want the commission to
stand on their heads I'm sure they
will,”” he added.

““It's hard to leave here, I've had
many opportunities in the past and
I've stayed nearly 10 years,” Ken
Moore said in a recent interview.
