Thursday and again Friday by Ron
Greene, who was qualified by the
judge as an agricultural expert.

Stillinger and Marr have said
they'll continue to press to have the
economic impacts considered by
the judge, but Judge Oman turned
down their third such motion on
Thursday.

"The Village of Ruidoso has been
very imaginative in how to get
economic impact into this case,"
said Seckler. "It has no relevance,"
she added.

But witnesses for the Village of
Ruidoso painted a bleak picture of
the possible effects on the area if
the tribe is successful in diverting
the river before it makes its way
through the Village of Ruidoso and
on through the Hondo Valley.
