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Three hurt 1n
plane crash

Three Texas residents remain in
Lincoln County Medical Center
with injuries they suffered in a
glane crash about 4:45 p.m. Sun-

ay.

A Piper Cherokee, piloted by
David Linehan, 28, of Fort Worth,
Texas, was reportedly leaving the
Sierra Blanca Regional Airport
(SBRA) when the acadent occurred.
Linehan ‘and passengers Walter
Johnson, 46, of Pelican Bay, Texas,
and Lisa Jones, 24, of Azle, Texas,
were injured in the crash.

New Mexico State Police Officer
Steve Standridge said the airplane
apparently was trying to take off,
didn’t have enough speed and hit
the ground. The landing gear broke,
and the four-seater plane skidded
across Fort Stanton Road landing
1n some trees.

The three injured were trans-
ported by ambulance to LCMC,
where they remain in good condi-
tion. A hospital spokesperson said
Jones 18 expected to be discharged

Hondo crash Kkills six

An early afternoon crash Thurs-
day on U.S. Highway 70 left six
people dead and two seriously in-
jured.

New Mexico State Police Officer
Steve Standnge said both drivers
and four passengers were killed in
a head-on collision at 12:55 p.m. a
mile east of Hondo.

Charles Taylor, 68, of Cadiz,
Kentucky, driver of a 1986 Chev-
rolet pickup, was killed, as was
Rebecca V. Lee, 25, of Roswell, the
dnver of a 1981 Datsun. All pas-
sengers 1n the Datsun were pro-
nounced dead at the scene: Robert
E. Lee, seven months old; Orlando
Ray Johnson, 14; Tammy Rene
Johnson, 10; and Sherry Morgan,
12; all of Roswell.

The passengers in the pickup,
Clara Taylor, 66, and Carol L.
Taylor, 7, both of Cadiz, were trans-
ported to Lincoln County Medical
Center with injuries they suffered
in the accident. They were ad-
mitted, but a hospital spokesperson
said the two requested information
on their conditions not be released.

V_illage on verge
of filling the dam

When Mayor Lloyd L. Davis Jr.
told village staff Tuesday to start
filling the Grindstone Canyon Dam,
he was doing just what the project
engineer had recommended.

Although the village is still
negotiatin with  the  State
Engineer Office over some measur-
ing devices at the reservoir, the
project  manager for  Boyle
Engineering recommended last
week that fill operations begin.

"This completes our program of
construction monitoring and we
recommend, without reservation
that the Village of Ruidoso be
permitted to fill their reservoir,”
sald Fred Burns of Boyle Engineer-
ing in a letter to the State Engineer
Ofhice.

Village manager Frank Potter
and attorney John Underwood told
the council on Tuesday they were
working to expedite final approval
from the state engineer to begin
filling the dam, but the mayor and

council, apparently tired of a year
of- delays, 1ssued an order to go
ahead and fill the dam without that
final word.

Potter said he followed those or-
ders on Wednesday, calling the op-
eration a "test.” He said water was
turned on, and then turned off be-
cause of a minor problem.

Delays over filling the reservoir
have been caused by changes in re-
quirements by the state engineer. A
tower that allows for taking water
from various levels was included in
original designs and then omitted,
only to be added again as a requr-
ment from the state.

The latest change may have
been related to a staff change at the
Roswell office of the state engineer.
Additional stream gauging facilities
were added as a requirement after
the dam and tower assembly were
constructed.

In a letter to Potter, Burns said
he was shocked by that new re-
quirement.

Cost estimates for the two-phase
project range from $6 to $8 million,
with the first contract scheduled to
begin in May 1989, and the second
in May 1990.

Officials explain closed-door session

Most of Wednesday's regular

meeting of the Sierra Blanca Air-

ort Commission (SBAC) took place
ehind closed doors.

As the agenda was presented,
Chairman Bill Karn said an execu-
tive session was needed, and com-
missioners voted unanimously to

retire into closed session. Com--

missioner Elmer Pirelli made the
motion, but after it passed, village
attorney John Underwood asked
Pirelli to state an exception to the
Open Meetings Act in his metion.
Pirelli said the executive session
was needed to discuss personnel
and pending litigation.

When commissioners reconvened
in open session, ‘after an hour and
15 minutes, no action was taken re-
lated to matters they had dis-
cussed, and the group made quick
work of the rest of the short
agenda. .

When questioned later over the
executive session, Karn said the

personnel matters were related to
the engineering contract.

"We talked about the engineer ...
what we're paying him ... about
how much longer he would be on
board and for what projects,” said
Karn. Others on hand for the exec-
utive session said the budget, a
matter for open meetings, was dis-
cussed, and Karn said that was
only as the budget pertains to the
engineering contracts.

Chairman Karn said the
engineering bill on Wednesday’s
agenda was for two months, and
there was a concern over the spe-
cial services amount. He said the
commission i1sn't running short of
funds for engineering.

Karn said the pending litigation
dealt with airport agreements be-
tween users and the Village of
Ruidese and the lawsuit on the

road bei constructed by the
county. le neither lawsuit dealt
specifically with the airport com-
mission, Kamn said they were legiti-

mate items for the closed meeting

gince they impact the airport pro--

ject.
"(Ruidoso Mayor) Lloyd Dawis
asked where we stood on the road

and (county attorney) Gary
(Mitchell) reported on that,”
remarked Karn.

Wednesday’'s meeting was the
first for Village Councillor Jess
Stinson who was appointed Tues-
day to serve on SBAC.

In regular business Wednesday
the commission:

—Authorized the fiscal agent to
ay the one outstanding hill,
§49,169.23, to Leedshill-
Herkenhoff, airport engineers.

—Aut.horiz:;f airport manager
Tim Morris to proceed with a re-
quest for Federal Aviation Adminis-
tration funding for. snow removal
equipment and crash-fire-rescue
equipment. Morris asked the com-
mission to send FAA a letter asking
for permission to order the equip-
ment. The cost of the equipment,
$500,400, is expected to be 90 per-
cent funded by FAA, with the local
share at about $65,000.

—Loarned from attorney Un-

partment, 1t is noted that because
of winding, narrow and very steep

ades, it appears that considerable
ocation and alignment study wll
be required for the project It is also
noted that both sides of the existing
nght-of-way have been extensively
developed and alignment adjust-
ments will be seriously restncted

"A minimum four lane highway
is desired throughout this length of
NM 37 which should be ac-
complished in so far as possible,
within the existing 100" nght-of-
way,” reads the project description.

During a meeting of the Ruidoso
Village Council last Tuesday, vil-
lage engineer Mike Davalos warned
the council that the upcoming pro-
ject mught affect a major water
main located in Mechem Dnve He
gaid that line may have to be re-
placed or relocated durnng the high-
way construction project.

derwood that the minimum stan-
dards were approved, but not yet
signed. Underwood recommended
they be signed.

—Heard the engineer report
that current contracts are substan-
tially complete. Engineer Earl Cook
said the FAA has scheduled a final
inspection next week on airfield
lighting. He said the contractors
are still waiting for Federal Com-
munications Commission approval
on a frequency before installing the
non-directional beacon.

—Underwood said he hasn't
heard from anyone planning to
move their hangars to the leased
space at the new airfield, and both
Karn and Morris said they hadn't
been contacted either. Underwood
recalled discussions at a previous
meeting, when it was agreed the
ramp won't be paved to that area
unless airport users indicate they'll
