Maddox said the witness de-
scribed the suspect as five foot, ten
inches tall with a deep voice. He
was wearing a blue sk mask with
separate holes for the eyes and
mouth. He had on a bright green T-
shirt and blue jeans. He was also
wearing a faded designer denim
jacket with orange thread. He had

Maddox said the suspect left the
bank in a westerly direction and it
is unknown if he had a vehicle
waiting for him.

nection with a 20-ton seizure of

cocaine made in Los Angeles. An-
chondo was arrested in Las Vegas,
Nevada, and is alleged to be the
leader of the smuggling ring’s oper-
ations in the U.S.

The properties listed in the
notice from the U.S. District Court
were searched by federal agents on
Thursday, October 5.

Information on what was listed
on the search warrant, or exactly
what items were taken cannot be
released because the warrant and
affidavits were sealed by a federal
magistrate judge in Las Cruces at
the request of the Drug Enforce-
ment Administration (DEA).

Judge John Darden III is the
federal magistrate who issued the

search warrant based on informa-
tion provided by the IRS, he said.

e DEA then made a request to
Darden that the warrant and af-
fidavit be sealed, saying release of
the information could undermine
the investigation im the cocaine
smuggling operation.

"That was sufficient in this in-
stance,” said Darden.

He said the situation was out of
his hands and any further action is
up to the U.S. Attorney.

The warrant cannot be unsealed
except by a federal district judge
and this would happen only after
the U.S. Attorney believes a
criminal case exists and is brought
to court, said Darden.

The notice of Lis Pendens issued
by the U.S. District Court lists the

court as a plaintiff and the two
properties owned by ‘McTague and
Anchondo as the defendants.

The Anchondo property was pre-
viously owned by McTague who
purchased it from Tim D. an

In a real estate contract filed in
1985, McTague agreed to purchase
the land, which is along the Rio
Ruidoso in Glencoe, for $375,000
with a $125,000 cash down pay-
ment.

The balance of $250,000 was
payable in 10 equal semi-annual
payments of about $34,000 each be-
ginning on June 11, 1985.

The mortgage holder was named
as the First Interstate Bank in Ros-

At 10 am. on August 15, 1988,
McTague received the warranty
deed to the property from the Coi-
hiers. At 10:01 a.m. the same day,
McTague signed over the warranty
deed to Anchondo.

The notice of Lis Pendens de-
scribed the property as totalling
56.53 acres, but records in the
county assessor’s office indicate An-
chondo is only tazed for 37 acres.

The McTague property on Hull
Road was purchased from Jim
Bowen. The warranty deed was

issued to McTague in April 1986.

In an addendum to the sale,
McTague agreed to purchase the
roperty for a total price of
g 159, 500 with a $50,000 down pay-
ment, about $18,000 in cash
within SO days of closmg

McTaguerﬁlsuragreed according
to the addendum, to assume the
sellers’ loan balance of $44,403.98
with interest at nine and one half
percent at the then Otero County
Savings and Loan in Ruidoso.

The balance due at closing was
said in the addendum to be

$47,169.03.

Media reports say the current
value of the McTague house is

90,105, and the value of the lot is
12,600.

McTague house was rented by Jose
Vasquez, who i8 wanted by the
DEA on charges of conspiracy fo
distribute cocaine.

McTague and Anchondo, as well
as other individuals arrested in
connection with the alleged cocaine
mgghng—nm’tel‘—aﬁ*pianded— ins
nocent to charges of conspiring to
smuggle and distribute cocaine.

A trial date was set for Decem-
ber 12.

Associated Press reports said the
alleged mastermind of the smug-
gling ring, Rafael Muiioz Talavera,
was arrested in Juarez, Mexico.

The judge reviewing the Muiioz
case has 72 hours to decide whether
or not to indict the alleged drug
kingpin, said the Associated Press.
