If not requesting the form in- per-
son, you will first receive an ap-

lication that must include the ad-
g.ress the ballot will be sent to and
your signature, witnessed by anoth-

After the clerk’s office receives
your application, they will send out
the baﬁot form. A small red pencil
is provided for you to fill in arrows
ponting to the candidate of your
choice.
