Financing for the new Hubbard Radis-
son Hotel was approved last week and ~on-
struction will begin sometime in late April,
according to joint owner R.D. Hubbard.

He said the total investment on the
hotel and golf course between himself and
his partner Dr. Ed Allred is roughly $17
million dollars.

"We're putting up $550,000 in cash and
financing $11.5-million dollars,” Hubbard
said. "Once again, we're seeing a rather sig-
nificant amount of money."

Hubbard said he had not planned on any
ground breaking ceremonies, and the ex-
pected completion date for the hotel would
be April 1992, one year from the construc-
tion start.

Hubbard said there have been no
changes in the proposed construction of the
hote! from its original plans, although con-
struction timing was not the best.

"“This is not a good time to be building
hotels,” Hubbard said. "The whole country
18 overbuilt, but I think Ruidoso definitely
has a major need and even though financ-
ing is very difficult, Dr. Allred and myself

were willing to take the exposure necessary
to obtain the financing to get the hotel
built.”

Hubbard confirmed what several busi-
ness magazines reported, that New York
and Los Angeles are experiencing
downturns and that the hotel industry is at
its weakest in years. Hubbard said the
whole Scottsdale area is in deep trouble.

Hubbard said he 18 building at this time,
"because we made a commitment to do it.”

He said there have been no changes
from the original plans submitted during a
public hearing last July.

Taxes, water and sewage, gar-
bage costs and landfills, personnel,
council meetings and the civic
events center were all discussed in
a year-end review interview with
Ruidoso Mayor Victor Alonso last
week.

Alonso launched the session b
reviewing the interests of ea
member of the council and how
they influenced the village's

priority issues.

MAYOR’S PERSPECTIVE
OF THE COUNCIL

"Tax reductions for the year has
been noteworthy for everyone,” said
Alonso. "Most councilors feel that
th have a handle on the
budgetary procedures and we now
have a control on our expendi-
tures.”

"Councilor Ron Andrews talks
about pride in issuing revenue
bonds for the civic events center
and being able to enlarge the scope
rather than the way it was original-
ly planned.

"Councilor J.D. James perceives
the townspeople feeling better- the
way this council is operating. He
also was for cutting taxes and the
reduction of personnel.

"Councilor Jess Stinson was in-

volved with the Grindstone
leakage. The fact that we've
repaired the dam, settled any

threat of hitigation and are current-
ly stocking water is very important
from his perspective.

"Councilor Al Junge is im-
pressed with the progress made in
the cooperation between the county
and the municipalities, especially
in solid waste,” Alonso said.

"Councilor Barbara Duffs em-
phasis might be in identifying a
problem area in infrastructure
sewer and water problems. She had
a hand in the employee of the
month award.

"Councilor Bill Karn takes pride
in the progress of working with
MainStreet, the lowering of taxes
and the river walk.”

Alonso said progress has been
made in a wide frontal attack.

"You rarely get to see a project
seen through completion,” he said.
"The best you can expect, some-
times, is to keep the progress
moving until somebody else com-
pletes 1it, like Grindstone.”

“The civic events center is a
recognizable project, but we've
made progress in a bunch of little
areas that are not always easy to
identify,” he said.

THE MERITS OF THE
WORKSHOP

Alonso said he does not favor the

ocess of conducting a workshop
ngore regular commission meet-
ings, a procedure introduced by the
¢urrent council.
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"T've never, personally, seen a
need for workshop meetings, not in
the least’ Alonso said. "But the
council feels that they want to have
them. Even though I don’t agree
with it, I feel obligated to sit in on
them and participate.”

Alonso said the reason he 18
against workshops is because prob-
lems are worked through in ad-
vance and then the council meet-
ings appear "too cut and dried.”

"I've noticed that some coun-
cilors are inclined to depend on the
workshop instead of doing their
homework. For that
see where it might be useful,” he
said. The majonity of the council
has given no indication of doing
away with the workshop.

RISING CIVIC EVENTS
CENTER COSTS

Alonso said balancing the dif-
ferent opinions of board members
and community officials has been
one of the biggest challenges in put-
ting together a civic events center.
Ang he acknowledged that not only
will the center cost more than
originally planned, its operation
also will have to be subsidized, pos-
gibly through an increase in the
lodgers tax.

"I'm satisfied in that changes
have been made in an orderly man-
per. Direction, focus and scope has
been changed from a $600,000
building to a nearly $2,0600,000
building,” Alonso said.

February was a very good month
at the Lincoln County Medical Cen-
ter. In fact, it was about the best
month ever in terms of revenue ex-
cess over expenses.

Valerie Miller, administrator,
reported that good news to the
board of directors at a regular
meeting, Thursday evening.

"February’s gross revenue out-
stripped January’s gross revenue
by 574,852, despite being a 28-day
month versus a 31-day month., The
net patient revenue is up by 63 per-
cent from February 1990. The
Teévenue excess OVer nses is
$132,682 of which $47,279 is mill
levy leaving a positive bottom line
m";‘.{lout tax support of $85,403,"
Miller wrote in a financial analysis
for the month.

Miller said year-to-date net
revenue is up 19 percent over this
time last year.

Revenue over expenses for the
year to date is $246,716 or 10 per-
cent up from last year and $10,472
over budget.

"If one adjusts the revenue for
mill levy and excludes the effect of
Carrizozo Health Center February
1990, LCMC was at a $530,831 loss
versus a loas of $110,784 for Febru-

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Construction crews begin

Mounds of dirt are piled around
White Mountain Elementary this
week as bulldozers tear out the old
to make way for the new.

A $1.3-million renovation and
addition project was started last
week at the school in a race against
time and the weather to finish by
the beginning of the next school
year.

School Supt. Mike Gladden and
Principal Frank Cannella said they
want to assure parents that they
have taken safety precautions to
protect the students during this pe-
riod of disruption.

"We just wanted to alleviate the
concerns of parents. With all the
machinery movi around, we
certainly can understand,” Can-
nella said during a tour of the
school last week.

"The biggest immediate concern
18 the deep holes dug to install the
underpinnings,” Gladden said. "We
plan to finish that portion of the
work before spring break is over
and the students return. We're
trying to do everything we can for
pafety.”

Because the school was built in a
"goft" area, it needs to be stabilized.

e cracks have appeared along
walls and floors as sections have
settled into the yielding ground.

Deep holes are being dug every
25 feet for installation of 35-foot
poles that literally are being
screwed into the b ck, Gladden
explained. The poles are attached
to supports tied into the building.

"A few years ago, we spent
$12,000 on another corner and
poured a 25-foot eolumn of con-
crete,” Cannella said. "This is less
radical.” '

It's worth the confusion and

-

mess to get started early on the
construction project, Gladden said.
He was pleased to see bulldozers on
the job just days after Cheyenne
Building Contractors was awarded
the contract.

"It has created some distractions
but it will be worth it to have the
school ready (by the start of the
next school year),” Cannella said.
"The kids are %reat. They think it’s
neat seeing all the beavy equip-
ment. We're trying to use it as a
learning opportunity.”

Since the third grade students
are studying geology, they were
briefed on the efforts to stabilize
the school.

Teachers in other classes showed
students blueprints for the project
to illustrate the process required
before construction begins.

Cannella said he appreciates the
understanding of teachers and the
cooperation of parents.

18 is difficult, but once it's
finished, it should serve for another
25-30 years,” he gsaid. "We're not
doing anything makeshift.”

By May 10, work will start on
the cafeteria area.

“It's too small," Cannella said.
"We will incorporate the existing of-
fice area and enlarge it. The latch-
en equipment is 25 years old. It will
be updated and improved.”

e school will serve lunch
through May 10 using its own
facilities, but after that date, the
food will be prepared elsewhere and
trans .

That same day, work will start
on removal of asbestos from the
school, Gladden said. After that job
ie finished at White Mountain,
workers will move to other schools
in the district that were built in the

- 1960-70s.

"There’s no problem at the high
school because it was constructed
in the 1980s after the danger of ex-
posure to asbestos was known,”
(Gladden said. The elementary

school was constructed in 1966
whep asbestos was used around
pipe joints and for insulation.

Gladden said left alone, the as-
beator poses no danger because it ia
sealed.

"We've met all of the state safety
standards and recently passed an
inspection,” he said. "It’s all encap-
sulated, but when it is bothered in
remodeling, we have to remove it."

At that point, the cafeteria will
be off limits o students and em-
ployees. School should be out for
the year before renovation work be-
gins in other sections of the com-
plex.

New construction will tie sec-
tions of the school together and pro-
vide passage under roof for stu-
dents to the cafeteria, clagses and
administrative suite.

The administrative offices, in-
cduding a conference room and
nurse’s room, will be added to the
front of the building on the west.

"With the administrative com-

lex at the front, the school will
Fmally have an i(ientity," Gladden
said. "For the first time, people will
know where the principal is instead
of wandering around.”

Four classrooms are being built
around a hallway that will provide
protected assage from the
cafeteria building to the rest of the
school. Another proposed addition
to enclose an exposed area to the
west will have to wait, Gladden
said.

"We had hoped to enclose the
whole thing, but we could only do
half," he said. "At least this will get

remodelin

The school
will be repainted and stuccoed in
places.

"It will look like a new school
when it gets done,” Cannella said.
"Everything will be up to state
standards and fire codes.”

To verify that students could be
evacuated from the school duri
construction in case of fire, a dril
was conducted before spring break.

Cannella said nearly 400 students
were clear of the school in 59 sec-
onds. To reduce confusion, arrows
goinﬁn out the exit route have
e gfued to the carpet that is

scheduled to be replaced.

"That work will not be as disrup-
tive," Cannella gaid. "They addition
will be to the back. Our construc-
tion is right in the middle.

The intermediate school needs
the extra space because the

elementary school will be graduat-
ing big classes in the next few

years,

"It has 200 students in one and
about 190 in the other," Gladden
said. "They will be moving through
the system and impacting all tﬁe

grades as they progress.
" Two of the four ble class-
roomg now used at elementary

school will be retained, Gladden
paid. The other two may be moved
to Ruidoso Middle School or Nob
Hill Elementary.

Commissioners could vote Tuesday on expansion plan

A public hearing set for 1:30
p.m. Tuesday may be the only op-
portunity for residents to comment
on a proposed ordinance that would
expand the Lincoln County Com-
mission from three to five members.

Commissioners could vote to ap-
prove or reject the ordinance, or
they could decide to schedule more
hearings for additional input.
, The session will be part of the

commisgion's regular meeting that
begins at 9 a.m. in the County
Courthouse in Carrizozo.

Robert

County Attorney J.

Beauvais said the expansion would
have far-reaching consequences .

"In my mind, the most important
impact (if the commission is8 ex-
panded) is that the county will be
separated into five districts and
each commissioner will have to live
and be elected within hig/her own
district,” Beauvais said. "There
woulddlbe more accountability to
thmﬂelﬂ:l h:g pﬁm enc&&gfgge
parochialismm on one hand, no one
commissioner could push through
road repairs or other projects in his
district without the cooperation of
the majority of the board.

Under a five-member system, no
more than three commissioners
would be up for election in any one
year, barring premature resigna-
tions, removals or the death of a
member,

"It would ensure continuity on
the board,” he said, noting that the
last election for the commission
resulted in all new board members.

- And with the two-term. ljmit on
tl_ml')lic office, an official only has
our years to accomplish goals.

If the commission is expanded,
the terms would grow to four years
each for a maximum eight consecu-
tive years. The longer terms also

would apply to all other elected offi-
cials, such as county clerk and
shenff.
If the commission decides to ex-
gand, the county must notify the
ecretary of State by December 31,
To create staggered terms, that of-
fice then will determine by drawing
the initial length of each pogition’s
term. T'wo commigsioners will serve
two year terms, two will serve four
and one will serve gix years.
"Another thing that is real
troublesome is that with a three-
member board, two commisgioners
basically can’t get together for cof-
fee because thev constitute a quo-

rum of the board,” he said.
With five members, two com-
missioners could not swing a deci-

dion on an issue.
With a larger board, it would be

more difficult to put together a
political coalition that would vote

as a block on multiple subiects:
One of the most mentioned nega-
ives against expansion is the
