The historical precedent for village pur­
chasing through government auctions was 
to be examined Thursday. It wasn't. 

After middle-of-the-year budget items 
were discussed, Ruidoso Village Councilor 
Jerry Shaw asked Mayor Victor Alonso if 
he wanted to review auction infonnation he 
had requested at Tuesday'R council meet­
mg. 

She srud she brought her information 
and was rrady to compare hPr list with 
Wicker's 

"I have some information," W1cker said. 
"! don't think, it's not m the fonn, I juRt 
didn't have the time. It was Tuesday night, 
to get in the type of form so that I could 
present it. If you want it today, I could 
present my part of it. 

Alonso srud, "Wr werr Hrgumg on 
whether or not we hHd auct10ns hPforP or 
not, 1s that what you're talking Rhout'.1 

Shaw reminded Alonso, 'You asked staff 
to comr up with some informatton and +..hen 
you asked me. I think that's pertment tn 
whether we arr going to contmue auctions 
or not, or 1f we are going to curtrul thrm m 
some way, or whether we'rr gmng \.o con­
tinue the samf:' policy." 

Alonso srud the staff was Instructed tu 
do a historical research so that the council 
could understand better how other admin­
istrations use the approach. 

But Wicker continued to be hesitant to 
present hiR report. 

"I would hate to give a report that was 
not, hasn't been checked over for accuracy, 
he said. "I have it, it's handwritten. I made 
copies of it, but.." 

Alonso rescued Wicker 
"If you're not ready to talk about it yet, 

we11 just wrut. Jerry, you're rPady, hP's not. 
Let's both get ready," he srud. 

"He's getting his informat10n from thf' 
same place I got mine," srud Shaw, wanling 
to procPed. 

CounCilor Frank Cummins pushed to 
Pnd any discussion regarding the numlwr 
of auctions authonzPd by Wicker. 

"\\'hat 1s thr purpose of all thJs··· ht· 
asked. "What are we supposed to gt·t out of 
all th1s?

Councilor Jerry Shaw srud Thursday she still 
wanted to straighten out the pol.icy where every­
one had to go through the village manager for 
documents. 

Councilor Ron Andrews said he has never 
seen any 011ganization that didn't have an in­
formation officer to keep track of requests and 
work them into a schedule. 

Village derk Tammie Maddox told Andrews 
that people are not getting free documents. 

Councilor J.D. James said thP timing was 
wrong for village manager Ron Wicker's memo. 

"It looked like, and I'm not saying it hap­
pened, but it gave the impression that it was 
directed to the newspaper here. And that is who 
it was directed to," James said. 

"I think it was a timely memo that went out 
and it was a timely process of putting Mr. Stall­
ings (RuidoRo News reportPr Chuck Stallings) 
on notice 'that he is going to have to pay for 
more than just the copies that were generated 
as a result of this research," Wicker srud. 

Wicker srud there was a letter to Stallings 
and the memo. He said the memo only was for 
public documents, not putting pressure on em­
ployees not to speak to anybody.

Shaw asked Andrews why this hadn't been 
done three years ago. 

"Because I didn't know ... ," Andrews started, 
but Shaw didn't let him finish. 

"That's the strange thing ... " Shaw said. 
Andrews apparently did not like Shaw inter­

rupting his speech and became angry. 
"Because Jerry, I didn't know anybody was 

getting it without putting it in writing," he 
shouted. 

Shaw, only. a few feet away, informed 
Andrews that she could hear him clearly. 

"Well, if you let nm finish and quit inteiTupt­
ing .me, I'll tell you why," said a calme1' 

James said he was in favor of putting re­
quests in writing to have a record. 

"But I don't want it to come up all of a sud­
den to cut offinformation to whomever," he said. 

Wicker said there was a misunderstanding 
on information disseminated, 

"I didn't put a gag order on anybody. If you 
read the memo, there is not a gag order. I had a 
staff meeting on Wednesday morning and I basi­
cally told the staff I didn't want a gag order. If 
they felt comfortable talking to the press, then 
taUt to the press. If it was official documents 
and official information and they had a problem 

·-

"I have to make sure this city operates," 
Wicker said. "The only way I can do that is to 
know what is happening, who is being asked for 
what." 

Andrews said he read the memo and didn't 
interpret it that anyone was hiding information. 
He said he interpreted it that somebody needed 
to have control of work to be created from hand­
ling public documents. 

James said he found out about written fonns 
to request documents that were in existence for 
a long time. 

Village clerlt Tammie Maddox said the form 
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was in place when she started with 
the village. 

But thP dorunwnt Maddox 
rpf(•tTt•d to also contained questions­
that cannot lw legnlly required, 
such as a stat£•ment of citizenship 
and a pt·omist• to ust• t!H• documents 
111 a rertain way. Tbt· form would 
!1an lo lw amPildt'd tD t>liminate 
t!ltJ>'t' l'l'l.jllirt•mt•nb. 

.JanH•s saH.l lw also dot•!m't want 
t·\·t·r~·orw to L'Omt> into the finance 
dt·p;~rtnwnt or the lawyt~r·s office or 

the clerk's office asking infonna­
tion, because of the work load of 
tltose departments. 

But James said people should 
havl' a ri~ht to talk to those em­
ployees. 

"That's what I resented," James 
said "''m 100 percent for you 
(\Vickt•rl to be the m~mager of this 
offict•. If that form comes to you, an. 
exn•ptional manager will delegate 
that form to where it goes, and not 
intt'l·ft!!'C with that employee until 
tin• rt'port is completed. But I object 
to wht•re they have to have his 

authority or his perimsslOn to 
speak to an employee. I think that's 
been corrected," James said. 

What document James was 
referring to, didn't become appar­
ent right away 

"That's not in the memo," 
Andrews said. 

Cummins said he has never seen 
that. 

"Where did you see that? I got 
the memo right here and it doesn't 
say that. It doesn't say anything 
about speaking at all,"' Cummins 
said. 

James said he made a note that 
h~ disagreed with certain items and 
agreed 100 percent with the rest of 
the items. He said the item he dis­
agreed with, he interpreted as talk­
ing to the employees. 

Shaw said there were other 
memos going around. 

"If there is, I'd like to see them," 
Wicker said. 

James said he remembered 
where he read it. 

Andrews thought he knew what 
James was talking about. 

"I think what you all are looking 

at, and to me that's where this 
whole thing got out of hand. There 
was a memo from an employee (vil­
lage attorney Pat Ortiz) who was 
having problems, asking that the 
manager· consider certain actions. 
'!'hat didn\ set policy,"" Andrews 
said. 

"I didn't see that," James said. 
"That's the memo you're talking 

about J.D.," Andrews said. "It was 
from her (village attorney Patricia 
Ortiz)." 

Only aft.t~r Aml.mws fingered 
Ortiz, did .she n~spund. And at that, 
she WAsn't spl't·i!ic nhout what she 
hRo:.l written on tlw same day as 
Wicker's memo.
