Commission objects to grazing fee hike

A personal plea to the federal
government to reconsider a grazing
fee increase and to involve ranchers
in determining changes in land
management met with enthusiastic
applause from Lincoln County com-
misgioners Wednesday.

The presentation by Walter
"Dub” Williams, owner of the Lazy
H Ranch in Glencoe and a former
long-time teacher and coach 1n
Ruidoso, seemed like a perfect
primer before the commission’s vote
on a resolution requesting further
federal study.

The resolution, approved unani-
mously, calls on Secretary of State
Bruce Babbitt to perform a socio-
economic, environmental impact
study for Lincoln County concern-
ing any federal grazing fee in-
crease. The study, as required by
federal law, should adhere to a
lengthy list of special mandates,
commisgioners contended.

The study is justified because
the commigsion has determined
that a grazing fee increase "will
hurt the custom, culture and eco-
nomic stability of Lincoln County,”
members stated in the resolution.

Prefacing his letter, Williams
told commissioners that the federal
government has lost sight of the
needs of people on a local level. The
proposed steep jump in fees for
grazing livestock on federal land is

just one symptom of that malady,
he said.

“Sixteen states in the West will
be directly affected by what hap-
pens,” he said. "I'm not quarreling
about the fees. [ want them (federal
officials) out of our hives. Private in-
dividual nights in America  are
heing infringed on every day of our
lives.

"We shouldn’t throw up our
hands saying we've gotten too big

and they can't hear us.”

Commsgsioner  Wilton  Howell,
who operates an automohile service
center, sand he had been inclined to
vote against the resolution pro-
posed by Commissioner Strhing
Spencer, a rancher. But after
speaking to Williams and others in
the community, Howell siid he de-
cided to support the resolution,
providing a unanimous approval.

“I'm for a good (grazing) pnce,
but understand that it will impact
more than the West if the grazing
fees are increased,” he said.

In a letter to the Department of
Interior, Bureau of Land Manage-
ment and U.S. Forest Service, Wil-
liams wrote that much of the public
land under scrutiny has hittle value
other than for grazing.

"It 18 important to land users
whatever their use or capacity to
use the resources of this great na-
tion to have input and their voices
heard as regards that use,” he
wrote. "Historically and traditional-
ly, the producers of the food and
fiber of our country have been too
busy paying their bills and trying
to make a living to become involved
in the political system to the degree
of most businesses.”

Utilization of public land has he-
come a way of life for many genera-
tions, he wrote.

“Many families have tied their
future to this land. These people

pay tiaxes, support local institutions
tscheols, churches, local povern:
ments, state governments and fed-
eral  government) through  their
payment of taxes, buving of poods
and  services chantalile @ifts of
resources and time.

"Much of the water provided tg
wildlife 1s the result of water devel-
opment by the users of the land
Who will do this chore when the
users are gone’

"Our operation 1s about 100
mother cows. (ur children will he
the fourth generation. It does not
support us as a family; 1t does help
us supplement our income. It 1s the
focal point of our family life and
many of our friends who enjoy help-
ing us when we need them. There
are many fifth-sixth generation
ranch families that depend on fed-
eral lands to make their operation
feasible and supportive of their
needs.

"The people of our country need
to understand that the users of the
land are the stewards of the land.
Who knows better the problems
and satisfaction of being a keeper of
the land than the people who are on
that land?”

He urged that the people who
use the land take part in decisions
involving the land.

"Who better can affect that
change than the people who will be
most affected?” Williams wrote.

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Official says "no" to more
signs 1n state right of way

Event promoters beware! State
highway officials have put their
foot down on any future signs being
placed on the state right of way in
Ruidoso or Lincoln County.

"We're not going to approve any
signs whatsoever on the highway
right of way and if we receive com-
plaints about signs we will investi-
gate,”" said Tom Dick, regional traf-
fic engineer from Roswell.

Dick said if called on the
weekend, he would send personnel,
if necessary, to remove the signs.

Mayor Shaw said Dick called her
last Thursday and they discussed

the recent rash of illegal signs
placed on the highway right of way
in Ruidoso and along the county
highways.

The signs first began appearing
after a private function for the
Civic Events Center was granted
permission by a state traffic
engineer to place signs on the right
of way.

Dick said there had been a mis-
understanding in the state's role in
giving permission for those signs,

Dick said that his employee, Tim
Basler, was under the impression
that the signs were for the general
economic benefit of the village.

He assured Shaw that if Basler
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had been told the signs would be
posted on existing highway traffic
information posts, no permission
would have been granted.

"The mayor {Jerry Shaw) and I
have an understanding as to what
is acceptable and what is not,” Dick
said.

As of Friday, no court date has
been set for Village Councilor
Frank Potter's appearance before
the Municipal Judge Charles Haw-
thorne

Potter was charged with a mis-
demeanor larceny for removing
commercial signs he thought were
illegally placed on the state right of
way.

County road crews can’t work
on private property drlveways

Lincoln County officials were
reminded last week that the state
frowns on government doing favors
for private land or road owners.

By the time county attorney
Alan Morel was finished Wednes-
day defining the legal limitations,
commissioners were shaking their
heads.

“I don’t think anyone wants to go
to jail for you to maintain a private
road,” Commission Chairman Mon-
roy Montes told road manager Biil
Cupit.

County residents often assume
the county road department should
repair their private driveways after
a Tlood or snowstorm has damaged
them, county manager Andy Wyn-
ham told commissioners.

"I explain that I can only touch
private roads with the OK of the
county manager or if it's a request
for emergency service,” Cupit said.
"Some deputies and emergency ser-
vices people also request that I get
them out, too {after a snowstorm).
Everyvone requests. I don't know

where to draw the line."

Morel said the county either
must gain something from doing
the work or the situation must con-
stitute an emergency.

"Unless you can document it as
an emergency situation, if we
touch private roads with county
equipment, employees or materials,
you're looking at possible ¢riminal
charges because of the anti-
donation law," he said.

If a resident needs frequent
emergency care, documentation
from a physician is necessary to
maintain access to the person’s
house, Moral said.

Commissioner Wilton Howell
asked whether helping people who
are stranded in their homes after
roads have been damaged from
floods would be a violation.

"Going in ta fix their driveways
may be (a viblation) unless it was
declared an emergency,” Morel
said. "Then you could come in and
de enough to get them out. You
have to look at each gituation.’

"We should stayaway from any-
thing but a dire emergency,

Montes said.

What about people who face tall
mounds of snaw after a county
blade clears a road and piles-up the
excess snow on each side, asked
Commissioner L. Ray Nunley.

"Aren’t we obligated to open up
the drives for peaple to get out?” he
said,

"There’s so much people expect
county government to do for them
that we're not allowed to do,” Wyn-
ham responded. "The law doesn't
differentiate between the elderly
and any other taxpayer.”

A request to maintain a road to
a fire house at the private
Nazarene Campground in Angus
presents a different scenario, Morel
said.

"Lincoln ' County derives a
benefit by being able to house an
emergency vehicle in exchange for
maintaining the road,” he said.

Cupit said the campground oper-
ators take good care of the roads in
the compound.

"They just need- somesdrainage.
work;bst e fire stdtion Because of
a ditch there,” he said.

Free women’s clinic opens here

For the first time, a free local
cancer screening  clinic will be
available to low income women in
Lancoln County.

The program, called the Well
Woman Health Check, will start
next Thursday, September 16, and
particularly targets “at  risk”
women,

“They need to call and make an
appointment for the first session,”
sawd county health office secretary
Lisa Silva.

“We will be able ta do about 15-
20 persons a session at the Lincoln
("gurnity suboffice on Kansas Street.

It's very important for women
over 44 to have an annual PAP
ieervical cancer screening) test and,
if a physician recommends, a mam-
mogram. The level ol radiation is
qoute low.”

The ¢linic was financed under a

federal grant and the services may
be offered free to women of any age
who come from families in which
other female members have experi-
enced breast or cervical cancer, said
county health nurse Teresa Luna.

"Anyone with a history of cancer
in their family is qualified to go
through the program,” Silva said.
"Free mammograms will be offered
if a woman is over 40 and has never
had ane, orif a doctor advises.”

The van in which the mam-
mograms are performed will come
down from a private radiclogical
service in Northern New Mexico,
Luna said.

"We're going to try to set a date
for each month, but we need women
and teenagers to call and set up ap-
pointments,” she said.

If an abnormal result comes
back on the Pap smear, the patient

+7ill be referred to a local physician,

/ho will perform a biopsy to check
the tissue. The program also would
cover that additional cost.

"Women on Medicaid automati-
cally qualify for the service and
they are the ones who don't get
PAP smears each year because of
the cost,” Luna said. "But if a
woman makes slightly more than
acceptable Medicaid income levels,

the minimum charge should be
quite affordable. She can discuss it
when she calls for an appointment.”

Without this special program,
the two tests can cost more than
$200.

Cervical cancer can be easily
cured, but only if detected early.

The Ruidose Warrior football
team broke into the win column for
the first time in 1993 with a 13-8
decision over the NMMI Colts last
Friday in Roswell.

Statistically, the Warriors con-
trolled the game over the winless
Colts, but it took almost all 48
minutes to nail the victory down.

After receiving the opening kick-
off, the Warrior offense, with junior
quarterback John Echols at- the
© controls, drove from its own 20
yardline to the NMMI 27 hefore
Rex Comanche was caught for a 10-
yard loss. That play ended the drive
and gave the Colts the ball at their
own 37.

The Colt offense moved the first

down marker twice before giving

the ball up on a fumble.

The Warriors next possession
consisted. of nine plays but the lo-
cals could get no closer than the
Colt 40 yardline. :

The Colt offense took over from

their own 37 for the second con-

secutive time, but could not get
closer than the Warrior 36.

Their punt left the Warriors

-deep in their own t.emtory at the 3-

yard line.

The Warriors were penalized on
the first play of the series for a
false start and were moved half the
distance to the goal, to the two, 98
yards away from paydirt.

Echols kept the ball on the first
play, picking up two yards, but
more importantly, giving the War-
riors a little breathing room.

A nine yard run by Rex Com-
anche and a five-yard penalty on
NMMI gave the Warriors at first
down at the 12, Then halfback Raul
Davis swept around the end for
seven yards and the Colts were
whistled for a late hit to add 15
more yards to the play.

Suddenly, the Warriors were
mounting a drive that started in
the shadow of their own goal post.
The 'key play was a misdirection
play with wingback David LaMay
picking up 19 yards, placing the
ball in Colt territory.

The Warriors got 13 more yards
from Comanche and Davis, plus
five more from the officials {when
the colts were called for encroach-
ment} and viola — position to score.

On first down from the 25,
Echols and senior wide receiver
Jimmy Varnadore missed connec-
tions on a sideline pattern. But

there were no missed connections
en the next play. Raul Davis
weaved through the Colt defense
and scored on a 25-yard run that
was a brilliant piece of running,

Byron Soules missed the PAT at-
tempt, but nonetheless the War-
xiors haed their first lead since the
Artesia game, 6-0.

The Warriors kicked off and the
Colts returned the ball to their own
45, Their first play, a quarterback
keeper, netted 18 yards. But two

plays later senior defensive end Bil-

ly Austin slammed the door shut on
any immediate comeback hopes as

“he nsiled quarterback Todd Colston

for an ll-yard loss and the Colts
again punted the ball away.
After another good kick, the

Warriors found themselves in fa-

miliar territory, with their back-
sides against their own goal line.
Again Echols went to the running
game and again the Warrior of-
fensive line responded.

Wingbacks David LaMay and.

Ricky Devara. combined for 53

" yards in two plays, getting the ball

to the Colt 37.

But the offense would leave the
field disappointed, however, as
Echols suffered his first intercep-
tion of the year.

That interception led to the
Colts only score of the game as they
drove. 55 yards to score in only six

_plays.

The Warriors then ran out the
clock to end the frst half,

Both teams had two possessions
in the third quarter -- but neither
scored. _

The Warriors’ second touchdown.
drive came early in the fourth
quarter, Starting from their own 36
yardline, Echols directed a bril-
liant, time-consuming drive.

The key plays were a.2l-yard
pass reception from Echols to

Varnadore, a 12-yard by Raul Davis
and another 19-yard Echols-to-
Varnadore strike.

Rex Comanche went in from the

one yardline ].eﬂ; M
" game. Byron Soulégiilithe
make the score 13-6.

The Warriors got the ball again
on downs and drove to the Colt 16
before Soules rmssed a field goal at-
tempt.

The Colts with the aid of 15-yard
unsportsmanlike conduct penalty
started a last-gasp attempt to tie or
win the ballgame.

NMMI's offense got close. The
Warrior secondary gave up 49
yards in two plays and the Colts got
as close as the Warrior 15.

But the defense stiffened and
sophomore Byron Soules’ sack of
Colt quarterback Colston on fourth
down left the Warriors with the ball
and 1:47 to burn.

The Warriors ran the ball three
times, and got another encroach-
ment penalty from the colts. Then
the Warrior coachmg staff called for
the offense to give the Colts defense
a safety.

Run to perfection, sure-handed
Ricky Devara lined up in punt
formation got 2 perfect snap from
Billy Austin and ran around a
couple of seconds and stepped out
of the endzone with eight seconds
left in the game.

Village of Corona, the
Village of Ruidoso and the
Village of Ruidoso Downs
(collectively, the
“Municipalities™) currently
impose an environmental
services gross receipts tax
of 1/16th of 1%, that
Lincoln County, along

. with Otero County (the

“Counties”) currently
impose an environmental
gross receipts tax of 1/8th
of 1%, and that such
environmental gross
receipts tax has been
dedicated - to the
acquisition, construction,
operation and maintenance
of solid waste facilities and
related racilities; that the
Municipalities and the
Counties (together, the
“Participants”) will enter
into a *“Joint Powers
Agreement for the
Financing and
Establishment of the
Otero/Lincoln County
Regional Landfill” to
exercise common sclid
waste disposal powers
pursuant to Sections 11-1-

Sections 6 and 7 ratify

Revenues. .
Scctions 8 and 9
acknowledge that the term

the exclusion of the
County from participation
and ownership of the
Facility if the County fails
to approve the Ordinance
by the majority required
for adoption of emergency
ordinances.
