Officials from the Oflicr of 
Nuc1ear Waste Negotiator, the De­
partment of Energy and the U.S. 
Nuclear Regulatory CommiHsion 
were on hand to provide technical 
information on the MRS. 

Opponents listened carefully, 
but they wanted to know more; and 
some of them wanted to speak out 
against taklng even one more step 
toward storing the nuclear indus­
try's high level waste in New Mexi­
co, and specifically in "their neigh­
borhood." 

Several audience members told 
the experts from Washington D.C. 
that they don't trust the federal 
government, and they weren't 
buying what they heard about the 
MRS.

Victor Trebules Jr., director of the 
storage division for the Office of 
Civilian Radioactive Waste Man­
agement with the Department of

An audience member 
taped the proceedingR and spoke 
out loudly while others spoke, but 
declined to state her name. 

But, the day belonged to the 
legislators and they attempted to 

otick to their agenda, hearing from 
the experts in the nuclear industry 
and from Peso. 

Of course, they heard from each 
other, too; with Rutherford-admit­
ting how tempting it was to make a 
speech when standing behind the 
podium and microphone. HP made 
several.

"Our office is prepared to move 
forward," said Mussier. 

added, but went on to admit that 
his office is doing this for the first 
time, and there are a number of 
details that aren't specifically lined 
out in the legislation establishing 
the nuclear waste negotiator's office 
and duties. 

"The ultimate agreement, if an 
agreement is worked out, will 
necessarily have to address con­
cerns of neighbors," he said. 

But some of those neighbors, in­
cluded Senator Tom Rutherford, 
are concerned that the law doesn't 
speak to who has standing as a 
neighbor and who doesn't.

Meanwhile, the DOE is working 
with private indusb'y to devolop a 
multi-purpose canister for high­
level nuclear waste. Such a sealed 
canister would be designed to house 
the waste from the time it leaves 
the nuclear power plant until it is 
placed in a pennanent geologic 
repa··itory. 

U.S. Nuclear Regulatory 
Commission 

Charles Haughney, chief of the 
storage and transport systems 
branch for the U.S. Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission CNRC) ex­
plained how and when his agency 
enters the picture. 

Hut, he hopes to make his 
recommendation to a sitting negoti­
ator, and right now that position is 
vacant. President Bill Clinton 
asked the George Bush-appointee, 
David Leroy to step down in July 
199~1. and his replacement hasn't 
been confirmed by the U.S. Senate. 

Victor W. Trebules, from the De­
partment of F;nergy, spoke next. he 
is director of the storage division 
for the Office of Civilian Radioac­
tive Waste Management. 

"Believe it or not the federal 
government is concerned about 
saving money," he added. 

"I'd be the person who would 
sign the license," said Haughney. 
He said the NRC is a separate 
agency from the DOE and is not in­
volved in the application process.

That's why the preferred plan is 
to have one large site to store all 
the spent nuclear fuel waste in­
stead of many small sites. He said 
the one-site storage Will 'Save the 
federal government millions of dol­
lars. 

The way the process will con­
tinue once a host is chosen to enter 
into the negotiating phase, will be 
fore the DOE to do a preliminary 
review of the environmental ele­
ments of the site and prepare an 
environmental assessment (EA) to 
be presented to Congress. 

If the site passes the scrutiny of 
the EA. then the government will 
go forward with a more fonnal en­
vironmental study, called an En­
vironmental Impact Statement 
rEISJ. 

At that point the Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission will enter 
the picture and begin the reviews 
leading to licensing the MRS; and if 
the volunteer host gets over that 
hurdle, then construction will be­
gin. 

'I'rehuleR said the DOE already 
has completed the first stage of a 
design for an MRS. That design will 
be analyzed from the aspect of 

boating and windsurfing. 
Trails will be developed for jog­

ging, biking, hiking, leisure walk· 
ing and cross country skiing. 

Th~ council also will hear a 
proposal for a contract inRtructor 
program from Almager.

"We review it after it is fin­
ished," said Haughney, adding that 
the final document is massive/ 

"'(It) would fill a bookshelf or 
two," he added, noting that getting 
to the point of signing a license is a 
laborious and complex process.

Industry advocate 

Julie M. Jordan, with Edison 
Electric Institute in Washington 
D.C., added the viewpoint of the in­
stitute's members. She said Edison 
represents 43 of this nation's 44 
nuclear utility companies. 

"We have the spent fuel sitting 
on our sites," said Jordan, adding 
thl!t the companies are being forced 
to keep the waste even though 
ratepayers pay one m1ll per kilo­
watt hour to the nuclear waste 
fund. 

That fund, estab1ished by con­
gressional action, is supposed to 
pay for moving and storing that 
waste. 

"We believe a temporary MRS is 
an integral part of the process," 
said Jordan.

Mostly Capitan residents have 
spent thousands of hours of 
volunteer time working on the fair­
ground and putting together the 
annwll fair and Smokey Bear 
Stampede. They ha\le an invest­
ment there that goes beyond 
money, he said. 

County Clerk Martha Proctor 
later told The News that the 
$100,000 from the state may only 
be spent on improvements at the 
fairground in Capitan, according to 
state officials. If the Glencoe prop­
erty is purchased, the money could 
not be used there, 

'We don't want to break the ties 

completely with the county," Bar­
hnm told commisHioners 'We ap­
preciate your past help, hut when 
we look at what we've accomplished 
over thP years, our objective is to 
keep the fairground for the fair and 
Stampede and we're wiJling to go 
private to do that." 

During the fair board meeting 
the previous evening, members had 
voted to reinstitute the organiza­
tlOn'R incorporation status as an as­
sociation. That status was allowed 
to lapse in 1988 when the group be­
came a county board to take ad· 
vantRge of the county's insurance 
coverage and some financial help 
from the commission. All assets 
were given to the county at that 
time. 

Wynham reminded com-
missioners that if the property ia 
claimed by the county, it could not 
be "given" to the fair association. 
That would also be a violation of 
the anti-donation state Jaw. 

~It could be sold for fair market 
value, but I don't think they have 
that kind of money," Howell said. 

~With the size of this county and 
the level of participation, I think 
it's best for the fair to remain tied 
to the county to support what's 
needed," Spencer said. "I believe 
the fair needs to stay with county 
government to keep it going, no 
matter where the location.~ 

Barham and other fair board 
members said commissioners ap­
parentJy don't realize the sig­
nificant economic impact of the an­
nusl fair and Smokey Bear 
Stampede rodeo on the Capitan 
community. 

Several business owners contend 
profits from the Fourth of July 
weekend and the Angu&t fair carry 
their businesses through the rest of 
the year and allow them to servo 
town residents. Changing the fair 

site could deals fatal blow. 
More important than that is the 

positive effect the agricultural­
activities staged at the fairground 
have on young people in the area, 
said fair board member Ralph Dun­
lap. Raising livestock for show 
keeps them busy and gives them 
something in common with their 
parents, he said. 

Howell told The News Saturday 
that it never has been hill intent for 
the county to close the fair building 
and fairground in Capitan. 

"AB one commissioner, I would 
like it to continue as a community 
facility and for rodeos," he said. By 
looking at the Glencoe property, 
"I'm after a facility to meet the 
needs of the entire county and 
maybe of the region. 

"I see a fair there that would a]. 
low us to extend a hand of friend· 
ship to students and families from 
the Mescalero (Apache Reservation) 
and to get those youths to partici~ 
pate. 

"As I understand it, they have 
pretty much been frozen out of the 
Otero County Fair competition. Yet, 
and I have to check this, I've been 
told that one boy raised a steer that 
was named grand champion in AI· 
buquerque. 

''The only way is to break down 
barriers between an of the com­
munities in the area and encourage 
participation." 

Speclfieally, Howell said he sees 
designating a spot for the Mes­
calero tribe to erect a cultural vil­
lage during the fair. A midway with 
rides and other attractions also 
would draw more people than just 
the agricultural and heme eeonom· 
ics displays that characterize the 
existing fair, he said. 

"I can see a place where the 
Lions and Rotary could have food 
booths as a major money maker, eo· 

pecially since no restaurants are 
nearby," Howell said. 

At other times of the year, bes­
ides leasing it out for events like 
the annual Lincoln County Cowboy 
Symposium and horse saJes, Howell 
said horse shows and a Future 
Fanners of America barn for stu­
dents who do not live on ranches to 
work with livestock would be two 
other uses. 

With the artistic resources of the 
county, he also would like to try a 
workRhop where weU-known artists 
could work with children. 

"M one commissioner, I don't in­
tend to take away Capitan's fair· 
ground and would favor continued 
financial support by the county,'' 
Howell said. 

Asked what might happen iffair 
board members consider the Glen· 
coe operation too big an undertak­
ing for a group of volunteers and 
they prefer to focus on whatever 
events remain in Capitan, he said, 
"I'm open for suggestions. 

"If the fair hoard isn't interested, 
it could be another volunteer group 
or some sort of paid coordinator, I 
don't know at this point." 

During the commission's special 
meeting last week, real estate 
agent Bill Hirschfeld said the prop· 
erty had been appraised at 
$460,000, but wos being offered to 
the county for $260,000. The prlnci· 
pals want $100,000 down and two 
annual payments with interest, or 
C8Bh. he said. 

R.D. Hubbard, part owner of 
Ruidoso Downs, Is connected to the 
operation through the racetrack. 
Hirschfeld said he has been work· 
ing with Grad;r Stowe of Texas and 
Gersld Blue of California. 

"We felt that because of the 
proJ)Ilrty's value comJ)Ilred to thli 
sale cost, it might work for that end 
of the county if commissioners plan 

to expand out there," he said. "It 
was not meant to replace the fair· 
ground." 

Schwettmann asked why the 
county would want to buy the land 
and building. 

"Who's responsible for ramrod­
ding in such a hasty way'?" he 
asked. "Are we willing to spend tax 
money for a white elephant that is 
used only a few times a year? 
"Maintenance for property like that 
would be a real number. You're 
talking about a tuppence to the 
fairground. 

"I feel the issue should be put to 
the voters to decide. We could ask 
them if they are wt1ling to commit 
at leost one mill (equal to $1 for 
each.$1,000 of taxable value).

Medical Update on Breast Cancer 

You may be hearing lots of facts and figures about · 
breast cancer during Athe month of October, which is 
National Breast Cllncer Awareness Month. Some of 
those facts are alarming; others. are encouraging. Yet the 
basic message for October is simple; breast cancer, when 
detecled early, can often be completely cured, and you can 
help detect this disease. 

The bad news about breast cancer is Sl)bering. The 
incidence Of breast canCer is going up. and scientists do 
not know exactly why. This year, 180,000 American 
women will develop cancer of the breast. Most will have 
no known risk factor for the disease ~ meaning all women 
are at risk. · 

The good news is that, despite increasing incidence 
rates, the death rate from breast cancer has been· fairly 
stable for many years. Improvements in early detection of 
breast cancer have been fairly stable for many years. 
Improvements in early deteCtion of of breast cancer and 
in treatments for the disease help account for this trend. 
Also, earlier diagnosis now gives women more options 
for treatment: approximately 36 percent of 'women who 
d~velop breast cancer do not have a breast removed. 

Early diagnosis is the key to treating breast cancer. 
After treatment for early breast cp.ncer, a woman's 
survival rate is as high as 90 percent. Every woman 
should take an active role in protecting her health by 
practicing monthly breast self~examination, having a 
yearly breast exam by a physician, and getting. regutllr 
mammograms after age 40. 

Many women become so afraid of what they might find 
that, they avoid examining their breasts. It is vitally 
imponant not' to be ruled by fear. Even if ybu or your 
phy~ician gnd a lutttp, the chal]ces of ~t being cancer are 

· sma1t....,..e'11rlive. flowe~wr, 1f there l!Jtt·1ffllblem, early 
deteCtion not only improves your survival chances it may 
also improve your chances of avoiding a mastectomy. 

There is some confusion over the statistic that .. one in 
eight women•• will develop breast cancer during their 
lifetime. This figure refers to women who live to age 90, 
at which time their chances of developing the disease 
jump to one in eighL The ·risk of breast cancer increases 
with age: at age 30, women have a one in 2,525 chance of 
developing the disease; at age 40, a one in 217 chance, 
and at age SO the rate jumps significantly to one in SO. 

Whatever your age, remember thaf taking care of your 
breasts is not something to be put off undl tomorrow. but 
an essential and lifelong project.

TO THE EDITOR: 

I moved to Ruidoso about five 
years ago from Alamogonlo. 

rve been coming to the motor­
cycle rallies for years. This year I 
became very upset about people's 
attitudes towBrd the rally. It seems 
to me that some people do not want 
the rally held in Ruidoso anymore. 
The reason I say this is because the

I really don't underatand why 
people get so upset about the ral· 
lies. The bikers have a different 
lifestyle than most people, and any· 
one who tries to "cut-down" or criti­
cize someone for the way they live, 
they are wrong. 

This ie the United States. This 
country was founded on a principle, 
the First Amendment in our Con· 
stitUtion deals with fundamental 
human freedoms, which are still 
important today. Especially free· 
dom of speech, freedom of expres­
sion, freedom of choice and freedom 
or interference in our lives. It is 
starting to get away from that. We 
need to stop and think about Ibis. 
so everybody can cherish their free-

dom. 
Everyone is entiUed to their own 

qpinion, but when it interferes with 
other people's lives, that is wrong. 
Your are "robbing" them of their 
freedom. 

I understand the need for police 
protection. But J think it went 
"overboard." Especially the road· 
blocks. This discourages a lot of 
bikers to come to the rally. 

I understand the need for cau­
tion, with illegal drngs, etc., but 
why only during the rally? Why 
aren't these precautions taken dur· 
ing the racing season, or ski season.
