"It's real important to realize 
this is a small portion of student 
assessment," Wirth said. "It's one 
snapshot, one period of time." 

One place students seem to 
shine is on the high school com­
petency E~xamination. Statistics 
contained m the accountability 
report detail the percentage of 
tenth graders who pass the test the 
first time compared to the rest of 
the state. 

For the past three years,

Ruidoso ranks fifth out of 88 
school districts in the state with an 
average teacher salary in 1992-93 
of $31,088 compared to $26,464 for 
the state and $35,000 for the na­
tion. 

For the past three years, the dis­
trict's average teaching salary has 
consistently stayed about $3,000 to 
$4,000 below national figures and 
$4,000 to $5,000 above state fig­
ures. 

Enrollment in the rustrict con­
tinues to increase from 1,694 stu­
dents in 1983-84 to more than 
2,200 this year. 

Wirth said the survey sent to 
parents about the quality of educa­
tion in Ruidoso came back with 
generally good reviews.

clears 
Hoggard 

Ruidoso Downs police chief Will 
Hoggard was acquitted Friday of 
purposely influencing one of his 
patrol officers to ignore a subpoena. 

The misdemeanor charge was 
the only indictment returned by a 
Lincoln County grand jury last 
summer, after reviewing evidence 
connected to public corruption al­
legations involving Hoggard and 
State Representative H. John Un­
derwood (D-Ruidoso). 

"I feel absolutely, positively 
great," Hoggard told The Ruidoso 
News Friday. "It's a nice Christ­
mas present early. I had a great 
lawyer and I appreciate that. 

"''m glad the judge was experi­
enced and able to sort things out. I 
also am thankful to the mayor and 
board of trustees for standing be­
hind me one hundred percent." 

Twelfth District Judge Richard 
A Parsons srud he was not con­
vinced by the prosecution's case 
that Hoggard intended to break the 
law. 

He delivered hiH ruling in the 
non-jury trial before the defense 
presented its case and on a motion 
by defense attorney Gary Mitchell. 

Calling the charges against Hog­
gard "selective prosecution," 
Mitchell argued that Hogg-ard was 
the first person in the state to be 
tried for failing to appear at a driv­
ing license revocation hearing 
State statistics show that officers 
don't appear in about 20 percent of 
the administrative hearings. 

Mitchell contended assistant at· 
torney general Dan Pearlman failed 
to prove that Hoggard had acted 
with criminal intent last February. 

Although Hoggard didn't takt· 
the stand, he has denit>d that he rn· 
couraged patrolman Raymond 
Montes not to attend an adminjs. 
trative hParing on thP licPnse 
revocation of one of l :ndrrwood's 
clients. The client prn·iously had 
pled guilty to drunkPn drlVln~. but 
still faced the poss1hle loss of h1s 
drivmg license.

State revamps leases to pay millions more

Mastering the system has netted 
a Roswell contractor more than 
$700,000 in annual state leases, 
but some say convoluted state rules 
and an inside track helped. 

Ruidoso office landlords appear 
to have been the main victims of a 
state system insensitive to the 
plight of small communities. 

Remarkably, by the end of the 
lease, the state will have paid out 
enough in rent to own the building 
it leases. 

Two members of Governor Bruce 
King's cabinet agree that wasteful 
policy should be changed. 

But they also told the losing bid­
der on a controversial lease in 
Ruidoso thAt it was written by the 
books and she could do nothing 
about it. 

Human Services SecretarY Dick 
Heim told Hazel Haynswotth, low 
bidder on the lease that was

awarded to contractor Don Elwell 
Jr., that as a result of what hap­
pened in Ruidoso, significant proce­
dural changes have occurred. 

However, many unanswered 
questions remain after Hayns­
worth's brief one-hour meeting with 
top state officials during the recent 
governor's tourism conference: 

-why was a builder given an ex­
tra year to complete a contract that 
called for a 90-day move in?

State•s response 

Heim and General Service De­
partment Secretary Laura Threet 
met with Haynsworth, resident 
Chay Rennick and a reporter for 
The Ruidoso News in the village 
clerk's office during the governor's 
conference. 

Heim, responding for the state, 
called the lease "a legal procure· 

ment based on th1~ rules that were 
in existence at that time." 

One of those rules denied compe­
ting bidders the right to view bid 
information even after contracL<> 
were awarded. 

Human Services (HSD) officials 
said they were following i nstruc­
tions from the General Services De­
partment (GSD) that called for con­
fidentiality. They cited state 
statute 88-501. 

When a review of that law 
showed there was no mention of 
confidentiality, HSD staffers 
changed their tune and said it was 
an unwritten policy by the GSD. 

Pressed for an explanation, 
Heim blamed the unwritten policy 
on his Republican predecessors. 

"These were rules that were set 
out by the General Services Depart­
ment in the previous administra­
tion," he contended.

The third grade composite scores 
fell in the forty-fourth percentile 
compared to the thirty-ninth per­
centile for the state. 

Fifth graders at Ruidoso placed 
in the forty-first percentile com­
pared to the state at the forty­
second percentile. 

Eighth graders scored in the 
thirty-eighth percentile while the 
state fell in the thirty-ninth per­
centile. 

In the New Mexico Portfolio 
Writing Assessment, scores for 
fourth and sixth graders generally 
were higher than for comparable 
students statewide, Wirth said. 

He pointed out that because of 
the mobility of the enrollment at 
Ruidoso, trying to track grades by 
scores is deceptive. 

"We have a 44 percent mobility 

rate, one of the highest in the 
state," Wirth said. "Only 25 percent 
of the stud~>1ts in fifth grade were 
the same ondtf"tested in third grade. 
Seventy-five percent weren't there 
in third grade." 

He said the district needs to 
devise a way to test those. students 
who have come through the system 
and see how they are doing to real­
ly pinpoint problems. 

"It may not be the school system 
that's the issue on test results,'" he 
said. "It would be an interesting 
item to explore this school year." 

A brief budget breakdown jn­
cluded in the report shows direct 
instruction at $3.9-million and ac­
companying benefits at $1.2-million 
as the single largest expenditure in 
the $8.1-million budget. Instruc­
tional support accounted for about 
$900,000 and administrati,on about 
$203,000,

"We also agree that leasing 
should be for a five-year period 
with one five-year renewal option," 
Heim said. 

Elwell's Ruidoso lease was for 
eight years with an option for two 

more years. 
"So we're not. going to go with 

these long- 10-year leases anymore,'" 
Heim said. "'It's going to be five 
year leases." 

The secretary was asked if five 
and five didn't amount to 10 years. 

"No, hecause you do have to ex­
ercise the option," Heim said. "[fit's 
an option, it would be up to the de­
partment's discretion." 

Critics say it iH unrealistic to be­
lieve the department would submit 
a new request for lease proposals 
rRFPJ at the end of the first five­
year lease on a new building. 

Rennick, a local consumer advo­
cate, told the cabinet secretary that 
Haynsworth's offer specified six 
years, which followed the RFP. El­
well proposed eight. years, which 
was beyond what the RFP 
specifil'd, yet he was awarded the 
contract. 

Rennick asked why Haynsworth 
was not given the opportunity to 
re\·isE' her offer or protest that El­
well'~ offer was in excess of what 
was srwcified. 

llf·im never answered that ques­
l!nn 

Accurding to Heim, all future of­
fice space lease decisions will in· 
elude a community impact review. 
He also said he wanted to avoid any 
negative economic impacts by ad­
din!!; new office space to a local com­
munity already glutted with vacant 
space. 

"'In other words, it's going to be 
mandatory that we take a look at 
what exists in the community," 
Heim said. 

"'The future process will include 
a legal sign-ofT from one of our at­
torneys," he said. 

Regarding lobbying by HSD em­
ployees in the Haynsworth case, 
Heim said staff will be ilirected to 
remain impartial in deliberations. 

"'This is something, too, which 
flies directly with what I under­
stand happened down here," he 
said. '"Staff attending public meet­
ings will answer questions with fac­
tual infonnation, and will not sup­
port or oppose any proposed posi· 
tion.'" 

Threet said there are two goals 
for the procurement code process, 
"'and that's to ensure equity and to 
attempt to find the best deal for the 
state." 

However some of the depart­
ment's Kunwritten policies" seem to 
contradict requirements of state 
statutes and interfere with Hfinding 
the best deal for the state." 

While Threet said the state 
wants to encourage competition for 
leases, the depllltment's 8PJII'tl8l:h· 
to the Ruidoso lease would seem to 

accomplish the opposite. 
By specifying that the new 

quarters would have to be ready 
within 90 days, most contractors 
would be eliminated from bidding. 

However, once in negotiations 
with only Elwell and Haynsworth, 
state officials changed their re­
quirements. They allowed Elwell an 
extra year to construct a building. 

Threet said the state realizes the 
process can be extensive and costly. 

"You have to put in time and en­
ergy, which you did," she told 
Haynsworth. "It's a cost of doing 
business, but state leases are ex­
cellent leases." 

In fact, the lease business may 
be so lucrative, it could be artificial­
ly driving the state's economy 
skyward. 

Of the four Elwell leases The 
News checked, all buildings were 
newly constructed or under con· 
struction. 

In a list of 373 leases by the 
state, 260 have been signed s:ince 
1990. If many of those leases in· 
volve new construction, state 
government may be respons.:ible for 
the state's sizzling boom. But in a 
state with such a small population 
base, prosperity also could be short 
lived when state building slows 
down or stops. 

Haynsworth told Threet she felt 
ignored during the whole process. 

However, one time she did 
receive some advice from state offi­
cials. Elwell included a 3.5 percent 
escalation clause in his lease that 
would drive the rent up over a peri­
od of eight years. Haynsworth's 
lease contained no escalation 
clause, but state officials advised 
her to add a three percent escala­
tion charge, she said. 

That change served to raise 
Haynsworth's bid closer to Elwell's 

• cost. Even with the escalation 
charge, Haynsworth's total lease 
cost over a period of six years was 
$100,000 less than Elwell's lease 
price. 

The Human Services lease at the 
Stroud Building last year was 
about $13,000, and was proposed to 
be increased this year with the new 
quarters to $37,000 annually. Un­
der Elwell's agreement, the cost 
leaped to an average of about 
$70,000 over the next eight years. 

Threat explained the past 
evaluation system. 

"The evaluation of the proposal 
is always a department evaluation/' 
she said. "General Services has not 
been involved in that, it was 
decentralized a number of years 
ago. 

''Wiult we have discovered, and 
dill'erent depllltmenta' do it in dif· 

ferent ways, but generally, employ­
ees will prefer a new building, be­
cause they can say, can you add 
th;s, can you move that. So it's just 
the way they are able to deal with 
it. That is something that we're 
concerned about, and one of the 
reasons that we changed the rules, 
and why it has to come back before 
General Services, simply to act as a 
stop gap." 

It was pointed out that contrary 
to the state philosophy "to spread 
the wealth," lease contracts have 
been awarded to Elwell or Elwell 
business interests across the state: 
Los Lunas, Truth or Consequences, 
Santa Fe, Alamogordo, Silver City, 
Clovis, Raton, Artesia and Ruidoso. 

"This is a guy, a good 
businessman, who has figured out 
the system," Threet said. "Baaical· 
ly, that is what he has done. And 
that makes him a real adversary 
for Hazel.'' 

Both Threet and Heim said they 
had never met Elwell, despite his 
huge investment in state leases. 

"Some of my staff at GSD and 
property control may have met 
him,"" Threet said. 

"I don't feel that there has been 
any preference, in the sense of any­
one doing anything under the~e. 
I think it's the system. [ thin he's 
gotten it down to a science. H goes 
in and picks up a very lov{ ~Jst 
piece of property, and he's got a e­
sign done, and so he can do it. So it 
ma~.es him a very competitive bid­
der. 

Rennick pointed out that El­
well's lease will cost the state a 
quarter of a million dollars 
($100,000 plus two more years) 
more than if it had gone with 
Haynsworth and could hardly be 
called competitive. 

He proposed removing employ­
ees from the decision process 
altogether, but allowing liberal in­
put as to their needs. Property 
management people should make 
the decisions, he said. 

Rennick asked Three! how the 
process could be fair to proposers 
when en-oneous information wall 
subntitted by tha local employees 
on the evaluation committee and 
Haynsworth was not given an op­
portnnity to challenge. Her bid waa 
a quarter of a million dollars below 
Elwell's bid. Her bid met require­
ments and Elwell's didn't. 

"They misread the blueprints, 
they just Oat-out ntisread the 
blueprints/' Rennick said. "'11tey 
said the bathrooms were here, 
when in fact they were over there. 
(They) will not talk to her and ex· 
plain to her what's going on, other 
then to say, you've loot the contract. 

What can you tell a person like her 
that wants to bid in the future, that 
she's going to be handled fairly, 
besides simply saying, we'll do it 
fairly. How can you show that she 
is going to be handled fairly?" 

"Well, we do have a new trac"k· 
ing system in place," Threet said. 
"But it has been something we\>-e 
struggled with. The only thing that 
I can say to you is that we have 
redone the rules. And you can see 
what Dick has done where they 
have inserted some of their man­
agement now in the process. That it 
is not strictly employee driven 
anymore. 

'"We now have added a review 
that did not exist previously with 
our department. We are now hand­
ling the distribution through state 
purchasing, which was not done 
previously. 

"'Those are the kinds of things 
we are putting in place to try to 
safeguard this." 

At that October 28 meeting, 
Heim told The Ruidoso News he 
would provide written confirmation 
of the changes, but to date, no in­
formation has been received. 

Threet emphasized that in the 
future, existing buililings will be 
given special consideration. 

"If it doesn't make sense to us, it 
isn't good business to have sto~ 
housing stock or businesa stock, 
that's vacant, and to build new con­
struction," she said. 

"But in this case, that happened 
before any of us at the upper level 
got involved in it." 

However, the inequities in the 
Elwell-Haynsworth situation were 
brought to Threet's attention prior 
to the signing of the lease with El­
well. It appears in this tase Threet 
considered the low-level recom­
mendation veto-proof. 

Threet ssid that towns targeted 
for new Jeases will be notified when 
the state is looking tor space. 

Threet was asked why most. 
state leases were renegotiated since 
1990. 

''I'll tell you why that is," she 
said. "When our administration 
came in, I would say half of our 
leases were on month to month. 
Previous to this administration 
they had not gone out on RFPa. 
They just. let the departm..,ta go, 
without a contract, month to 
month. 

'We said no wey. That's not the 
way our administration operotes. 
Tax and Revonue had about 50 that 
were on month to month. '11tat's nat 
fair.
