Fort Stanton Hospital, Lincoln
County’s second largest employer,
will be one of the first victims in
Gov. Gary Johnson’s rush to cut
government spending.

Juhnson's press secretary Diane
Kinderwater said Jobnson has
made an executive decision to stop
funding the hospital, basing his de-
asion on a 1990 court decree.

The decree "stated that the hos-
pital 18 no longer needed and he is

acting on that decree,” Kinderwater
smd today. "He doesn’t look at the
fort as being a victim to spending
cuts, but that he is following court
direction.

"The state doesn’t want to ex-
pand into having a long-term (nurs-
ing) care facility (at the fort).”

County commissioners Monroy
Montes and Wilton Howell said the
commission hopes to convince
Johnson to convert the hogpital into
a regional juvenile detention center

Parents will be called to the
school prinapal’s office — where
the youths are escorted by the po-
lice — and issued fines of $50 for
gecond time offenders and $100 for
each violation thereafter.

Parents will also be called before
Judge Mike Line for a municipal
court hearing. Viaclations of the
state statute are heard In
magistrate court as the state.

Councilor Leon Eggleston, who
cast the lone dissenting vote on the
council, argued that the police
should work to enforce the already
existing state truancy statute,and
that it's more appropriate for school
administrators to handle truancy
problems.

"The village has enough prob-
lems without taking on someone
else’s,” he argued.

Two people in the audience
agreed with Eggleston.

"Laws do not stop crime,” added
local attorney Don Dutton. "We
don't need another law.”

Dutton said school dropouts are
usually the ones who get in trouble.

Police mutual aid questioned

Bickering between the largest
law enforcement agences in Lin-
coln County over procedure should
never interfere with a quck
regponse to an emergency situation,
county commissioners said Friday.

Commissioner Wilton Howell
said he's worried a recent affidavit
signed by Sheriflf James McSwane
may create a chilling effect on the
willingness of the Ruidoso Police
Department to provide backup
when county deputies are not avail-
able or need extra help.

The affadavit saad a Ruidoso po-
lice officer was not requested or au-
thorized to respond to a rural Lin-
coln County accident.

“I'm at a loss here,” he told
McSwane. "What’s the intent? I
don't want to see the situation
deteriorate so we don't have anyone
to watch our backs.”

McSwane said he only wants
more control over law enforcement
activiies in the unincorporated
portions of the county. He will con-
tact Ruidoso Police Chief Lanny
Maddox and work out an agree-
ment, he told commissioners. (A
meeting between the two officials is
scheduled for today.)

McSwane said firefighter
Howard Puckett was responding to
a fire call when he was involved in
an accident June 17 and was cited
for reckless driving by Ruidoso of-
ficer Randy Spears.

The sheriff contended the county
didn't ask for backup from the vil-
lage for the accident, but instead
had called the village dispatcher to
have the state police notified. If a
citation was to be issued, that ac-
tion should have been handled by a

state officer when he arrived later
or by a deputy. McSwane said.

McSwane later signed an af
fidavit stating Spears had not been
requested or authonzed to act on
behalf of the shenffs office that day
in June. McSwane said the af-
fidawvit, which apparently will be
used in Puckett's defense, was ap-
proved n advance by County At
torney Alan Morel

Howell said the time may be
right to draft a joint paowers agree-
ment between the village police de-
partments and the sheriff's office.

"I think this situation points out
the need for an agreement,” he
said.

Currently, the sheriff's office is-
sues special deputy commission to
various people. Officer Spears had
been given a special deputy com-
misgsion at the time of the accident.

The special deputy commission
is given primarily to active law en-
forcement personnel who work for
other jurisdictions and who may
help out in the county. Some cards
also have been issued to volunteer
members of the sheriff’s posse aux-
iliary group, McSwane said.

"I don’t think the cards should
allow (holders) to run rampant
throughout the county,” McSwane
said. "I worry about our liability.
They should have notified us (of
any action taken).”

Commissioner Stirling Spencer
said he sees the need for control
and notification.

Commisgsion Chairman Monroy
Montes backed Howell’'s call for a
joint powers agreement.

"Short of a written agreement,
there can be discrepancies, like
here, where the sheriff says a state

\l

police officer was requested for the
acadent and the village dispatcher
says the shenfT asked for help, peni-
od. he said.

Residents :n areas of the county
surrounding Ruidoso don't have to
worry that the bureaucratic hag-
ghng will put them at risk in an
emergency, Maddox said during an
interview Thursday.

"We have been and will continue
to respond in emergency mtuations
as a favor to the county, which
would assume a great liability if we
didn’t,” he said.

The Ruidose Police Department
answered 51 calls for assistance
from the sheriff's office since June,
he said. His records show that the
office requested help for the June
17 accident.

"Most of the calls are emergen-
cies. We respond and act,” Maddox
said. "We can’t stand by (and wait
for a deputy or state police to ar-
rive). If it's a major accident, we
provide for the first aid and welfare
of those in need. It’s not that we
want to take over jurisdiction.

"We've never turned down a re-
quest.

"From what I can read in the af-
fidavit, we are to get (McSwane’s)
permission each and every time we
go,” Maddox said. "So that means if
we get an emergency response out-
gide in the county, which happens
every week, and we can’t find him,
we can't respond?

“They assume a heck of a
liabiity, I guess. I don’t know.
That's why I want a clarification
from whomever can give me one.
We have authority, if he says we
have authority, and we don't, if he
says we don't.”

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Commissioners
seek justification
for narcotics unit

Ruidoso News Staff Writar
Lincoln County Commissioners
want to see some proof that a local
narcotics task force is worth the
money it costs to operate.
Commissioners told Angelo

Vega, head of the county Narcotic™

Enforcement Unit, they want a
repert on arrests, seizure of cars
and all other activities before they
start putting together a new budget
in three months.

Just saying the program works
is not enough to justify the
$125,000 annual budget, Commis-
sion Chairman Monroy Montes said
Friday.

"Without reports, we have no
evidence of its wviability,” he said.
“This isn't the first time we've
asked for information. “Three-
fourths of the budget is salaries.
We don't see the other side, the pro-
ductivity.”

Sheriff James McSwane said the
unit arrested 61 persons last year
and received a letter of support
from the district attorney.

"It's a very effective tool to fight
the distribution and use of nar-
cotics,” he- said. "It also was in-
strumental in solving several
burglaries, prevented some other
crimes and has been recognized by
several federal agencies.”

"But with no report, ! don't know
that,” Mantes replied. "It's of deep
concern to this commisgion, because
there i8 more exposure by having
this kind of activityy We have
several lawsuits pending directly
from the task force before (Vega)
took over.”

Vega ond McSwane gaid they
will submit to the commissioners
the same reports the unit sends to
the state.

Vega contended the amount of
narcotics seized and the number of
successful court cases has increased
since he took over six months ago.

Several vehiclea seized from

more ready for sale alongside tele-
phones, scales and other items,

The money raised by the aue-
tions goes into the county’s general
fund, but is marked to fight the
sale of illegal drugs, McSwane said.

McSwane pointed out the
county's contribution to the pro-
gram is $27,000 for one salary.
Benefits are paid through a grant
as part of the $97,000 that comes
from the state. The Ruidoso Police
Department contributes one half of
one officer’s salary, plus the use of
a narcotic sniffing dog.

"If most of the activity is
centered in Ruidoso, wouldn't it be
logical for that agency to direct the
task force?" Montes asked.

"“Then it couldn't be a task force,”
McSwane said. "There must be a
countywide agreement. Right now
it includes Capitan, Ruidoso Downs
and Mescalero, too."

Ruidoso Police Chief Lanny
Maddox said a countywide agree-
ment could be worked out, even if
another agency headed the enforce-
ment unit.

“(The grant) has to be
countywide, but not requested by
the county,” Maddox said. "The way
you get that grant is a cooperative
effort with all the agencies in the
county. If (Ruidoso) decided we
didn’t want to be part of that task
force, then they wouldn't get the
grant renewed next year.’

Although he had no breakdown
about the percentage of crimes
bagsed in Ruidoso, Maddox said a
significant percentage of the in-
formation that helps lead to drug-
related arrests is gathered through
the Crime Stoppers program based
in the Ruidoso Department.

"Of course, we contribute an of-
ficer who works with (the unit} and
he has been very productive,” Mad-
dox said.

Maddox added that, although he
isn't seeking a change, "I welcome
the opportunity to have the task

Supporters of the proposed
Ruidoso recreation center complex
shouldnt be daunted by its
projected $12.2 million dollar price
tag, officials said Tuesday night.

"I think if you look at the bottom -

Sehools Superintendent Mike Glad-
den, "But, I believe with phasmg
that anyt]ung is really possible.”

The village will seek funding for
the rec cénter from the New Mexico
LeF]slature this month. The village

ill also ask for money for the re-
mainder of its five-year plan to up-
grade and expand its parkarand
recreation facilities.

Village attorney and outgoing

legislator John Underwood has

been hired to lopby the Legxslature
for funding,

Ruidoso Mayor Jerry SBhaw smd
the village is committed to the pro-
ject and will consider a bend issue
if necessary to help finance it.

The sachool district and village
may also get support from the Lin-
coln County Commisgion,

Lincoln County Commission

Chairman Monroy Montes, who at- .

tended the meeting, pledged his
personal support. He said he would
put the issue on the commission’s
February meeting agenda.

Montes said the county would
consider "in kind" work and coor-
dinate equipment and labor with
the village and school district.

Gladden added that financing
the project would take «"a lot of
creativity” and a cooperative effort
from the community.

The project hes already received
numerous endorsements from com-
munity groups. Village Manager
Gary Jackson said the joint effort is
"a real plus,” The New Mexico
Legislature looks more favorably
upon projects proposed by a com-
munity rather than a special inter-
est group.

Representatives from the village
and school district presented the
first cost estimates and architec-
tural drawings by Greer/SJCF, Inc.

° A state grant aimed at decreas-
ing DWI eases in Lincoln County
will create sentencing alternatives
for judges, said Carrizozo Police
Chief Charlie White, who super-
vised the grant application.

White told county commissioners
Friday the costs in ~property
damage, law enforcement demands,
medical care and lost wages associ-
ated with DWI cases equates to

$3,000 annually for each meoln'

County resident.

"We found that 256% of the DWI
eases in the county involved repeat
. offenders,” White said. ‘That
prompted the ecounty, its five

municipalities and associated law -

enforcement agencies to form a
DWI planning committee to go after
grant money from the state DWI
Coordinating Council,

But the $70,000 received is less
than half the $158,400 requested
by the county and doesn’t include
operation money, he said.

White said the, grant specifies
$20,000 for treatment of offenders,
$30,000 for a DWI coordinator and
$20,000 for a probation officer. .

“The coordinator will have to be
pretty adept at begging to get any
program going,” White said. "The
grant allowed nothing for capital
outlay, office supplies or support
staff,
