Lightning strikes blanted

Lightning strikes from storms 
Thesday night triggered four 
fires on national forest lands in 
Lincoln County. 

"We hit them hard and fast," 
said Matt Reidy, fire manage­
ment officer for the Lincoln 
National Forest's Smokey Bear 
Ranger District. 

The largest of the blazes, the 
Shoemaker Fire, was discovered 
Wednesday on the north side of 
the Capitan Mountains. 

Three loads of slurry from a 

large air tanker and water 
dropped from a helicopter assist­
ed a Hotshot crew on the blaze. 

The Hotshot crew remained at 
the location Thursday, bringing 
containment of the fire and limit­
ing the burn area to approxi­
mately 10 acres, Reidy said. 

The other fires, all list('d as 
contained and controlled were -

•The Pine Tank Fire, near 
Hale Lake. southeast of Ruidoso 
Downs. 

•The Rattlesnake Fire, in the 
White Mountain Wilderness.
